TRANSLATOR'S PREFACE.

THE Emperor Jilaleddeen Mahommed Akber, to whofe re-
gulations for the government of Hindoftan and patronage of
the author, the world is indebted for the following Work, was
the fixth in defcent from Timur, known in Europe by the'name
of Tamerlane. He ‘was born in Amerkote in A. D. 1542;
was proclaimed Emperor in 1556, being then thirteen folar years
and four months old ; and he died in Agra in 1603, aged fixty-
three years and one day, having reigned forty-nine years eight
months and one day. His body lies interred in a magnificent
maufoleum in the cemetery of Secundra, near that city.

He was univerfally efteemed a great and a good prince; and
was very fuccefsful, having in his reign made feveral conquefts, .
and reduced to obedience almoft all Hindoftan, which had revolted
pndep Lis father and predeceflor Hemaioon.

It is needlefs for me here to enter into a detail of the ex-
cellencies of Akber's government, as his political talents and un-
remitting attention to the happinefs of his fubjects will beft appear
from the regulations he eftablifhed in every department of the
empire. Nor fhould it be confidered as a weak part of his cha-
racter, that he wifhed to be regarded as one who was under the
influence of divine infpiration, fince it is not unreafonable to
fuppofe that his motives for endeavouring to inculcate this notion
were purely political.

His hiftory has been written with great elegance and precifion
by his vizier Abulfazel, down to the forty-feventh year of the
reign ; at which period that great man was murdered by fome

. banditti, on his return from the Deccan, whither he had been de-

puted by the Emperor upon fome weighty bufinefs. Abulfazel’s
hiftory was publifhed under the title of AxseErxaMEeH, to which
the Avyeex AKBeRY is a kind of fupplement, although in itfelf
a complete work.

Mahommed Shereef Motamed Khan, the author of the Expar-
NaAMEH JEWANGEERY, who wrote only fifteen years after the
death of Akber, gives in his preface the following charader of
Abulfazel's hiftory : “ To the learned it is well known that Alam y
¢ Sheikh Abulfazel, by the command of the Emperor Jilaleddeen
“ Mahommed Akber, wrote the hiiiury of that monarch, from
*¢ the commencement of his reign till the time of his own death,

and which he entitled Axpea~amen. [t is compofed of three
volumes. The firft volume confifts of a fummary account
of the Emperor's anceftors. The fecond volume comprifes the
occurrences of Akber's reign, from his acceffion to the throne
down to the forty-feventh year. And this volume is divided
into two parts: the firft part contains the firft thirty years;
and the fecond part begins with the thirty-firft year, and con-
cludes with the forty-feventh, the time of the author’s death.
The third volume is the Emperor’s inftitutes (or the Aveex
Axpery). The whole of the firft volume, and the firft part
of the fecond volume, are written in modern language: but,
in the fecond part of the fecond volume, and throughout the
whole of the third volume, he endeavoured to write in the
file of the &rluﬂ Perfian_authors atter Mahommed; which
is not only harth and unpieaﬁng to the ear, but cannot be
read or comprehended by the generality of readers without

“ great difficulty.”

I have made this quotation, not with a view of arrogating

to myfelf a fuperiority of knowledge in oriental literature, being
perfectly fenfible of my own infufficiency, but merely to bring
proof of the difficulties I have had to encounter in tranflating an
author who in this part of his work is uncommonly obfcure,
from having adopted a fiyle that was almoft obfolete two cen-
turies ago. WAnd I truft I fhall hereby fecure myfelf the candour

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_ and indulgence of all thofe who are capable of formmg a juft {
e eriticifm on my arduous undertaking.
: 1 have rather avoided rendering this Tranflation firiétly literal,
g that I might not difguft the reader; but, at the fame time, I have.
endeavoured, to the beft of my abilities, to make the author ipeak
in fuch a manner as I conceive he would havé done had he
‘written in Englith; never taking the fiberty to obtrude any ex-
preflion that is not to be found in the original, nor omitting any
thing that can be deemed in the fialleft degree cfiential to the
grand defign of the work. In the original, every regulation is in-
troduced by a prolufion of fulfome and laboured praifes of Akber,
which to an Englifh reader would be infufferable ; and therefore
I bave generally fupprefled them. I have alfo_entirely omitted .

Fizee's poem of about 600 couplets, in particular commendation
of every perfon who at that time held even the fmalleft office at

court; as, frem the infignificancy of the fubjeét, it would have
made but a poor figure in Englifh profe.

In a work which is intended merel y for Englifh readers, I have
not thought it right to pay any regard to the mode in which . :
D'Herbelot and other European foreigners have wrilten oriental
names; but have endeavoured to fpell them in fuch a manner
as may lead an Englifhman, as nearly as poflible, to pronounce -
them as they are {poken in Hindoftan. It is only ary to re-
mark here, that the letter ¢ is always to be pronounced broad, as

in
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in the words Pa/l, Hall, &c. The other mwels and the d:phtimn r5 f

naed no illuftration.

_ To every one who wifhes to be poflefied of an authentic account
"of the confiitution of the empire of Hindoftan, and of its immenfe

He is the moft commendable sho firives to perform meritorious
adtions, rather than how to utter fine fpeeches; and who, by
delineating a few of the wonderous works of the Creator of the
world, acquires immortal felicity.

Abul Fazel Mobarek returns thankfgiving to the Almighty, by
finging the praifes of royalty; and, for the infiru¢tion of thofe
who fearch after knowledge and prudence, he records a few of the
inftitutes of the Lord of the world #; thus tranfinitting unto all
ages a model of wifdom. Since the fum of his intentions is to
fet forth the laws of royalty, it is neceflary that he {peak fomething
of its exalted dignity. and deferibe the conditions of thefe who
are affiftants in this great office.

Some with cheerfulnefs take the road of obedience, by the light
of the king’s juftice; whilft others, through fear of punifhment,
abftain from violence, and out of neceflity make choice of the
path of reitude.

They call him King who furpafles his fellows, and who, by his
wifdom, is acquainted with the temperament of the world, and
regulates his actions by the ftate thereof. Out of the abundance of
his patience he doth not depart from his fiation at the fight of any
impropriety ; neither is he difcouraged at an inconfiderate rebellion,

By his liberality the hearts of the high and of the low obtain their
defires; 1o thatthe needy never waitin painful expectation. He is
perfedtly refigned to the will of God; being confident of the
equity of the divine difpenfations. He is not dejected in adverfity ;

" and in profperity he doth not negleét to return thanks unto Ged. /

He putteth the reins of defire into the hands of reafon, and will
not lofe himfelf in feeking after what is improper. He keepeth
his anger under the fubjedtion of wifdom, to the end that blind
rage may not get the upper hand, nor inconfideratenefs carry
aught beyond its limits. He feateth himfelf on the eminence of
humanity, that thofe who have fiverved from- their duty may
have a way left to return, without being expofed to ignominy ;
and in his behaviour therc is fuch condefcenfion, that the peti-
tioner feems to be the judge, and himfelf the fuitor for juliice.
He confiders the happinefs of his people as the beft means of
pleafing the Creator; but he never feeks to pleafe the people in
contradition to reafon. He is ever fearching after thofe who fpeak
truth, and he is not difpleafed with words that are bittér in ap-
pearance but fiveet in effeét. He confiders the nature of the fpeech
and the rank of the fpeaker. He is not contented in that folely
himfelf doth not commit violence, but he fees that no injuftice is
committed within his realm. [He is continually attentive to the
health of the bedy politic, and applies remedies to the feveral
difeales thereof,

And
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And in the fame manner that the juft temperaturg of the animal
conftitution is produced by a fit mixture of the clements, fo alfo
doth the political conftitution become well tempered by a proper
diftribution of ranks; and by means of the pure rays of unanimity
and concord, a multitude of people become one body; and the peo-
ple of the world may be divided into four kinds : Warriors, in the
political body, have the nature of fire, whofe fypes, guided by
reafon, defiroy the firaw and rubbifh of rebellion and frife. The
artificers and merchants hold the place of gig; as from their labours
and travels the bleflings of God become univerfal, and the breeze
of contentment gives vigour and freflinefs to the tree of life. The
learned, fuch as the philofopher, the phyfician, the arithmetician,
the geometrician, and the aftronomer are like water, refrefhing the
world with the fireams of art and feience. Hufbandmen and la-
bourers refemble egrth, and by their exertions the capital ftock of
life is completed : confequently, a king is a perfon who, having
put each of thefe in their proper place, ftrives to make the world
flourith, and regulates the degree of truft by the degree of ability,
when certainly confufion will hide its head in non-exiftence; for
this mixture will produce a due temperament. |

And as the grand political body is temperately adjulied by four
kinds of men, fo likewife is the royal palace. The army, ri;'gnrd-
lefs of themfelves, make no account of their lives in ﬂlﬂ“ﬁﬂlld of
battle ; and thefe fortunate men are in the king's court, *ini the
place of fire, being the enlighteners of the hearts of his friends,

c2 and
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and the defirogers of his enemies. At the head of this number is
the vakeel, who has acquired wifdom in the fourth degree of per-
fe€ion. He is the emperor’s lieutenant in all matters; and by his
management and penetration the grand affairs of the nation are fet
in order: promotion and degradation, appointment and difiniffion,
depend on his good pleafure; therefore he muft poflefs great ex-
perience, wifdom, nobility of mind, honefty, liberality, and con-
fummate patience ; he muft entirely diveft himfelf of prejudice,
and behave with equal complacency towards relations, ftrangers,
friends, and enemies. He muft be eloquent, intelligent in bufinefs,
a fpeaker of truth, well-bred, capable of giving advice, faithful,
vigilant, and longfighted. He fhould be well verfed in the arts
of government, and be privy to the fecrets of the flate, that in
bufinefs there may be no obftruétion. He fhould not fuffer his
mind to be diftrafted by the multiplicity of his affairs, but fhould

‘confider it as his duty to promote the wifhes of others. All his

actions fhould be founded on the bafis of integrity and a due regard
to the different ranks of men. Defirous of attaching to himfelf
the hearts of all perfons, he treats even his inferiors with refpeé.
He takes care not to commit impropriety in converfation, and
guards himfelf from bad a&ions; and a.lthnugh he is not the
immediate fuperintendent of the finances, yet as the heads of all
the offices make their reports to him, it is neceflary that he be
himfelf acquainted with the particular duty of each. The meer
mahl, the keeper of the feal, the meer bukhihy, the youbeghy, the

kourbeghy,
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kourbeghy, the meer tuzek, the meer behr, the meer ber, the meer
munzil, the khanfalar, the moonfhy, the koofkbeghy, and the
akhtah beghy* are included in this divifion.

The affiftants of vi&ory, the collectors of the revenues, and
thofe who are entrufted with the management of the receipts
and difburfements of government, refemble wind : either a heart-
rejoicing breeze, or a hot pefiilential blat. The head of this
divifion is the vizier, whofe office is equivalent to that of dewan,

He is manager of the finanees, grand-treafurer, and accomptant. .

He muft be a perfon of diftinguifhed worth, fkilful in arithmetic,

/ free from avarice, circum{peét and abftinent, aftive in bufinefs, and

/

poficfled of a pleafing and clear fiyle of writing; a fpeaker of
truth, of firiét honefty, with an agreeable manner; and he fhould
avoid precipitancy in bufinefs. He is alfo the recorder and keeper
of the archives. He explains many intricate points of bufinefs
that happen to the muftofy ; and whatever is beyond his ability is
referred to the vakeel. The muftofy, the writers of the walte-
book and of the journal, the meer faman, the fuperintendent of
the offices, and the dewan of the offices ; together with the mufh-
reff of the treafury, the wakeh navees, and the aumil of the
khalfah, are under his orders, and act by the force of his wifdom.
Some prinees reckon the vizaret 2 part of the vakalet ; and fome-

times,
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times, from not being able to find a perfon qualified for the
“office of vakeel, they make choice of fome one who has a
tafte of his qualities, whem they appoint mufhreff’ dewan; and
he is higher in rank than the dewan, and lower than the
vakeel..

The companions of the prince, whofe advice he follows in
affiirs of moment, refemble water. When they are of a mild
temperament, they wafh off the duft of affliction from the hearts
of the diftrefled, and diffufe frefhnefs and delight; but if they
depart from moderation, they inundate the world with a deluge
of calamity, fo that numbers arc overwhelmed by the billowy
waves of misfortune. At the head of thefe is the philofopher,
who, by the depth of his wifdom and the foundnefs of his
morals, firives to infufe wirtue into mankind. And the fudder,
and the meer adel, the cazy, the phyfician, the ai&olugér, the
poet, and the foothfayer are of the number of thofe fervants who
adorn the portico of the kingdom, and are neneﬂ'axy for the fervice
of the prefence.

The menial fervants, who perform the duties about the royal

perfon, are in the place of earth. 1If they are free from impurities
and alloy, they are the elixir of the body; otherwife they are
its deftruition. The lackeys, the kewirchy, the fherbetdar, the
abdar, the tufhekchy, the kerkerah, and fuch like, are included in

this number; and as the monarch atlji:ft; the political body by
a wile arrangement of ranks, fo is his court properly regulated by
a judicious mixture of thefe,

The fages of ancient times have delineated the four elements of

monarchy after the following manner : 1ft, An upright intendant |

of the finances, who is the protector of the hufbandman and all
the fubjeéts of the ftate, and who increafes the revenues, by
caufing the kingdom to flourith.  2d, The commander in chief of
the troops, who acquits himfelf to the {atisfaction of all. 3d, The
chief juftice, free from corruption and avarice, who, feating him-
{elf on the eminence of circumfpediion and inveftigation, does his
utmoft to come at the truth, and decides with ftri& impartiality.
4th, An intelligencer, who will tranfmit the news of the world
without addition or diminution, being poflefled of integrity and

penetration.

It is moreover incumbent on a king to make himfelf ac-
quainted with the five kinds of men of whom the world is
compofed : 1ft, The moft commendable perfon is he who makes
choice of the propereft time for every bufinefs, and whofe good-
nefs benefits others. Such an one is the fitteft perfon for a king
to confult in the arrangements of government. 2d, One who

pofiefles the fame abilities as the perfon above deferibed, but who -

does not communicate benefit to others. Although it may be
PR
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proper to fhow him kindnefs and refpect, yet he doth not merit

any degree of confidence. 3d, A fimple perfon, who doth neither

good nor harm. Although he be not worthy of greatnefs, yet
he deferves to live at his eafe. 4th, The inconfiderate man, who
injures himfelf without hurting others. Him the king fhould dif-
appoint in his expectations, and bring into the road of virtue by
good advice and fevere reprehenfion. gsth, He whofe nature is
vicious, and whofe bafe conduct injures others. If advice and
reprehenfion do not amend him, he fhould be confined feparate
from mankind; and provided this treatment doth not awaken
him to a fenfe of his error, let him be banifhed the city; and if
even this doth not reform him, they thall deprive him of fight
and cut off his limbs; but they may not take away his life. The
fages confidering the human form as the work of God, have not
given permiflion for its deftrudion.

He is a juft king who, having followed the light of knowledge
and penetration, hath made himfelf acquainted with the ranks
of men, and regulates bufinefs accordingly : and from hence it is
that the fages of ancient times have faid, Thofe are the moft illuf-
trious princes who mount the fteed of wifdom.—They admit ot
into their fervice any low people, but always make choice of thofe
whom they know to be worthy of the flation. They do not
Judge cvery one fit to be admitted to their prefence every day; and
thofe who are fo efpecially favoured as to have daily admittance,
are not therefore deemed worthy of a near ftation ; neither is

every
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every one who is fit for a near flation to be admitted into their
£ ~_privacy; nor are all thofe who are admitted into privacy allowed
. to be feated in the auguft aflembly; and of thofe who are fo
fortunate as to be permitted to fit in the auguft aflembly, every
one is not to be treated with familiarity : nor are all familiar com- &)
panions to have a place in the cabinet council of ftate affairs. i

Praife be unto &6&! the exalted munarc:hﬂf our own time is
fo endowed with thefe laudab{e dlfpoﬁans that it is not exag- R
geration to fay he furpafies all the,ﬁges,ofanhqmty from the light .
of wifdom he d%'m:s the ranks of men; and by the rectitude
" of his condud® he_adds fplendor to his underfianding by the per-
 formance of laudable acions. Wh@dﬂ it that is able to meafure
~ the extent of his virtues? They are not only beyonﬁ“ﬂpreﬁion,
but even exceed conception. It is better that I make not the at-
tempt, but point out only a few intelligible wonders, by fetting
forth his regulations for the houfehold, for the ordering of the
army, and for the profperity of the kingdom ; npon which three
things depend the glory of a monarch ; hereby preparing a rich gift
for the mte.]]xgent who feek after knowledge. " Thofe who are

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THE HARAM, OR SERAGLIO.

There is in general great ingmﬂm:c arifing from a number of women ;
but his majefty, out of the abundance of his wifdom and prudence, has
made it fubfervient to public advantage; for, by contracting marriages
with the daughters of the princes of Hindoftan and of other countries, he
fecures himfelf againft infurreftions at home, and forms powerful alliances
abroad.
The haram is an enelofure of fuch immenfe extent as to contain a feparate &
room for every one of the women, whofe number exceeds five thoufand.
They are divided into companies, and a proper employment is affigned to
cach individual. Over each of thefc companies a woman is appointed
darogha. And one is felected for the command of the whole, # order that
the aﬂ':urs of the haram may be conduéted with 1&&5.: regularity and good
government as the ﬂn departments of the ftate. -
Every one receives a fa.lnq equal to her merit. The pen cannot meafure
the extent of the empcmr‘s']'a:geifes but here fhall be given fome account
of the monthly ftipend of each. The ladies of the firft quality receive from
1610 rupees down to 1028 rupees, Some of the principal fervants of the
prefence “bave from fifty-one down to twenty rupees; and others are paid
from two rupees up to forty.

At the grand g:tciiﬂf@iniwd a mufhreff, to take account of the receipts
and expenditures of the haram in ready money and in goods.

Whenever any of this multitude of women wnnttmjr thing, they apply to
the treafurer of the haram, who, according to their monthly flipend, fends a

memorandum
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memorandum thereof to the mufhreff’ of the grand gate, who tran{mits it to
the treafurer of the king’s palace, and he pays the money. In payment of
thefe demands no affignments are given, but only recady money.

' - N

An eftimate of the annual expences of the haram being drawn out, the
mufhreff wri a drft for the amount, which is counterfigned by the
minifters of ftate, after which it is paid in a coin that his majefly has caufed
to be ftruck folely for this purpofe. This money is paid by the grand :
treafurer to the paymafter-general of the palace ; and, upon a written order
 Deing fent by the mufhreff of the gate, it is diftributed amongft the inferior
paymafters of the haram, and by them paid to the different fervants thereof.
And this money is reckoned in their {laries equal with the current coin.

The infide of the haram is guarded by women ; and about the gate of the
royal apartments are placed the moft confidential. Immediately on the out-
fide of the gate, watch the eunuchs of the haram, and ata proper diftance

are ftationed the rajpoots, beyond whom are the porters of the gates ; and on
the outfide of the enclofure, the omrahs, the ahdeeans, and other troops

mount guard, according to their rank. ;

Whenever the begums, or the wives of the ommhsoruth:rwmmof
.:Iim&:r, want to pay their cumphmeng they firft notify thmr defire to thofe
who wait on the outfide, and from thence their requeft is feat in writing to
the officers of the palace, after which they are permitted to enter the haram :

But befides all the precautions above defcribed, his mjcﬂy depmd; on his
own vigilance, as well 2 on that of h:s guauis.

There is alfoa thining white flone, called chuaderkerant, which, upon
being expofed to the moon’s beams, drips water. '

Every afternoon, at one ghurry before fun-fer, his majefty, if on horfeback,

light up twelvecamphor candles in twelve candlefticks of gold and filvers
and bring them into the prefence ; when a finger of fivect melody, taking
up one of the candlefticks, fings a variety of delightful airs, and concludes

with imploring bleffings on his majefty. :

It is impoffible to defcribe the beauty and various forms of thefe candle-
flicks : Some of them weigh forty pounds and upwards, and are carved with
a variety of figures. Some are fingle, others of two branches, and others of

Lignum-aloes is the root of a tree, which islopped off and buried in the
carth, when whatever is not good rots, and the remainder is pure aloes,
There are feveral kinds of it, wiz. Mendely, Jebely, Semendury, Kemary,
Kakey, Berry, Cathaiy, Chiny (which is alfo called Kemoory) and Jelaly,
Mytaky, and Lemaky., Of all thefe kinds the Mendely is the beft. The
Semendury is blue, thick, and moift, and burns for a long time on the fire.

Chuwah is diftilled lignum-aloes.

THE METHOD OF MAKING CHUWAH.

Small pieces of lignum-aloes that have been ftecped in water for a week,
are put into a marrow-necked veffel, which is then luted with philo-
fopher’s clay. Philofopher’s clay is compofed of clay, cotton, and rice-bran,
A {mall fpace is lefc at the neck of the veflel, which is placed inverted in
another veflel perforated at the bottom, and fupported by a three-legged
fland, under which is placed a difh full of water, fo that the mouth of the
firft mentioned veflel may touch its furface; then there is made round
the inverted veffel a gentle fire of cow-dung, which melts the aloes till
it diftils into the water : this is collefted, and repeatedly wathed with water
and rofe-water to take off all fmell of fmoke. k

THE KOWR KHANEH.

There is always kept in ftore armour fufficient for the equipment of an
_ army. Thofe which are khafeh ¥, haye particular names and ranks given
them.

There are thirty khafeh {words, one of which is carried to the haram
every month, and the former one is returned. There are alfo in readinefs
forty other fwords, which t@'ﬂﬂ kowtel. When of the thirty khafeh
fwords twelve remain unufed, the complement is made up out of thefe forty,
fo that there are always thirty khalch fwords : alfo twelve fword-belts are
kept apart, and fent into the haram, one every week alternately.

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of which, in every folar month of thirty-two ' days, one bow is fent to his
majefly every day; and during every month of thirty-one days, two every
week alternately. Every one of thefe has its rank affigned it; and when his
majefly goes abroad, or appears in the Bar Aum, the fons of the omrahs,
with other munfubdars and ahdyan, carry the kowr in their hands, and on
their thoulders. One carries a bow, another a tipiv:r, a third a fword, and

a fourth a fhield ; and there are four of each of thefe kinds. But of the
following weapons only four perfons are employed in ‘carrying one of each;

viz. a neyzah, a birchez, a tubber-zaghnowl %, a peyarygupty +, a keman-
keroheh §, a gung 4, and a fandely+. On journies a number of mules,
camels, and carts are loaded with all forts of arms.

In the bargah, the omrahs and uthers—'ﬁnge themfelves between thofe

who fupport the kowr. 'When his majefty goes abroad, they all march be-
hind, excepting a few of the principal nobility, who go amongft the kowr.
With the kowr are caparifoned clephants, with camels, chariots, nakarahs,
flags, kokebehs, and other enfigns of ftate ; and the mace-bearers clofe the

RULES OBSERVED IN MAKING FIRE-ARMS FOR HIS MA]E!T'('S USEs

Bundooks * are now madé in fuch a manner, that when filled with
powder up to the muzzle, there is no fear of their burfting. Formerly they
never were of more than four folds of iron, and fometimes only of one,
joined togéther by the two extremities of the breadth, and which were very
dangerous. His majefty, after having the iron flattened, has it rolled up
like a feroll of papcr, but flantingly, and every fold is paffed through the fire.
There is alfo the following method : folid pieces of iron are’ properly rem-
pered, and then bored with an iron borer ; and three or four of thefe are
joined together to form a bundook, The fmalleft bundooks that are made
are two {pans long; and the I oft near two r:lls. That of one ell and a
quarter is called demanik, and its Ilnck :smnﬂedfﬂ%rmﬂy from the others.

Some are made to fire without a match, merely by giving a little mofion’

to the trigger: and they make fome balls that will do execution like a
fword. ‘There are great numbers of fkilful artifts in this department, the

chief of whom are Oftad Kebeer and Huffain,  In' preparing the iron for
bundooks, half is loft in the fire. When the lengths are made, and before

they are joined together, they are flamped with figures, expreffing the quantity
of crude iron and the quantity remaining; and ia this ftate it is called
dowl : this is fent for his ma_rr:ﬂjr s ml'pe&mn and the weight of the bal)
hemg dctcrmmcd the bore i 15 made accordingly. The bundook-ball is never
larger than twenty-five mnk.! norlcrs than fifteen; bur, cxccptmrr his ma-
jefty, no body is bold enough to fire off one of the largeft. When the’
bore is finithed it is again carried to the haram ; from thence it is brought
out agam and (et in an old fock, and ﬁllcdwuh powder till within 2 third

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of the muzzle. If it ftands this proof, it is carried again to his majefty.
Then the muzzle is finithed, after which it is again put into an old ftock,
as before-mentioned, and tried ata mark. If it does not carry true, they
heat it, and ftraighten it by means of a wooden-rod ; then, in the royal
prefence, it is delivered to the filer, who fafbions the outfide as he is di-
rected.  When this is done, the barrel is again carried to his majelty, when
the wood and form of the flock are determined. In this ftage the figures
marking the weight of the crude and of the prepared iron are effaced, and
in their Toom are engraven the maker's name, the place, the month, and
the year. Next are made the trigger, the ramrod, and primer.  After
all thefe are finithed, the piece is again ordered to be proved. If it is found
to carry true, it is again brought to the haram along with five balls, In
this flate it is called fadeh (or plain). The colour of the barrel and ftock
18 next determined ; and when the colouring is finithed, it is called rungeen
(or coloured). It is now fent again into the haram with five more balls.
His majefly fires it four times, and returns it back again with the fifth
ball. "When ten of thefe rungeen mufkets are colleéted together, they are
ordered to be inlaid with gold, &c. and are afterwards fent to the haram, as
before deferibed; and when ten fuch are completely finifhed, they are com-
mitted to the care of the cheeyleh.

A DESCRIPTION OF THE BARGHU.

Formerly it required a great many men, with a number of iron tools to po-
lith the bundooks; but his majefty has invented a wheel, which is turned by
afingle bullock, and polithes fixteen mutkets ina very fhort time,

OF THE RANKS OF THE ROYAL BUNDOOKS.

Bundooks are either made in the royal work(hops, or are bought, or are
received in prefents. His majefty, out of a thoufand of thofe of different
kinds,

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kinds, fele€ts one hundred and five for his own particular ufe, which are
ufed in the following manner: wiz. twelve are named after the months,

and are brought to him alternately, fo that each comes in ufe once a year;-

thirty others are changed every week, and thirty-two are ufed alternately
every day of a folar month; and the remaining thirty-one are for the
kowtel. His majefty fires every day ; and after he has difcharged a piece
four times, it is fent out and exchanged for another.

Tt is alfo a rule, that the clerks of the chace take an account of all the
game that is fhot by his majefty, and with what particular piece ; from whence
it appears, that with the muiket called fungram, which is the firft in rank

of the khafch-mufkets, and appropriated for the month Ferverdin ¥, there
have been killed one thoufand nmuhnndrui game of various kinds.

THE PAY OF THE BUNDOOKCHYAN. .

His majefty has fixed the pay of the merdshs after four rates, viz. firft,
300 dams; fecond, 280 dams; third, 270 dams; fourth, 260 dams ; and
the pay of the others at five rates, each of which are divided into higheft,
middle, and loweft,

The natives of Hindoftan hold this animal in fuch eftimation, that they )
<onfider one of them as equivalent to five hundred horfes. The male ele- SV
phant is of fo generous a difpofition; that he never injures the female, al. |

though fhe be the immediate caufe of bis captivily ; neither will he fight

with a male who is much younger than himfelf; and, from a fenfe of gra-
titude, he never hurts his keeper ; and out of refpec for his rider he nevey’

blows dult over bis body when he is mounted, although at other times he

' Is
[
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is continually amufing himfelf with fo doing. In the rutting feafon an
clephant was fighting with his match, when a young one coming in their way,
he kindly fec him afide with his trunk, and then renewed the combat.  If a
male elephant breaks loofe in the rutting feafon, no body dares go near him
without being accompanied by a female one ; and then he fuffers himflf to
be bound without offtring any refiftance.  When the female dics, the male
will neither eat nor drink for a confiderable time. He can be raught
various feats. He lcarns the modes which can only be underftood by thofe
fkilled in mufic, and moves his limbs in time thereto. He is alfo taught to

fhoot an arrow out of a bow, and to take up any thing that is thrown down

and to give it to his keeper. They are fed with any kind of grain wrapt
up in grafs; and, what is very attonifhing, upon a fignal being given him
by his keeper, he will hide eatables in the corner of his mouth, and when
they are alone together will take them out again and give them to the man.
An elephant frequently with his trunk takes water out of his {ftomach and
fprinkles himfelf with it, and it is not in the leaft offenfive; alfo, he will

. take out of his ftomach grals on the fecond day, without its having un-

dergone any change.

‘The price of an elephant is f;em one hundred to a lack of rupees. Thole
of five thoufand and of ten thoufand rupees price, are not uncommon.

- There are four kinds of elephants. Behder is that which bas well pros
portioned limbs, an ereét head, broad breaft, large eyes, and a long tail, with
two excrefcences in the forehead refembling large pearls. Thefe excref-
cences are. called in the Hindovee language, guj manik; and many properties
are, afcribed to them. Another kind, called mund, has a black fkin and
Jm_lﬁlg eyes; is bold and ungovernable, That called murg has a whiter
- fkin,

@
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fkin, with moles; and its eyes are of a mixture of red, yellow, black,
whltr... That called mirh has a fmall head, and is cafily hmnghtund:r
command: its colour is a mixture of white and black, refembling fmoke ;
and froin mixtures of the above kinds are formed others of different names and
properties.
» |

The rej tum, of whom a particular delcription fhall hereafter be given,
is very common ; and this kind is handfome, well-proportioned, and tract-
able, has not much inclination for the female, and is very long lived. The
beyth rej has a dreadful piercing eye, with a tremendous countenance,
has a ravenous appetite, is vicious, and fleeps a great deal.

Formerly it was thought unlucky to allow tame elephants to breed ; but
his majefty has furmounted this fcruple,

The female goes with young eighteen lunar months. The foetus begins
to have fome form in the eleventh month; in the twelfth month the veins,
bones, nails, and hair are difcernible ; in the thirteenth month its fex may
be difcovered ; and in the fifteenth mm%:thl life. If the female in-
creafes in ftrength whilft breeding, it is a fign that fhe is big of a male ;
and, on the contrary, if (he is weak, it indicates her having a female. In
general, an elephant has but one young at a birth, but fometimes fhe has
wwo. The young one fucks till it is five years old, after which time it feeds
on vegetables. At this age it is called bal. At ten years itis called powt;
at twenty, bek ; and at thinty, kelbeh. It undergoes fome change at every
one of thefe periods, and arrives at maturity in fixey years. It is a good fign
in an elephant to have eyes of yellow and white, mixed with black and red,
The elephant has two white tufks, an ell in length, and fometimes longer.

2
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The tulks are faid to be fometimes red, and likewife four in number. An
elephant ought to be eight cubits high and nine in length, and fhould
meafure ten cubits or more round the back and belly ; and white fpcc%cm
the forehead are very lucky. '

The male elephant wants,the female in different {eafons ; fome in winter,
fome in fummer, and others in the rains; and at this time they commit
many extravagancies, throwing down houfes and ftone-walls, and pulling
men from on horfeback with their trunks. The fign of their being hot, is
a filthy water, of a white or red colour, exuding from their wlcs, and
which is of an infufferable {mell. Each of the temples of an elephant is
faid to have twelve perforations: before this {ymptom the elephant is
outrageous, and looks very handfome.. The natural life of an elephant, like
that of man, is one hundred and _ﬁtr years. The elephant has many
general names, amongft which m‘thltﬂ]‘, guj, feel, peel, and hawtee. An
elephant by being properly trained may be made very valuable, fo that many
who buy an elephant for an hundred rupees, in a fhort time make him worth
ten thoufand. ‘ »

Elephants are taken in thcﬁluwmg places: in Agra, in the wilds of ‘

Begawan and Nerwar, as far l.s,er, the fubah of Allahabad, near Rut-
tenpoor, Nunderpoor, Sirgetcheh; the fubsh of Malwah, Hattendeyah,
Achowd, Chundary, Suntwafs, Bijehgur, Royfayn, Hofhengabad, Gurh,
Haryegurh, in the fubah of Bahar on the borders of Rohtas, at Jahrkhend,
and in the fubahs of Bengal and Oriffa, particularly at Satgong, there are
great numbers. The beft elephants are thofe 9!’ Tipperah.

and not be frightened at the fight of fire or at the noife of artillery ; and he is
an{werable for their ﬂfl‘ciptinc in thefe refpeéts.

«wofts eight dams per feer, are allowed for the kellaweh of the clephant, upon
which the foujdar rides; and thofe of the other elephants are made of
leather, &c. Every year twelve dams are paid by the hulkahdar, in confi-
deration of his having the old artieles.

THE KHASEH ELEPHANTS.

There are always fet apart for his majefty's riding 101 elephants, Theis
allowance of food is the fame in quantity with thofe of the feel khaneh, but
differs in quality. Moft of thefe have morcover five feers of fugar, four
feers of ghee, and half a maund of rice, with round and long pepper, &c. and
fome have a maund and a half of milk mixed up with their rice. In the
fugar-cane feafon each elephant has daily 300 canes more or lefs for the
fpace of two months., His majefty is the mehawet of the elephants that
be rides; but each has three bhuys in the rurting feafon, and two bhuys
when eool.  The monthly pay of each is from 120 to 400 dams, and they
receive this pay immediately from his majefty. And for each elephant
four mayhets are alfo allowed. Three female elepliants are appointed for
every hulkah of the khafeh elephants; which rule is not obferved in the other
hulkahs; and for fome hulkahs of khafeh elephants, even a greater num-
ber of females are allowed. The following are the fervants appointed for
the royal female elephants: for the firlt of the large clafs, two mayhets
and 2 Boy; for the fecond and third of this elafs, one mayHer and a boy;
and for the other claffes of the female elephants, the fame number of fer-
vants are here allowed as in the feel khanel; only, that whereas in the

feel
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feel khaneh one of the omrshs is appointed to fuperintend a hulkah,—
here an emeer is appointed for every fingle elephant. Likewilc for every
ten khafeh elephants, a fkilful perfon is appointed, who is called a dehy-
dar : the firft of thefe has twelve rupees, the fecond ten rupees, and the
third eight rupees per' month. Another officer, called Nekecb, is alfo ap-
pointed to every ten elephants, whofe bufinefs it is to report to his ma-
jefty every day what elephants eat lefs than wfual, whether lefs food than
what is allowed has been given them, or if they are affliGted with any dif=
order. The nekech has one marked horfe, and receives his pay as an
ahdy, Morcover, for every ten elephants one of the fervants of the pre-
fence is appointed to examine them once every week, and make his

His majefty rides every kind of khafch elephant, from the fisft to the laft
clafs, making them obedient to his command: and frequently in the

W‘*‘“‘f fw‘*t‘ﬁmng fealon, he puts his feet upon the teeth of the elephant and mounts

hun to the aftonihment of thofe whomufndto:hd’enm:]s.

Magmﬁcem amarees are put upon tlu: Im:h nfﬁuﬂ:—pwad :Iepiunmm
which ferve for places of repofe on journies. An elephant fo cqpmfoned

is always ready at the palace.

Whenever his majefty mounts, a month’s wages are givemas a: donation
to the bhuys.  And when he has rode ten clephants, the following do-
nations are alfo beftowed, wiz. to the weekly fupervifor 0o rupees, to

the delidar thirty-one rupees; to the nekeeb fifteen rupees, to the mufbreff
. feven.

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feven rupees and a half. Moreover, the rewards occafionally given to
thole who are pumcuhrly attentive to the duties of their refpe&ive offices,
are innumerable.

- Every elephant has his match appointed for fighting: fome are always
ready at the palace, and engage when the order is given. When the batde
is over, if the combatants were khafeh elephants, the bhuys of the con-
queror receive a reward of 250 dams; but if they were elephants ‘of the
feel khaneh, the bhuys of the conqueror receive only two hundred dams.

" The dehydar of the khafeh elephants takes from the monthly pay of every
bhuy one dam, the mufhreff half a dam, and the nckeeb a quarter of a dam
out of every rupee. -

1f an dcphaut»kmpﬂ'-e_gi;es an elephant any drug to make him vicious,
and he dies in confequence thereof, he is fubjeét to capital punifhment, or
to have an hand cut off, and to be fold for a flave. And if it was a
khafeh elephant, the bhuys alfo fhall forfeir three months pay, and be
far one year out of fervice.

Alfo a fkilful perfon is appointed to examine every month into the ftate
of the khafeh clephants ; and if he finds any one out of flefh, the omrahs
are fined, and the wages of the bhuys are reduced in proportion to
their demerits,

' In the feel khaneh an examination is made every four months by an ahdy,
who makes his report to his majefly.

If an clephant dies, three months wages are taken from the bhuys and

the mehawet,

If an elephant breaks a tufk and has the diforder called kaly, the darogha
pays two-thirds, and the foujdar one-third of the eighth of the price of the
clephant. The kaly is a part of the tufk, which upon being wounded
fuppurates, and becomes hollow and ufelefs. 1f a tooth is broken without
occafioning the kaly, the fine is a fixtcenth part of the price of the clephant ;
two-thirds from the darogha, and one-third from the fouvjdar. Now,
only an hundredth part of the price of the elephant is fixed for the fine

for the feel khaneh; but whenever this neglect bappens towards one of the
khafch

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. khbaleh elephants, fuch punifhment is inflifted as his majefty may pleafe
to direct.

THE HORSE STABLES.
N 5

His majefty being very fond of horfes, merchants bring them from
the two Iraks, Room, Turkeftan, Badakihan, Shirvan, Kherghez, Tibbet,
and Cafhmeer ; and droves are continually arriving from Turan and Iran,
fo that at this day there are in his majefty’s ftables twelve thoufand horfes,
And in like manner, as they are continually coming in, fo equal numbers
are daily going out of the ftables in prefents and for other purpofes.

Skilful perfons are appointed to look after the broods ; and in a fhort time
the horfes of Hindoftan will excel thofe of Arabia. There are fine horfes
! bred in every part of the empire, but thofe of Ketch ﬂ;!ﬁl‘. being equal

v to the Arabs. It is faid, a fong time ago an Arabian merchant was fhip-
'r wrecked on the coaft of Ketch, and that he had feven choice horfes, which
are reported to have been the progenitors of the horfes ofgthat place. In
Penjab are bred horfes reflembling irakies, efpecially in that pare which lies
between the rivers Sind and Behet, which is alfo called Sebahy.

' The foliowing places likewife ‘produce good horfes ; Putty Hibetpoor,

: Bejwarch, Teharch, Agr, Mewar, and the fubsh of Ajmeer: and in the

; northern mountains of Hindoftan are a hardy breed of fmall horfes called

: gowt: and on the confines of Bengal, near the province of Kotch, is a horfe
] lbetwixt: a tourky and a gowt, called tanghian, which is very hardy.

His majefty, from his regard for this animal, which is on many accounts
; {o valuable to a monarch, has made feveral regulations refpeting it.
Firft,
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Firft, He has dire@ed that a place be fet apart for the horfe-merchants,

where they may beat eafe, and free from moleftation, at the fame time
that the crafiy may be deprived of an opportunity of difpofing of their cattle
to private people. But thole who are known to be upright in their dealings,
may keep their horfes where they pleafe, and bring them at an appointed
time.

Second, He nominated a perfon to the office of aumeen caravanfa, to
keep the merchants in order.

Third, He appointed a tepukchy, to keep an account of the horfes that
come and thofe that have been examined.

¥,

Fourth, He appointed fkilful and trufty perfons to fettle the price of the
cattle. His majefty, from his excels of goodnefs, in order to fatisfy the
fulleft expectations of the horfe-dealers, generally gives twenty rupees or
more above the price that is at firft fixed.

OF THE RANKS OF HORSES.

Thefe are two; khafeh, and thofe that are not khafeh.

The following are khafeh, viz. fix ftables, each containing forty choice
Asabign and Perfian horfes ; the flables belonging to the three fhahzadehs;
the ftables of tourky horfes for the road ; and the flables of horfes bred in
the royal ftuds; and each ftable has a particular name: but, excepting
the firft fix ftables, none ever confift of more than thirty horfes, FHis ma-
jefty rides upon all the horfes in the fix flables, and upon fome of thie others

occafionally.

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The fhalizadeh’s fables and thofe of the Hindoftany breed are of thres
kinds, wiz. of thirty, or of twenty, or of ten horfes. A horfe whofe -ullu
does not exceed ten-mohurs, is put in the ftable of ten. Thofe worth from
ten to twenty, ftand in the ftable of twenty, and fo on; and omrabs and other
munfubdars, and great ahdyan are appointed to fuperintend.them. Govern-
ment finds corn for all the horfes, excepting for the horfe which the
itakdar of every ftable is allowed for his own riding, and which he main--
tains in corn, grafs, &c. at his own expence..

TAILY ALLOWANCE OF FOOD FOR HORSES,

Every khafeh horfe was allowed daily eight feers of grain, when thie feer
weighed twenty-eight dams ; and now that the feer is fixed at thirty dams,
the allowance is, in the winter feven feers and a half of mowt or mafh boiled ;

“and in the fummer, feven feers and a half of nakhud. Out of the above
feven feers and a half, two.feers are ground into flour. In the winter, be-
fore the horfe has His flour, they give him a feer and a half of fugar, and
half a feer of ghee. Two dams per diem are allowed for grafs, excepting'in
the feafon of khaweed *, when they have no grafs; and then, inftead of
fugar, they have molaffes without the gﬁtﬁ; During the three firft days of
their eating khaweed; thiey are not allowed any grain ; afterwards, they have
fix feers of grain, and two feers of molaffes daily, In the iraky and tourky
ftables feven feers and a half of boiled grain are given during the cool
months: one dam is allowed for boiling 2 maund of grain, and once every
week each hotfe is allowed a quarter of a feer of falt. At the times that
ghee and khaweed are allowed, every horfe worth thirty-one mohurs and
upwards, has one feer of fugar. A horfe from twenty-nine down to twenty-

, ® Green wheats
one
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one mohurs, has half a feer; and the inferior horfes have none: and before
eating the khaweed, every horfe worth more than twenty mohurs is al
lowed a maund and ten feers of ghee, To each horfe from eleven to twenty
mohurs, they give twenty feers of ghee, and thofe of lefs value have neither
ghee, nor molaffes, nor khaweed ; but every horfe of this laft clafs is al-
lowed the fifth of a dam weight of falt. The allowance for grafs for each of
the iraky and tourky horfes is, for thole at court four dams, and for thole em-
ployed in the pergunnahs, one dam and a half per diem, In the winter, inftead
of grafs, is given a biegah of khaweed, the price of which at court is
valued at 240 dams, and in the country at two hundred dams ; alfo, every
horfe, during the time he is eating the khaweed, has an extra allowance of
two maunds of molafies, and an equal quantity is leffened in the grain. The
officers of the houfehold draw out an eftimate of thefe expences, and ob-
tain proper affignments for the payment of them, Whenever a horfe is
fick, every neceflary expence is paid by government, upon the teftimony
of the horfe-dotor,

Every ftallion to a ftud of mares is allowed the fame food as a horfe of the
ftable.

The gowt horfes have each five feers and a half of grain, and the ufual
quantity of falt, and are allowed for grafs a dam and a half at court, or
one dam and three cheetels in the pergunnahs ; but they have neither ghee,
nor molafes, nor khaweed,

The kerak horfes (tanghians) have each four feers and a half of grain,
and falt as ufual, with one dam for grals at court, or three quarters of a

dam in the pergunnahs.

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The" brood mares have each two feers andthmannanfm but
no allowance for falr, grafs, or wood.

A foal is permitted to fuck its dam for the three firft months ; after which,,
for the next nine months, it is allowed the milk of two cows; and for fix:
months after two feers and three quarters of grain daily: and every fix
months from this period, they increafé a feer till it be three years old, when.
it is reckoned a full grown horfe.

THE HORSE-FURNITURE.

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A number of thefe animals are felected, and always kept ready to fight
for diverfion, The head khafeh camel, named Shah Puffend (the king’s
choice) and who is a native of Hindoftan, has, for the fpace of twelve
years, conquered all his antagonifts. Camels are bred in the following
places: Ajmeer, Fudehpoor, Nagore, Beyganur, Jalmeer, Hetenda, and
Tahnefir; and, in the fubah of Gujerar, near the province of Ketch, are
great numbers, and very fine. But in Sind is the greateft abundance ; in-
fomuch that many an inhabitant of thofe parts is mafter of 10,000 camele
and upwards.

Formerly the courtiers ufed to add the fijdah to the koornifh and tufleem 5
but as ignorant and ill-difpofed people viewed this adtion in the light of
impious adoration, his majefty ordered it to be difcontinued by all ranks
of people on public occafions. However, in the private affemblies, wlien
any of thofe in waiting are ordered to feat themfelves, they on this occafion
bow down their foreheads to the c:rth. s .

If, how-
ever, in the fullnes of his heart he attempts to reveal his fenriments, the
ignorant upbraid him with infanity, allow no eredit to what he fays, brand
him with the epithets of infidel and blafphemier, and' probably deprive him
of life. But when, through the good fortune of mankind, the feafon arrives
for the revelation of truth, a perfon is endowed with this degree of knows
ledge, upon whom God beftows the robes of royalty, that he may lead men
in the right way with abfolute dominion; fuch as is the emperor of our
time. The aftrologers were apprized of this from the hour.of his majefty’s
nativity, and whifpered their exultations to cach other, His majefty,
however, did for fome time caft a veil over this myftery, that it might not
be known to ftrangers. But that which the Lord willeth to have done,
who hath power to avoid ? In his infancy, he involuntarily performed fuch
aftions as aftonifhed the beholders; and when at lcngth; contrary to his
inclination, thofe wonderful aftions exceéeded all bounds, and became dif-
cernible to every one, he confidered it to be the will of the Almrgh:y,
ﬂut‘he fhould lead men in the paths of righteoufnefs, and began to teach ;

REGULATIONS FOR THE MILITARY DEPARTMENT.

THE ARMY.

His majefty has formed this immenfe multitude into different ranks;
fome are folely under his own immediate orders, and are excufed from the
performance of many duties that are required of others. Likewife a number
of the inhabitants of the wilds and lefs civilized parts of the empire, are, by
proper difcipline, made to be ufcful. The zemeendary troops alone, are in
number upwards of four millions and four hundred thoufand, as will here-

after be particularized.

Some of the cavalry have their horfes marked, and a defeription is taken
in writing of the perfons of the men. Other cavalry are put under the

command of an officer, who is ftyled ahdy. Others, according to their
merit

merit and capacity, ar¢ appointed to higher commands. Many are enter-
tained for the cavalry fervice without having their horfes marked, and
have tunkhas (or afignments) for their pay. Thofe who are natives of Iran
and Turan, have twenty-five rupees; and the Indian, twenty rupees cach
ger menfem. A horfeman who is entertained for the duties of the khalfeh (or
exchequer) has fifteen rupees per menfm.. Thofe who have not marked
horfes are called birawoordy (or not included in the munfubs). Such of
the munfubdars as are not able to furnilh men themfelves, are fupplied
with troopers mounted on marked horfes ; and thefe men are called dakhely
(or included in the munfubs). In the munfubs of eight thoufand, no
munfubdar under the rank of eight hundred is admitted ; the munfubs of
feven thoufand include none lower than feven hundred ; nor in thofe of five
thoufand are any inferior to five hundred ; and in the munfubs of five
hundred there are none lefs than one hundred. Some troops are levied
occafionally to {trengthen the munfubs, and they are called kummeky (or
auxiliaries). At prefent moflt of the cavalry are mounted on marked
horfes.  The trooper mounted on a marked horfe takes rank of one whofe
horfe is not marked, as more dependence can be had vpon the former, be-
caufe he cannot lend or exchange his horfe; and moreover, fince his
majefty has introduced the cherehneveefy (or the cuftom of taking a de-
feription in writing) he cannot receive pay till he has pafied mufter,

REGULATIONS FOR THE CATTLE.

Horfes were firft marked in the eighteenth year of the reign, u?;hid:.
tme the ranks of cattle were determined, and eftimates made of what was

tequifite for each ; and the prices of articles being taken into confideration,

a medium rate was agreed upon to be ufed in computations.

They were divided into feven kinds, viz.

.Arab, Irakee, Mojennefs, Tourky, Yabu, Tazee, and Jungeleh; and the
following, rates fixed for each:—

1ft, The Arab, which is a very fine horfe, bred in different parts of
Arabia. The monthly pay for one of thofe was fixed at 720 dams, includ-
ing all charges, which were computed at 479 dams. 'When his majefty took
into confideration the eafe and good difcipline of his woops, he at firft
made an addition of eighty-one dams, at the time that the rupee paffed
current at thirty-five dams; and when it was raifed to forty dams, he
increafed the pay, excepting the Jungelehs, eighty dams more, altogether

making 720 dams.

2d, The Irakee, which is bred in the Perfian Irak, is a beautiful animal,
and equally powerful with the Arab, He is allowed 608 dams monthly, in-
cluding all charges. Increafes :—Firft, fixty-two dams; fecond, feventy-
five dams ; third, eighty dams.

3d, The Mojennels refembles the Irakee, and is a mixture of the
Tourky and the Irakee. The monthly pay is 560 dams, including all ex-
pences. Increafes . —Ficlt, feventy-two dams; fecond, fifty dams; third,

eighty dams.

4th, The Tourky is bred in Turan : although he is very flrong and of

a good height, yet he is inferior ta the Mojennels. Monthly pay 480

dams,
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dams, including all ﬁ“’" Increafes :—Firft, fifiy-two dams; fecond,
fifty dams ;' third, eighty dams, P

5th, Yabu is alfo a native of Turan, but lefs powerful and fmaller than
the Tourky. Monthly pay 400 dams, including all expences. Increafes :—
Firlt, forty-one dams ; fecond, forty dams ; third, eighty dams.

‘6th and 7th are the Tazee and the Jungeleh, Thofe are moftly bred in
‘Hindoftan. The beft is called tazee, the middling kind jungeleh, and
the worft tattoo. Tanghens are greatly improved by being croffed with
tazees. The monthly pay of a tazee is 320 dams, including all charges.
Increafes :—Firft, twenty-two dams; fecond, thirty dams; third, cighty
dams. . The monthly pay of a jungeleh is 240 dams, including all charges.
Increafes : — Firft, twenty-nine dams and a half; fecond, twenty-five
dams; third, forty dams. A tattoo was formerly allowed 140 dams; but
now he is not employed.

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But fince the ﬂblllﬂ* fingle man are not equal to the duties of every
department, the monarch wifely makes choice of fome of his moft worthy
fubjects to affift him: and for this purpofe nominates them to command
others.  With this view his majefty effablithed munfubs from a dehbathy
(or commander of ten) to a dehhezary (or a commander of 10,000.) But
only the king's fons have munfubs above 5000. The number of thefe
munfubs being fixty-fix, thofe fkilled in the numerical value of letters *
have difcovered that their fum is exprefled by the word jilaleh (or the
moft glorious God) which they confider as an indication of their perpetuity.
=

His majefty difcovers the merit of fome at the firft interview, and exalts
them to greatnefs at one flep. Sometimes the munfub 1s increafed, whilft
the aumber of cavalry is diminifhed,

Great care is taken in determining the value of the horfes provided by

each munfubdar; and their pay is fixed accordingly. Thofe who have

cavalry equal to their munfub, are of the firft rank. Thuﬁz_ who have not
the full number, but not lefs than half, are of the fecond rank.

THE BUNDOOKCHEECAN.

There are twelve thoufand of thefe employed about the royal perfon.
To thefe are appointed a treafurer, a daroghah, and tepukchees, which,
although diftiné offices, have all been occafionally executed by one perfon.
The pay of the bundookcheecan has already been particularized.

A thoufand of thefe attive and vigilant men guard the palace. The
mirdehahs of thefe are paid after five rates, wiz. 300, 160, 140, 130, and
180 dams; and the other porters from 110 to 120 dams per menfem,

THE KHIDMUTTEEAH.

A thoufand of thefe alfo guard the environs of the palace. A firdar,
or chief of twenty, has monthly from fifty to two hundred dams; a dehbafhy
from 140 to 180 dams ; and of the iu&;ior, 120, 110, OF 100 dams each.
This tribe was formerly notorious for cunning and roguery ; and former
monarchs deemed them incorrigible ; but now, by his majefty’s difcipline,
they are famous for their good order and honefty : formerly they were called
mavy ; now they are ftyled khidmutteeah (or fervants) ; and their chief,
or rajah, has the title of khidmut roy, and is an obedient fubjeét of the
empire,

MEWERAR.

Thefe are natives of Mewat, who are admirable for carrying meffages that
require difpatch, and bringing money from diftant places; are excellent
fpies, and will engage in the moft difficult undertakings. They are a thou-
fand in number, and have the fame pay as the khidmutteeah,

SHUMSHEERBAZ, OR GLADIATORS.
This tribe is of various kinds, and perform wonderful feats; fighting
and jumping with great art and agility,

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Some fight with fhiclds, and others engage with cudgels: thefe laft
are called in the Hindovee language, lakrayit, Others have no defence, and
make ufe of one hand only, and are thence called in Hindoltan, ckhatel.
Thofe who come from the eaftern parts of Hindoftan ufe a fmall fhicld,
which they call chorwah. Thofe of the northern provinces have fhields of
fuch a magpitude as to cover a man and horfe; and this kind of (hield is
called tilwah, Others, who are called pehrayit, ufe a fhicld fomewhat lefs
than the height of a man, and one guz in breadth. Others, called banayir,
have a long fword, whofe handle meafures a guz in length, which they
manage very dexteroufly. There is ﬁm?hous tribe, called bungolee,
who have not any fhicld, but make ufe of a fingular kind of fivord, with
a crooked hilt, which they han®®® with great dexterity. Others are very
fkilful in fighting with daggers and knives of various forms ; and of thefe
there are upwards of one hundred thoufand, the choiceft of whom are enter-
tained by his majefty. The fuddy, or firdar of an hundred fhumfheerbaz,
is at leaft of the rank of ahdy, His pay is from eighty to fix hundred

dams per menfem.

The pehluwan, are wreftlers and boxers of Tran and Turan. There are
alfo expert flingers of Gujerat and other parts of Hindoftan, who are called
mul, numbers of whom are in his majefty’s fervice. Their monthly pay
is from feventy to four hundred and fifty dams; and every day fome of
the above combat together, and receive various rewards.

THE CHEELAH.

His majefty does not approve of giving to thefe unfortunate men the
opprobrious name of flave, but calls them cheelah ; which word in the Hin-
dovee language fignifies one who relies on another.

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Of thefe there are feveral kinds: 1ft, Thofe who are confidered as com-
mon flaves, being infidels taken in battle ; and they are bought and fold,
2d, Thofe who ef themfelves fubmit to bondage. 3d, The children born
of flaves. 4th, A thief, who becomes the flave of the owner of the ftolen
goods. s5th, He who is fold for the price of blood.

The daily pay of a cheelah is from one dam to one rupee; they are
formed into divifions, and committed to the care of fkilful perfons to be in-
ftruted in various acts and occupations.

His majefly, out of his humanity and difcernment, promotes thefe and
other inferior elaffes of people ncmrdm* their merits; fo that it is not
uncommon to fee a foot-foldier raifed to the dignity of an emeer of the
empire.

KAHARS, OR BEARERS,

Thefe are natives of Hindoftan, who carry aftonithing burdens upon their
fhoulders over the moft uneven ground. They alfo carry palekees, fuk-
hafens, chowdowles, and doolees, with fuch an even pace, that the rider is
hardly fenfible of the motion. The beft are thofe of the Deccan and Ben-
gal; and there are alfo many good ones in the northern foobahs. Several
thoufands do fervice at the palace. A firdar, or head-bearer of a fet, receives
monthly from one hundred and ninety-two to three hundred and eighty-

four dams; and a common bearer has from one hundred and twenty to

one hundred and/fixty dams,

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THE PYADEH DAKHELY,

The foot-foldiers fo called, are under the command of the omrahs, but
receive their pay from the flate. Every munfubdar has, in addition to
the complement of his cavalry, half the number of infantry, defcriptions of
whofe perfons are taken down in writing by his aka or munfubdar. Of
thefe infantry one-fourth are bundookcheean, and the reft archers, except-
ing a few who are carpenters, blackfmiths, water-carriers, and pioneers. The
pay of the bundookcheean has already been particularized. Of the archers,
the mirdchah has from 180, and the . t_fmm 1co to 120 dams. Of
the artificers who are paid as foot-foldiers, fomething has already been

faid in the firft part of the work,

OF THE DAGH, OR MARK.

When the rank of the man, together with the number'and qualities of his
horfes, are fettled by particular officers, another takes a defcription of
his perfon in writing, with an account of his age, country, and religions
There is alfo a daroghah, whofe bufinefs it is to fee that the men do not meet
with any vexatious delays, and that they do not fuffer from bribery or any
other artifices. =

et

Firft, the daroghah brings the recruit to his majefty, in whofe prefence
his rank is fettled, and a taleckeh is given him accordingly, unlefs he be
of the number of dakhely; in which cafe the munfubdar furnifhes him
with a certificate. Next, he is carried before five officers whom his ma-
jefty has appointed to examine the men and cattle, and to fix the pay of
each; and vpon his producing to them the defcription of himfelf and his

cattle,.
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cattle, the order for his monthly pay is written at the bottom of the paper, to
which they affix their feals to pmvcnt.nny alreration ; then thofe officers
{end the aboveipaper to the dewan nazir, who again brings the recruit to
the prefence, in order that his pay may be ultimately determined. His
majelty is an excellent phyfiognomift, and can eafily difcover the refpetive
merits of each. When the certificate is ratified, the wakyahnavees puts
his fignature to it, and the meer arz and the fardar of the kufhek add their
feals. Upon this funnud being produced, the daroghah marks the horfes.

When the mark was firft introduced, it was made in the (hape of the head
of the Perfian letter /feen, and Was put upon the left fide of the horfe’s neck.
Next, it was made with two alifs in the fhape of a crofs on one of the horfe’s
thighs ; after that, it was for fome time in the form of a bow without aftring ;
and at laft it was made in numerals, and on the left buttock. Upon the in-
troduétion of numerals, it had the firft time the figure 1 ; and on the fecond
time of marking, the figure 2, and fo on ; but now that every department
has a particular figure, the fame is repeated as often as the horfe is marked.,
The cuftom of marking was firlt introduced, that the daroghas might know
for certain when a horfe died, or was exchanged ; and thus be able to deter-
mine what pay was due to the troops.

Many of the tepukchies, and other fervants employed about the palace,
who have not leifure to attend to the bufinefs of a jageer, receive their falaries
in ready money, and have the dagh or mark renewed every eighteen months.
The omrahs, who are ftationed at a great diftance from court, have the
dagh renewed only once in twelve years, but then fix years after the firft
marking, ten per cent. is leflened in their eftablithment.. 'When the munfub
of any one is increafed three years after the dagh has been performed, he

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for the prefent receives only & tunkhah for himfelf ; and the additional men
do not receive theirs until their horfes are marked.

On the renewal of the dagh, if any one brings a better horfe to be ex-
changed for the one he then rides, it is to be fent to his majefty for his ex-

amination and approbation,

THE KUSHEK, OR MILITARY COMMANDS.

Thefe, which are alfo called the chowkees, are of three kinds: 1ft,
The munfubdars, ahdeean, cavalry andin \nt , are formed into feven di-
vifions, and each appointed to do dﬂtj.r on a particular day of the week,
under the command of one of the principal omrahs. A perfon who is
perfely converfant in the military ufages and regulations, is appointed to
the office of meer arz of the kufhek, through whom and the emeer all the
royal erders for this department are iffued, and they are continually in wait-
ing near the palace to receive his majefty’s commands. Every afternoon
the principal officers of the guard carry the kowr to the public Lall of the
palace, and there arrange themfelves in a row on the left hand of the mo
narch, the others ‘placing themfelves in like manner on the right. His
mn_]e:[fy is perfonally acquainted with every one, and mlmzdmrcly difcovers
if there be any abfentees. When both ranks have made the tufleem, they
take leave and retire. If his majelty happens to be employed upon fome
other bufinefs, one of his fons officiates here in his ftead.

If any one abfents himfelf from guard through frivolous pretences, he
is fined aweek’s pay, and fometimes is alfo reprimanded,

3d, The
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2d, The whole army is formed into twelve divifions, each of which is
appointed for the duty of a particular month. '~ Every perfon is obliged to
take his tour of duty, excepting thofe employed on the frontiers of the
empire, or on fpecial fervice ; but even they muft make a reprefentation of
their particular fituation previous to the arrival of their tour of duty, that
they may reccive the royal orders thereon in dué time, detcrmining whether
they are to remain where they are or not. On the firft day of every folar
month the guard at the palace attend and make the tufleem, in the manner
already defcribed, and are on this occafion diftinguithed by prefents, and

For executing the offices of this 1
department there are appointed fourteen able tepukchees, ten of whom do 3
duty daly in rotation. Some others are alfo added as fupernumeraries,
one of whom attends every day; and if it happens that one of the fourteen
; firft mentioned is abfent upon a matter of feceffity, this additional perfon
- officiates in hisroom, Thefe fupernumeraries are called kowtel., .

The account of the occurrences being read to his majefly, and approved
by him, the daroghah puts his feal upon ir, after which it is carried to the
perwanchee and the meer arz for their refpeftive feals. The paper whea
thus authenticated is called a yadafht ; then a perfon who writes a clear
ftyle and a fair charafter, takes the yadatht and makes an abridgment of ir,
and having put his feal to it, gives it in exchange for the yadafht. T3 this
abridgment are added the feals of the wakyahnavees, the meer arz, and the
daroghah of this department. This abridgment is called the taleckeh, and

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the writer thereof the taleckchnavees, Laftly, it is authenticated by the
feal of the perwanchee.

OF SUNNUDS, OR GRANTS.

A paper authenticated by proper fignatures is called a funnud ; and the
dufter (or regifter) is the book in which the funnuds are entered.

His majefty is particularly circumfpe regarding this department, and
takes care that none bus perfons of the firictelt integrity are appointed to

officiate in it. —

The dufters (or regifters) are of three kinds: 1t, The abwabulmal, which
contains the accounts of the revenues, the increafe or deficiency therein,
2d, The abwabultahaweel, being the accounts of the receipts and difburfe-
mients of the houfchold, with thofe of the different treafurers,  3d, The
towjee, which exhibits the ecftimates of the demands for the military efta-
blifaments, with the means for (atisfying them.

Some funnuds have nothing but the royal feal; others are firft authenti-
cated by the feals and fignatures of the minifters of ftate, and afterwards
are ratified by affixing the royal feal ; and fome bave only the feals and
fignatures of the minifters, without the royal feal,

L A firman fubtee has the fignatures of the minifters, together with the

royal feal, and is iffued on appointment to any of the_following employ-
ments: a munfubdary, vakalet, fepahlelahry,. etalceky (or. the office of
preceptor ) to any of the king's fons, the emeer ul omraiy, the nahayutty,
the vizarut, the bukhiheegurry, and the fuddarut.  Alfo, for the grant of a

Jageer fir, or tun, for confirming the falaries of officers in conquered -

territories,
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territories, for granting a meelkecyet, for a grant of feyurghal, and for
fupplies for repairing religious buildings.

When the taleckeh, before defcribed, is fettled; the dewan of the jageers
draws out upon it an eftimate of the tunkhah ; and if it contains an order
for the dagh (or marking the cattle) it is fent to the bukhfhees for a fecond
revifil, afrer which his majefly writes navegfind (let them write it).  Then
the bukhfhees write down the number of men, and the proper officers add
the defcriptions of their perfons ; and when the dagh is completed, one of
the principal bukhfhees takes the taleckeh, and gives in exchange an
eftimate of the monthly pay under his fealand fignature. This paper, which
is commonly called the firkhut, is authenticated in the offices of the other
bukhfhees by fome particular marks. The dewan keeps this firkhut, and
draws out an eftimate of the pay monthly and yearly, which he prefents to
his majefly, who, if there be an order for a jageer, writes at the top the
following words : saleckeh tun kalemy nemayend (let them write the taleckeh
for the tunkhah). The tepuckchees keep this as a voucher for themfelves,
and deliver a copy of it. Then this new paper is prepared in the follow-
ing manner: Firft the dewan writes upon it keid nemayend (let them enroll
it) ; after which the dewan bukhfhee and the mufhreff dewan put their feals
and fignatures to it. Next, his majefty commands the berat to be iffued.
Then the writer of the towjee keeps the above mentioned copy of the
firkhut, and writes the particulars at the bottom of the berat; and the
muftofy, after he has examined it, affixes his fignature and feal, after which
the following officers do the fame: the nazir, the other bukhfhees, the
dewan kull, the mufhreffs, the vakeel, the dewan of the houfchold, and
the kbanfaman. Orders for ready money payments undergo the: fame
forms as above defcribed, after which.a caleulation of the monthly pay of

the men and the munfubdar’s feparate allowance are added at the foot

thereof. Orders regarding the offices, matters of transfer, or committing
to the truft of any one, or for the wages of the inferior fervants, have alfo
berats; and it is a rule, that the mufhreff of each department makes out
berats every three months; one from the Perfian month Ferverdeen ® to
Sheriyur 4 ; and the fecond from Mehr{ to Isfendiar §. Some of the
inferior fervants have their defcriptions taken in writing, being included in
the rolls of the army, whilft others are only known by their offices ; amongft
which laft are the fervants of the ftables. The berat is prepared in the
following manner : Firlk is drawn out an eftimate of the allowances for
grain, grafs, &c. as paid in ready money, or kind, rogether with an account S,
of the monthly pay of the fervants of that department ; then the dewan of
the offices examines it, and, if it is right, he gives a tunkhah or affignment
for it, and writes on the margin the following words : Jerat naveefund (lec

When all the officers have affixed their feals and fignatures, it is ratified

by the royal feal.

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The firman for 2 munfub is prepared in like manner, excepting that it has
not the fignatures of the officers of the houfehold. The firman for the
feyurghal differs only in that, after the dewan kull, the fudder puts on his feal.
In the firmans that are written in the Toghrah charater, the two firlt
lines are the fhorteft. This kind of firman is called a perwancheh ; and
it is ufed for the following purpofes : For the falaries of the begums, and
of the king's fons, and the penfions of the learned ; for the monthly pay
of the ahdyan and the cheelah, and of fome particular fervants of the houfe-
hold, and for the allowance of food for the bargeer horfes. The treafurers
do not require a new funnud every year, but pay the money upon the kubz
being produced with the proper official fignatures. The kubz is prepared

writes fubtnamayend (let it be confirmed), when the dewan kull and the

The perwanchehs for
the ahdyan have the fignatures and feals of the muftofy, the dewan, the
bukhfhee, and the ahdybafhy : and as the king's feal is not required for a
Kkubz, reither is it ufed for the firkhut, nor for deeds of fale, nor for the
aruznameh (or particulars of receipts of revenue) nor for the kerarnameh
(ox. the collector’s agreements with the farmers and hufbandmen) nor for the
mokafa (or the muftofee’s examination. of the treafurer’s accounts.)

THE RANKS OF SEALS:

The firman, the perwanchah, and the berat, are made into feveral folds;
tieginning from the bottom: On the back of the firlt fold from the bot-
tom, which is neceffarily the {malleft, and towards the right corner, which

is ahvays cuc off, is the feal of the vakeel ;.and, oppofite to ir, but a lictle
below,

:
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below, is the feal of the mufhreff, put infuch a manner that half of it
goes to the fecond fold; and in like manner, at a finall diffance is the
feal of the fudder; but Sheikh Abdul Neby, and Sultan Khajeh ufed to
affix their feals in a line with that of the vakeel. In the middle of the firft
fold is the place of the perfon who is neareft in rank to the vakeel ; fuch
as Oungeh Khan, in the time of Muneny Khan, and Adhum Khan. In
the fecond fold the meer mal, the khanfaman, the perwanchee, and fuch
like, put their feals in the upper part; and in the lower part of the fame
fold, the dewan and the bukhfhee kull. In the third fold are the feals and
fignatures of the bukhihee juz and the dewan of the houfehold. The
muftofees fign and feal in the fourth fold; and the writer of the towjee
in the fifth fold. The royal feal is affixed in the front above the Togra
writing, On the taleekeh, one of the king’s fons affixes his feal at the top.

THE FIRMAN BYAZEE. _

Some of the royal mandates require difpatch in the execution, and are
not to be known to every one: fuch an order has only the royal fignet, and
is called 2 firman byazee. It is made up into a number of folds, after
which it is doubled in the middle, fo that the extremities meet together,
and a flip of paper is tied over it in a knot, and then fealed up. The
knot is faftened with vifcous juice of the bur, the peepul, or fome other
tree, which, like wax, cannot be diffolved in water, nor be opened with-
out the application of fire. This firman is enclofed in a purfe, made of
cloth of gold, and given in charge to a munfubdar, an ahdy, or a ﬂ:m-
foldier, according to the nature of its contents. The perfon to whom it is
fent, having proceeded a proper diftance to meet i, performs various acts

- of obeilance, and putting it upon the crown of his head, makes the fiydah;

and rewards the meffenger a to his rank. His majefty has

ordered,
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ordered, that every written npmﬁntatiun that is fent to him fhall be ens
clofed in fuch a bag or purfe as above defcribed.

. THE MANNER OF RECEIVING PAY.

‘When any one is entertained asa feepah (or foldier) and the dagh is per-
formed, he obtains his funnud without any expence or delay. And although,
in the funnud, the pay is {pecified in dams, yet at the time of making out
the eftimate, half is in rupees, formerly rated at forty-eight dams eachs
a quarter in mohurs of nine rupees each; and the remaining quarter in

dams. Now the value of the rupee. is reduced ro forty dams.. His majefty,.

out of his juftice, has ordered that the rupee fhall be iffued to the troops
at that rate.  Out of'a year's pay one month is ftopped for the horfe’and

' accoutrements. ‘The horfe is valued ten or fifteen rupees above the prime

coft. However, as by his majefty’s prudent management they are purchaled
at very cheap rates, they fuffer nolofs by this trifling advance, The ahdyan
are always employed in executing the royal orders of moment, and if they
behave with propriety, are allowed all that they reccive as prefents, otherwile
a part thereof is reckoned in their pay.. If an ahdy negle&s to attend guard,
he :s paid fifteen days, and the other officers and foldiers a week’s pay.
The munfubdars are authorized to ftop a twentieth part out of the pay of
their men, for various expences:

MUSA-ADET, OR AIDS GRANTED TO MILITARY OFFICERS.

‘Fhole who are paid by tunkhah, as well as they who reccive ready money
allowances, and who are not of fuch an inferior rank as admits of their
receiving a donation, being: fubjet to temporary difficulties for want of

money, his majelty, who withes to gain the affeltion of all his fervants,.
has -
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thas appointed a {eparate treafurer and meer arz, that thofe who want a loan
may obtain it without any injury to their reputation, or by being expofed
toWifficulty or delay. For the firlt year no intereft is required ; the fecond

_ year a fixteenth part is added; the third year an eighth ; the fourth year

a fourth ; and, from the fifth year to the fgventh, fifteen per cent. ; from the
eighth to the tenth year, feventeen per cent. ; and after ten years, double
the principal, beyond which there is no increafe. This has proved a

. wholefume leffon to exorbitant ufurers, who now lend their money on mo-

derate terms.

DONATIONS.

His majelty beftows prefents of money after different ways, according
to the various ranks of men, giving to fome publicly, and rewarding others
mn private. To fome he apparently gives a loan, but never receives repay-
ment of it: and there are dnty given away elephants, horfes, and many
valuable articles to an aftonifhing amount. Every day the bukhfhees read
over the names of the guard and others, and point out thofe upon whom
horfes have not been beftowed ; but after a perfon has reccived a horfe,
‘*his name is not read again for a year.

OF ALMS.

His majefty beftows upon the poor and needy, money and neceffaries of
every kind, gladdening the hearts of all in public or private. Many are
allowed daily, monthly, or annual penfions, which they receive regularly,
without any delay or deduction. Befides thefe eftablithments, the fums
that are daily beftowed upon particular perfons, in confequence of repre-
{entations made in their favour, as well as the food and neceffaries con-
ftantly diftributed amonght the indigent, are beyond defcription. There

is
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is a treafurer always in waiting in the prefence for this purpofe ; and
every needy perfon who prefents himfelf before his majefty, has his necellities
inftantly relieved. .

THE CEREMONY OF WEIGHING THE ROYAL PERSON.

As a means of beftowing a largefs upon the indigent, the royal perfon is
weighed twice a year, various articles being put into the oppofite feale.
—The firft time of performing this ceremony is on the firlt day of the
Perfian month Aban *, which is the fu]g_r'anniverﬁry of {hhf@'ﬁcﬁy's birth-
day. He is then weighed twelve times, againft the ﬂﬁowmg articles :
gold, quickfilver, raw filk, artificial perfumes, mufk, roohtooteea, intox-
icating drugs, ghee, iron, rice-milk, eight kinds of grain, and falt,
And, at the fame time, according to the years that his majefly has lived,
there are given away a like number of fheep, of goats, and of fowls, to

people who keep thefe animals for the purpofe of breeding. aﬁrm{
number oftwild birds of all kinds are alfo fer at liberty on this oceafion.

The fecond time of performing this ceremony is on the fifth of the
Arabian month Rejib, when he is weighed cight times, againft the fol-
lowing things: Silver, tin, linén cloths, lead, dricd fruits, fofame-oil,
and pot-herbs : and, on this occafion, the feftival of Salgeerah is cele-
brated ; and donations are beftowed upon people of all ranks. The king's
fons and grandfons are weighed once a year, on the folar anniverfary of
their refpeltive nativitics, againft feven or eight things, and fome as far
as twelve ; which number they never exceed : and according to their ref-
petive ages, fuch a number of beafts and fowls are given away, and fet at
liberty. There arc appointed for this ceremony a feparate treafurer and
mufhreff, o

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. OF THE SEYURGHAL.

Our wife monarch beftows different favours upon men according to
their rank and fituation in life. Four claffes of men have land and penfions
granted them for their fubfiftence. 1ft, The learned and their fcholars;
2d, Thofe who have bade adieu to the world ; 3d, The needy who are not
able to hélp themfelves ; 4t1{, the defcendants of great families, who, from
a falfe (hame, will not fubmit to follow any occupation for their fupport.
‘When a ready-money allowance is given to thofe, it is called wezeefeh ; and
land fo beftowed is named meelk, and muddulmafth: and after thofe feve-

ral ways crores are given away. In order that the conditions of men and

their rcfp;:&hc neceffities may be properly afcertained, a perfon of known
impartiality, humanity, and diligence, is dignified with the office of fudder,
for the purpofe of inveftigating thole points. The cazy and the meer
aﬂai@'undu his orders. There is alfo an able tepuckchee appointed, to
keep a regifter of every tranfaftion in this department; and he is called
the dewan faadet. His majefty has alfo direéted the nobility to bring to his
prefence all fit objects of charity, who never fail of obuining their heart’s
content

When his mmajefty firft began to give fome attention to this - department,
it was difcovered that the fudder had been guilty of various illicit practices;
on which aceount Sheikh. Abdul Neby was appointed to this office, The
feyurghal of the Afghans and Chowdrees were anncxed to the khalfeh, or
exchequer, and the reft lefr to his management aad dii'aa:'mu'., Some
time afrer this, it was reprefented to his. majelly, that thofe who poflcfled
feyurghal had net their land in 'ﬁp!.ﬁ.'t, but fcattered in different parts ;
whercby ‘the weak, whofe grounds lay contiguous to the khalfch, or to

*® . Jageer
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jageer lands, fuffered material injury and vexation. It was therefore com-
manded, “that all the tunkhahs fhould be granted upon places that lay
contigtiots to each other : and accordingly particular villages were fet apart
and appropriated to this purpofe ; which regulation afforded great relief.
But of this fudder alfo there were unfavonrable reports; upon which an
order was iffued, that no one fhould poffefs five hundred beegahs and
upwards till he had been brought to the royal prefence, and there obtained
his grant. But even this regulation was not found fufficient to prevent
difhonefty ; wherefore it was ordered, that every hundred beegahs, which
had not yet been feparated, being divided into five parts, ‘three thereof
fhould be annexed to the khalfeh, excepting the lands granted to the Irany
and Turany women. In confequence of the above regulation relpeching the
feyurghal not included in the appropriated villages, the artful and avaricious
quitted. fuch parts of their old lands as were bad, and took other places in
the appropriated villages in cxchﬁnge upon which it was determi that
any perfon relinquithing his former land for other, fhould have j‘E:lut'th
part deducted, and a tunkhah granted accordingly. - When the mlluﬁﬂ
practices of the cazees in. general were detefted and fully proved, - his
majefty refolved to place no further reliance upon men who carry a fair
appearance with the world, but are inwardly bafe and corrupt. He examined
this matter to the bottom, and finding fome exceptions in favour of the cazees
who had been appointed under the fuddarut of Suitan Khajeh, he confirmed
them in their offices, but degraded all the reft. The [rany and Turany
women were allo convicted of collufion; upon which it was ordered, that
fuch of them as poffefled more than one hundred becgahs, fhould be obliged
to apply for a new grant. In the fuddarut of Azeded Dowleh the following
further regulations were enafted :—Whenever two or more perfons hold
feyurghal in partner(hip, without its being fo {pecified at the bottom of the
grant, if one of them dics, the fudder fhall of his own authority divide the
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land; and the fhare that was poffeffed by the defunét, fhall be annexed to
the khalfah till the heirs make and eftablith their claim. This fudder was
permitted to granc of his own' authority as fir as fificen beegahs, It fre-
quently happened that the poffeflors of feyurghal planted their grounds with
fruit-trees, which yielded them a confiderable profit; upon which the offi-
cers of government, wifhing to benefit the flate, required a revenue from
them. His majefly was greatly difpleafed at the condu@ of his- officers in
this refpec, and commanded that no fuch requifition fhould be made. Tt
being difcovered that thofe who held one hundred beegahs, and even lefs
than that quantity, were alfo guilty of difhoneft practices, his majefty
commanded Meer Sudder Jehan to bring all of them to the prefence to
have their grants fcrutinized,  Afterwards it was direfted, that the fudder
fhould leffen or increafe the feyurghal, in fuch manner as the author of this
work might think advifeable. The following are regulations now eflablifhed :
The feyurghal land, when granted, fhall be half arable; and the other half

capable of being brought into circulation: or, if the whole be arable, a

fourth fhould be deduéted from the grant, and a tankhah iffued for
three-fourths only. The revenue of a beegah differs in every village, but is
never lefs than one rupee. His majefly, out of his righteoufnefs, is con-
flantly attentive to this department, and is careful to appoint difinterefted.
people to the offiges of fuddarut juz and kull.

: » OF MACHINES,

His majefty Kas with great fkill confirufted a cart, containing a corn-
mill, which is worked by the motion of the carriage. He has alfo con-
trived a carriage of luch a magnitude as to contain {everal apartments,
with 2 hot bath 5 and it is drawn by a fingle elephant, This moveable
bath 1s extremely uleful, and refrefhening on a journey.  Other carringes for
the convenience of travelling, are drawn by camels, horfes, or oxen,

. He
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He has alfo invented {everal hydraulic machines, whichh__arc worked
by oxen. The pulleys and wheels of fome of them are {o adjufled, that a
fingle ox will at once draw water out of two wells, and at the fame time
tarn a mill-ftone.. x

OF THE TEN SEERS OF GRAIN EXACTED FROM EVERY BEEGAH:
OF LAND.

His majefty, in return for the cares of royalty, exacts an annual tribute of

ten feers of grain from every beegah of cultivated land lhmughaut the
empire ; and granaries are erected in different parts of the Hﬁgdom, from

whence the cattle employed by the ftate are provided with fubfiftence. They
are alfo applicd to the relief of indigent hufbandmen ; and in time of fearcity
the grain is fold ata low price, but the quantity is propumnned to the
abfolute neceffities of the purchafer. Likewife, throughout the empire, a

great quantity of food is dreffed daily for the fupport of the poor and

needy. Proper officers are appamted to the charge of the gmn&@ and
to keep the accounts of the receipts and expenditures.
OF FESTIVALS,

His majefly, who knows what degree of regard is due to approved
cuftoms of antiquity, is continually endéavouring to make himfelf ac-

quainted with them; and then, regardlefs of who was the inftitutor, he

adopts fuch as appear proper, and rejefts whatever difpleafes him. After
having adopted a particular cuftom or ceremony, he next confiders how
to make it of moft general advantage, feeking for opportunities of benefit-
ing mankind, and embracing every occafion of beflowing largeffes upon his

people.  Wich this view he adopted the feftival of Gemfhid, and other

fealts
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fealts of thq’_am:iu:nt Perfians, which are ufed as the means of beftow.

ing donations,

Firlt is the feftival of Nowroz or the new year, when the fun enters the
fign Asics. This is celebrated with fealting for nineteen fucceflive days,
during which time immenfe fums of money and valuable articles are dif-
tributed. It commences on the firlt of the Perfian month Ferverdeen .
.and continies till the end of the nineteenth. With the ancient Perfiaps,
the day which bears the fame name with the month was alo a fcﬂi'val.;; and
his majefty has ordered them to be kept in the following order: The
1gth day of the month Ferverdeen (Marchj—the 3d of Ardebehefht
(April)—the 6th of Khordad (May)—the 13th of Teer ( June)—the ath of
Amerdad (July)—the 4th of Sheriyur (Auguft)—the 16th of Mehr
(September)—the 1oth of Aban (Oétober)—the gth of Azer (November)
—the 8th, 15th, and 23d of Dey (December)—the 2d of Bahman (Janu-
ary}-—{t‘iﬁ s5th of Isfendiar (February) :—q__#d on every feftival many public
as well'as private benefits are beftowed. On thofe days a kettle-drum is
beat every three hours, accompanied by mufical inflruments. On the fel>
tival of the new year there are public.illuminations for three nights fuc-
ceflively ; and again on the nineteenth night of the fame month. Many
particulars relative to thefe ancient ceremonies are related in the firft volume
of the Akbernameh. .

THE KHUSHROZ, OR DAYS OF DIVERSION.

His majefty gives this name to the ninth day after the feftival of each
aonth, and thereon affembles his court. Upon this occafion the wives of
& .ﬁ”’"
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merchants hold'a market, where they expofe to fale the manufattures of
every country at their refpective fhops. The women of the haram, and
others of charader, refor thither, and carry on a large traffic, to the mutua'
fatisfaction. of all parties *. His majefty is alfo there in difguife, by which
means he learns the prices of different articles of merchandize, and hears
what is faid of the ftate of the empire, and the charatters of the officers
of government, - When the female fair is over, another is fet on foot for

the men; when his majefty and the courtiers come and make purchafes :-

‘and at this time every man may reprefent his M%ula: grievances,

without the intervention: of any one; when the mjgred ?‘ﬁ fail. of ob-
taining redrefs, and the offenders are punifhed. There are allo a treafurer

and a mufbreff appointed to this department, that the merchants may.
receive. immediate payment for the things that are purchafed from them.

= OF MARRIAGES.

This grand union of the fexes, is not only beneficial in the ﬁﬂmidu
of the fpecies, but isa check upon inordinate defires, and preferves the
domeftic peace of families. *

His majefty, who-is ever fecking to do good by. watching, over the
interefts ofall his fubjets, does not admit, in this inflance, of & difregard”
to difference in religion, nor to the unfuitablenels of the difpofitions of
the parties towards ecach other, nor dilparity- of rank ;; and he: holds it
finful for marriages to be contrafted under the age of puberty, becaufe, if
upon their arrival at.years of dilcretion, they fhould not be fatisfied with
each othery. it moft be a continual fource of family-difcord.  He confiders

the confent of the bride and bridegroom to be equally neceffary with that of

“their parents. He thinks it improper that thofe of near affinity in blood
thould be married together ; and fays,  Adam would not {uffer marriages
“ to take place between his fons and davghters who were twins; which
¢ confideration ought to filence thofe who draw an inference from the letter
* and not from the fpirit of the Mshommedan law, which is made by
¢ them to admit of intermarriage with the daughter of a paternal uncle,
*¢ becaufe it does not pofitively prohibit fuch an union.” He difapproves
of exceffive kabeens ?, or marriage-fettlements, which probably were in-
ftituted to inﬁ;}ui; the dread of feparation. He does not approve of a
man’s having more than one wife, nor of a young man’s marrying an old
woman. He has appointed two difintercfied perfons, one to afcertain the
condirion of the men, and the other to inform himfelf of the rank of the
women. They are both called towee beghy; and fometimes both offices
are executed by the fame perfon. “They levy a fmall tax upon marriages
for thn;hl'n of the crown, which is collefted from each party according to
the rank of their fathers, in the following proportions :

RGULATIONS
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REGULATIONS FOR TEACHING IN THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

All civilized nations have fchools for the education of youth; but Hin-
doftan is particularly famous for its feminaries.

The boys are firft taught to read the letters of the Perfian alphabet fepa-
rately, with the different accents, or marks of pronunciation : and his ma-
jefty has ordered, that as foon as they have a perfet knowledge of the
alphabet, which is generally acquired in two days, they fhall be exercifed
in combinations of two letters; and after they have leamnt thofe for a
week, there is given to them a fhort line of profe or verfe, containing a
religious or moral fentiment, wherein thofe combinations continually occur.
They muft ftrive to read this themfelves, with a litde occafional affift-
ance from the teacher. For fome days the mafter proceeds with teaching
a new hemiftich or diftich ; and in a very fhort time the boys learn to read
with fluency. ~ The teacher gives the young fcholar four exercifes daily,
wiz, the alphabet, the combinations, a new hemiftich or diftich, and a
repetition of what he has read before. By this method, what ufed two
take up years, is now accomplifhed in a few months, to the aftonithment
of every one. The fciences are taught in the following order: Morality,
arithmetic, accounts, agriculture, geometry, longimetry, altronomy, geo-
mancy, ecconomics, the arc of government, phylfic, logic, natural phi-
lofophy, abftra® mathematics, divinity, and hiftory. The Hiodoos' read
the following books on their fubjets of learning: Beakern, Bedant, and
the Patanjol; every one being educated according to .his circumflances,
or particular views in life. From thefe regulations the fchools have obtained
a new form, and the colleges are become the lights and ornaments of the
empire.

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THE OFFICE OF MEER BEHRY, OR. ADMIRALTY,

Water-carriage tends to the fuccefs of military operations, furnithes the
hufbandman with the means of difpofing of the produce of his lands
and fupplies reciprocally the wants of mankind in general. His majefty,
in making the regulations for this departmenr, has kept four objeéts in

Yiew.

1ft, The building of (hips and boats for the purpofe of inland navigation,
There are boats built for the tranfportation of elephants: fome are of
fuch conftru&tion as to be employed in fieges, and others are made con~
venient for the conveyance of merchandize. Ships, to thofe who are ufed
to them, ferve for convenient habitations, whilflt they are failing from one
place to another, particularly throughout the Turkifh empire, in Africa,
and in the lands of the Chriftians. Every part of the empire abounds
in boats; but in Bengal, Calbmeer, and Tata, they are the centre upon
which all commerce moves. His majefty has had fome pleafure-boats built
with convenient apartments, and the head of cach is made to refemble fome
animal ; on others are floating-markets and flower-gardens. Inthe maritime
provinces fhips are built of a fize for fea-voyages, And alfo at Allababad
and Lahoor fhips are conftructed, and fent from both places to the ocean.
In Cafhmeer there was made a model of a fhip that aftonithed every one
who faw it. |

2d, The giving employment to experienced mariners, who are verfed in
the nature of tides, know the depths of channels, and what coafts are to
be avoided ; are acquainted with the winds which blow in particular fea-
fons; are fkilful fwimmers, and capable of undergoing hardfhips and fa-
tigues.
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tigues. Men of thefe charalters are not to be collected without much en-
couragement and enquiry. The greateft part of them come: from the coaft
of Malabar. « Their number is regulated by the fize of the fhip. 1ft, The
nokhada, or commander of the veflel, who direéts what eourfe the fhip (hall
feer. 2d, The maullim (the mate) who is acquainted with the foundings,
and, by his knowledge of the fituation of the flars, prevents the thip from
running into danger, and guides her to her place of deftination. 3d, The
tundeil is the chief of the khelaffes, or failors. 4th,, The nakhoda khefheb
provides fuel for the people, and affifls in lading and unlading the (ip.
sth, The firheng, whofe bufinefs it is to fuperintend ?‘2‘3""‘5 and launch-
ing of the fhip; and he frequently officiates asa maullim. 6th, The bun-
daree, who has charge of the fhip's flores. jth, The keranee, or thip’s
clerk, who keeps the accounts, and ferves out water to the people. 8th, The
fukangeer (helm{man). Of thefe there are fometimes twenty in a fhip;
they fteer the fhip according to the orders of the maullim. .gth, The
punjeree, who looks out from the top of the maft, and gives notice when he
fecs land or a fhip, or difcovers a ftorm rifing, or any other object worth
obferving. 10th, The goomtee are thofe particular khelafies who throw the
water out of the fhip. 11th, The, gunners, who differ in number accord-
ing to the fize of the thip. x2th, The kherwah (or common feamen) arc
many, and they are employed in fetting and furling the fails, and in flop-
ping leaks ; and if the anchor ficks faft in the ground, they go to the bot-
tom of the water to fet it free. For every voyage, which in the language of
thofe people is called kowfh, different rates of monthly wages are given. Jn
the bunder of Satgong, the nakhoda (or captain) has 400 rupces pay,
befides beingpermitted to fill four bulechs with whatever commeditics he
pleafes for ‘his own profi. A& fhip is conftruted with feparate divifions,

“part being appropriated for the accommodation of the people, and the reft
Kka for
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for the ftowage of goods ; and each of thefe divifions is called a buleeh.
A tundeil has 120 rupees per menfom; the keranee fifty rupees and one
buleeh ; the nakhoda khetheb thirty rupees; the firheng twenty-five rupees;
the {ukangeer, the punjerce, and the bundaree, fifteen rupees each; a
goomtee ten rupees; a common feaman forty rupees ; a cook twelve rupecs.
In Cambayic the nakhoda has 8co rupees, and the reft in proportion ; in
Lahry the nakhoda has 300 rupees, and the reft in proportion ; in Atchee
(Achin) he has 500 rupees; in the fouthern parts of the empire, and in
Portugal, 300 rupees and fomething more ; in Malacca, 400 rupees; in
Peigu and Dehnaferry, fomething more than c40 rupees. But thefe rates
vary according to the danger and length of the voyage. The watermen
employed in navigating boats in rivers have never lefs than 100 nor more
than soo dams each per menfem.

3d, Analtive refolute man is appointed to watch the rivers. He fetles
every thing relative to the ferries, regulates the tonnage, and provides travel-
lers with boats at the fhorteft notice. Thofe who are not able to pay at
the ferries are paffed over gratis ; but no one is permitted to fivim acrofs a
river. Tt is alfo his duty to hinder boats from travelling in the night,
unlefs in cafes of neceffity 5 nor is he to allow goods to be landed anywhere
but at the public wharfs.

4th, Remiffion of duties. His majefty, from the excels of his bene-
ficence, has remitted duties in this department that equalled the revenue
of a kingdom. Nothing is now exafted upon exports and imports, ex-
cepting a trifle taken at the bunders (or ports) and which never exceeds
two and a half per cens. ; and this demand is fo inconfiderable, that mer-
chants account this redultion a perfe& remiffion. If a boat and people are
hired
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hired, the rate for every thoufand mautids is one rupee per cof. If only the
boat is found by the owner, and the hirer pays the boatmen, it is only one
rupee for two cofe and a half.

OF HUNTING.

The generality of people confider hunting merely as a diverfion, but thofe
who look into confequences difcover it to be of real utlity. His majefty
is exceedingly fond of this fport. When he intends to hunt, the bun-
dookcheean furround the fpu:t that contains the game, at the diftance of
four or five cofe from which is the ftation of the kowr, and beyond that are
the omrah, and others of rank ; the whole being inclofed by the guards,
1n the {pace between the bundookcheean -and the kowr, is the ftation of the
meer-toozeh 3 and behind him, at the diftance of a cofc, are fome of tlre
principal attendants with the khidmutteeah. In the inclofure where the

game is, fome particular omrahs and fervants move about gently in. queft
of
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‘of fport, and when they dilcover any, point it outto liis majefly.: Some re-
main with his majefly, and others difperfe themfelves on all fides. When
his majefly choofes to take reft, the courtiers are teady to attend him.
—Having given a fhort account of the manner of furrounding the place
where the game is, fomething fhall be faid of the different ways of
hunting.

DIFFERENT WAYS OF HUKTING THE LION,

They make a large cage, flrengthened with iron, into which they put a
kid in {fuch a &atwn that the lion cannot come at it without entering

by the door, which is left open. The cage is put in the place which the

lion frequents, and when he enters to feize the kid, the door fhuts upon him
and he is taken; or an arrow is fet in a bow of a green colour, which is
faftened to a bough of a tree, and when the lion paffes under it, the motion
difcharges the arrow and kills him. Or they faften a (heep to the fpor
which he frequents, and furround it with firaw worked up with fome
glutinous fubftance, fo that when the lion attempts to feize the fheep, his
«claws become entangled in the ftraw ; upon which the hunters, iffuing from
their coverr, either kill him, or take him alive and tame bim. But his ma-
Jelty has ordered that they fhould always be deftroyed.

Sometimes a bald sefolute fellow feats himfelf upon the back of a male
buffaloe, and makes him attack the lion, and tofs him with his horns till
die kills him. Itis not poffible for any one who has not fecn this fight to
form an adequate idea of the fpart it affords, nor to conceive the boldnefs
of the man, who feats himfelf ereét like a pillar, notwith{tanding the violent
motions of the buffaloe dursing the bloody conflift. — And now T will fay

fomething
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fomething of his majefty’s exploits, for the fatisfattion of the wnin-
formed. Once on a hunting party, advice being brought that a lion had
made his appearance in a thicket near a town, his majefly went in queft
of him. The lion ftruck his claws into the forehead of his majefly's cle-
phant and pinned him to the ground, till the king put the lion to death,
to the aftonibment of every fpeQator. Another time, being hunting near
Toodah, alion feized one of his train, when he fmote the beaft with an
arrow, and delivered the man from his clutches. Another time a large
lion fprung up near his majefty, who fmote him with an arrow in the
forehead. Another time a lion had feized a foot-foldietyand every one de-
fpaired of his life; but his majefly fet him free by k the lion with
2 matchlock. ~On another occafion, in the wilds, a lion moved towards him
in fuch a terrible rage, that Shujahut Khan, who had advanced before his
majefly, loft his refolution, but the king flood firm, holding the lion at
defiance, when the animal, through inftinét, becoming frightened at the
fight of Heaven’s favourite, turned about to efcape, but was fpeedily killed
with an arrow. Butit is impoffible for me, in my barbarous Hindu diale&,
to defcribe in fit terms the actions of this inimitable monarch,

THE MANSNER OF TAKING ELEPHAXTS,

This is done after feveral ways. One method is that which they call
kehdeh 3 wherein cavalry and infantry are employed. In‘the fummer fea-
fon they beat drums and blow trumpets in the place where the elephants
refort to feed. The unwieldy animals are frightened, and run about till
their ftrength is quite exhaufted, and in fearch of reft take fhelter under
the fhade of a tree, when fkilful perfons throw ropes over them, and fafien

them to the srunk. Here they are brought acquainted with tame ele-
phants,
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phants, and familiarized by degrees, and taught to be obedient, The
people who take the elephant are paid the fourth of its value. There is
another method, called choorkehdeh, which is this : They carry a tame ele-
phant to the place where the wild ones feed, the driver fitting upon him
in fuch a manner as not to be perceived ; when the two elephants begin
fighting, the driver throws a rope over the wild animal. Another way
15 called gedd; they dig a deep ditch in the path which the wild elephant
ufually pafles, and cover it with grafs. When he comes near the pit-fall, the
people who are in ambulh make a great noife; from the dread of which
the elephant pregipitates himfelf into the excavation. Here, being kept
fhort of provifi he is tamed by degrees. Another method is what
they call barferakh: they inclofe with a ditch the place where the wild ele-
phants ufually affemble at a particular feafon, leaving only one entrance, to
which they fix a door with ropes, in fuch a manner, that upon flipping the
ropes it fhuts faft.  Next, they fcatter food in and about the inclofure,
which entices the elephants to enter, when the people come out of their
hiding-place, flip the ropes, and fhut the door. Sometimes elephants in
their rage attempt to break open the door, when the people light fires and
make a noife, during which fime the elephants keep running about till
their ftrength is quite exhaufted. The tame elephants are faftened round
the inclofure, and the wild ones are kept fhort of food till they become
docile. Thefe were the old ways of taking elephants; but his majefty
has invented a new method. A herd of male elephants are faftened to one
fpot in the form of a circle, and the females are brought into fight in ano-
ther quarter ; and men making a fhout on all fides, the wild elephants run
fogether, in order to join the others. Upon this the female elephants, who
gre trained to the praftice, enter the inclofure which is conftruted for

this
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this purpofe ; a number of wild elephants follow them, and are then taken
without any trouble,

THE MANNER OF HUNTING THE YUZ, OR LEOPARD.

This animal, who is remarkable for his provident and circumfpeét con-
dud, is an inhabitant of the wilds, and has three different places of refort.
They feed in one place, reft in another, and fport in another, which is
their moft frequent refort. This is generally undar_gig'-ﬂu&e-gf a tree, the
circuit of which they keep very clean, and 1&@%‘:& their dung,.
Their dung in the Hindovee language is called akhir. £

Formerly, a large pit ufed to be dug, and covered with grals:  This
pit was called ordee. When the yuz ftepped upon the grafs he fell into
the pit; but it frequently happened that by the fall he broke a limb, or
was bruifed, and fometimes he jumped or climbed out; and feldom more
than one was taken at a ime. His majefty hasdntroduced a new method.
They dig a pit not more than two or three guz deep, and place over €
a trap-door, which admits the yuz as foon as he fets his foot upon it, and
then clofes upon him, without doing him any injury. In this manner
feveral are frequently taken together. Once in the rutting feaflon, a female
yuz entered the trap, and being followed by four males, they were all
caken. Sometimes his majefly purfues a yuz on horfeback till Lie is quite
fatigued, and then lays hold of him, to the aftonifhment of the fpetator-.
The following is alfo a method of taking them: They hang a number of
iron rings with fhares upon the tree under which they commonly refort, and
when they rub and fcratch themfelves againft the tree, they are entangled
in the rings. The yuz is caught within forty cofle of the city of Agra; but
they are in the greatelt abundance at Bary, Dehly, Allahpoor, Hillar,

Voi. L L1 Muinon,
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Mufnon, Bottendeh, Takniffir, Putten, Punjah, Meerut, Jelmeer, and other
diftant places. In the diftrict of Agra, whenever a yuz gets into a trap, his
majelty goes into the pit and takes him out himfelf. He frequently, when
fatizued after a long journey, upon receiving intelligence of a yuz being
entrapped, mounts his horfe again and gallops to the fpot. Formerly, it re-
quired two or threc months to tame the yuvz fufficiently to fet him loofe
after game; but now, by the attention of his majefty, it is effefted in
eighteen dagu. Sotmmmzs he trains them himfelf. What is very aftonifh-

Fmg, it ﬂn:ﬁhappmad that a new-caught yuz hunted immediately upon his

fignifying his o it, and feized the game like one who had been
trained.  On this occafion, the eyes of many were opened, and they believed
in his fupernatural endowments, He had alfo a yuz who ufed to follow
him without a collar or chain, and was as [enfible and obedient as a human
being.

Himlmg game with this animal affords excellent fport. Twn hundred
people of rank are appointed to this department.

THE FOOD ALLOWED FOR THE LEOPARDS.

They are divided into eight claffes, and have each from two feers and
three quarters to three feers of fleth, which is given.them all at once. On
Saturdays they receive a double allowance, becaufe that no animals are
allowed to be killed on that day. Formerly, every fix months they wete
anocinted with four feers of ghee and one feer and a half of chattack of
brimftone, ground up together, to preferve them from the mange; now
they are anointed only once a year. Four people were allowed for training
and keeping each yuz; but now that they are provided with carriages,
horfes, and doolees, only two. people are entertained. Their monthly pay
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is from five to thirty rupees each, and they attend the carriage.  There are
allowed for the leopards coverings of rich brocades, ard collars and chains
of gold, inlaid with precious fiones, with filk and woollen carpets. * A great
eméer is appointed to fuperintend this department. Every leopard has a
name fuitable to his charafter. They are formed into divifions of ten, each
of which is called miffel and turef, and has a different rank affigned 1o
it. A thoufand of thefe leopards accompany his majefty to the chace,
and alone form a large encampment. Three miffels of the firlt rank,
which are all khafeh, and two miffels of the fecond rank, making aliogether
five miffels, are always ready at the palace. Two m s are flung on
the oppofite fides of an clephant, with a yuz in each, who are carried in
this manner that they may the more eafily defcry the game.  Some are put

upon the backs of horfes and mules; and others are tran{ported on car-
riages, or in doolics, carried by bearers. Semendmanick, the chief
leopard, is carried on a chowdole, and is treated with great refped, having
{ervants appointed to attend him when he travels ; and a kettle-drum is beat
before him. Another kind of dooly is fufpended upon the necks of two
horfes. Some particular leopards have a dooly and a cart, and others only
a dooly each. The dooly is carried by three bearers. The yuz hunts beft
againft the wind, as in tat fituation he difcovers the game by the fcent.
There are three ways of hunting with this animal.

1ft, Oopurghuttee, when they place the yuz on the right fide of the
game. 2d, Reghnee, when they take off his chain and fhew him the
game ata diftance, whillt himfelf _i: in a covert, and he creeps along and
jumps upon the game by furprife. 3d, Mcharce, when they put the yuz

-in a covert, angkdrivc his carriage towards the deer, who being frightened

at the appearance of it, flies to the quarter where the yuz is hidden, who
Ll2 {prings

3
¥
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fprings upon the game and feizes it. It is impoffible to defcribe the
adtivity and fubtle artifices of this animal. Sometimes he raifes fuch a duft
with his fect that he is entirely hidden under it; and he can bend himfelf fo
clofe to the ground, as to be fcarcely above the furface. Formerly, they
did not hunt with them more than three kinds of game, but now they
take twelve different forts. His .najefty ordered a fkreen to be made,
which is called chuttermundel, and it ferves as a hiding-place for the
yuz; the hunters fet up a noife and drive the deer towards the fkreen, from
behind which the yuz {prings out upon it. His majefty liberally rewards
the fervants of this department who may merit encouragement, and there
are alflo particular marks of favour beftowed upon the leopards, the relation
of which would run me into prolixity. The following aftonifhing incident
occurred under this aufpicious reign : — A deer contra&ted an intimacy with
a leopard, and they lived and fported together; but this particular attach-
ment did not prevent the leopard from hunting other deer. Formerly,
they did not venture to let the leopard loofe in the evening, for fear of
his being untrattable, or taking refuge in the woods; now he is fo well
trained, that he will hunt as well during night as in the day-time. They
ufed alfo to cover their eyes till it was time to fet them at the game, from
the apprehienfion that they would flruggle to get loofe immediately upon
fecing it; but they arc now taught to remain perfedtly quiet with their
eyes open. The omrahs lay bets upon every forty leopards ; and him whofe
animal feizes firlt, wins the wager. Alfo the dooreah (or leader) whole
leopard firflt kills twenty game, takes five rupees from his brethren, Syed
Ahmed Barah, who is at the head of this department, takes a mohur from
each perfon whe wins a bet ; from whence he acquires a confiderable in-
come. When an emcer prefents his majefty with twenty pair of antelopes
horns, he receives a mohur from each of the other thirty-nine omrahs.

The
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The bundookcheean, and keepers of the miffels, have alfo their refpeétive
bets. His majefty never hunts on Friday, in confequence of a vow that.
he made upon the birth of his eldeft fon.

THE SYAGOSH.

Formerly, this animal hunted only hares and foxes, but now he is tavght
to feize an antelope. He is allowed a feer of flefh every day. Each of thefe

animals has a keeper, at 100 rupees per menfen.

=

DOGS.

His majefty has a great affection for this faithful animal, and is colleting
them from all countries. The beft are thofe of Cabuliftan, efpecially thofe
bred in the diftri@s of Hezereh and Tefheen, where they crofs the breed
with leopards ; which fpecies has a particular name. There are various
ways of hunting with dogs, fome of whom are fo brave, that they will
attack a lion.—Each khafeh dog is allowed two feers of flet, and the
others one feer and a quarter, daily. Every pair of greyhounds has a
keeper, at 100 dams per mienfent.

THE MANNER OF HUNTING DEER WITH DEER.

They faften a fnare about a tame deer, fo that when a wild one engages
him, he is entangled by the horns or ears; upon which. the hunters iffue
from their covert and feize him. If the ame deer is overpowered, or the
fnare breaks, he returns to his keeper. Sultan Firoze Kuljie bad fome
.dea of this manner of hunting; but it is only now brought ro perfedtion.
They will now huat in the night ; and if a wild deer runs away, or the

{nare:
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fnare breaks, the tame one obeys the orders of his keeper, and comes or
goes juft as he dire@ts. Formerly they were afraid to fend out a tame deer
at night ; and whenever one was let loofe, it had a clog faftened to one of
its legs; but now no fuch precaution is ufed, Some time ago, a tame
deer ran away, in the wilds of the foobah of Allahabad, and, after paffing
many rivers and towns, travelled to his native country Punjab, and there
joined his former keeper. Formerly only two or three people partook of
this fport; and, for fear of frightening the wild deer, ufed to difguife their
perfons, or hide themfelves in the grafs : but his majefty has introduced
a method whereby upwards of four hundred people may go together,
Forty oxen are taught to move flowly, and in fuch a manner as to con-
ceal the people who are behind them. Alfo does are taught to entice the
bucks into fnares. A decoy-decr enfnared a yuz, and they were brought
together to Gujerat,

Gluntakeerah is the name of another manner of hunting. A man takes
in his hand a fhield or bafker, {o as to cover a lamp ; then, with his other
hand, he rings a little bell: the animals running towards the light and the
noife, are fhot with arrows by thofe who lie in covert. There is another
way of affembling the game together, by a perfon’s finging an incantation ;
but his majefty, confidering both thefe methods to be nefarious, has ordered
them to be difcontinued.

Toghnee. A perfon fhows himfelf to the deer flark naked, making a
number of foolifh geftures; upon which, the deer, raking him for a mad-
man, come near and ftare at him with aftonifhment, when the archers
from their covert fmite them with arrows,

Another
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Another way, called Jowkareh, Some archers hide themfelves in the
grafs, in the wind’s eye, whilft others hold up a large fheet like a
wall, and the deer being driven towards the fheet, are there fhot with
Arrows.

Deddawen is much like that laft mentioned.

Ajarek is when the archers cover themfelves with green foliage, fo that
nmhing of the human form appears, and that their bows and arrows are
concealed. Another way: The hunter hides himfelf in a tree, and from:
thence makesa noife like a deer, which brings them to that quarter, when'
he difcharges his arrows upon them. '

THE MAXNER OF HUNTING THE EUFFALOE.

In the ground which he frequents they faften an iron ring with two
ropes ; and near this fpot they tic a female buffaloe: an aftive refolute
fellow lies in ambu(h, and when the wild buffaloe comes to the female, he
binds him with the ropes : but it frequently happens that the man is killed
in making the attempt. The following is another way: They place fnares
on the banks of a pool of water whither the wild buffaloes refort ; then
people, mounted on tame buffaloes and armed with fpears, go into the
water and attack them, and if any efcape out of the pool, they are taken:

OF HAWEKING,

His majelty fometimes hunts with the baz, the fhaheen, the fhunkar,
the (habbaz, and the purkut; but be- is fondeft of the batherah ; and each
of
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of this laft kind has a particular name. In the mid-fpring all the falcons
are fent into the country to moult, and when that feafon is over, they are
brought to the royal prefence to be reviewed. The moolcheen is a green
bird no bigger than a fparrow ; but, like a royal falcon, he will bring
down a crane. It is faid, thar with his talons he tears out the crane’s
eyes; but neither the truth of this, nor the ftory of his cutting off the
cranc’s wings whillt he is flying, have yet been afcertained. The zodeh-
peer, which is brought from Cafhmeer, is a green bird, fmaller than a
parrot, with a ftraight red bill and a long tail : he feizes fmall birds in the
air, and brings them to the fowler. Many other birds may be taught to
kunt. The crow may be taught to feize the fparrow, the beodeneh, and
the far. It would be tedious to fay more upon this fubje®t. Munfubdars,
ahdees, and other cavalry are appointed to this department. The foot-
foldiers, who are natives of Cathmeer and Hindoftan, are paid after two

The Cathmeercean, and many Indian falconers, give their birds flefh
only once a day; but, in the royal aviary, they are allowed it twice a day
mn the following proportions.

The chergh and the luckeh have flefh given
them at this time. The fhahbaz, the fhunkar, and the purkut are each
allowed a feer of flefh daily. Frequently they feed them with the game

Frequently men, through eagernefs to poflefs a particular bird, or from
ignorance of its worth, paying much beyond their proper value, his ma-
Jefty has enquired out the prices of each kind, in order that the buyer
may not be impofed upon, nor the feller be deprived of a reafonable profic.

The mafter falconers are rewarded according to the number of game
that their birds take. The feuled rewards are, from a dam to a mohur,
If they bring a bird alive, they are paid according to its fize and value.
Half the reward goes to the bazdar, or him who holds the falcon; and
when he brings the game to the prefence, he has a further donation of a
twentieth part of the whole. If a falcon is fent in a prefent to his ma-

jefty, the kofhbeghy and the mulhreff receive as follows:

poffible to fay how many more there may be.

THE MANNER OF CATCHING WA'IER-FDWL;

This is done after feveral ways; but the moft curious is the following:
They make an artificial bird with the fkin and feathers of a water-fowl, the
body of which is hollow, fo that a iman may put his head into it; and two
apertures are made for him to fee through: The man having put his head
therein, ftands in the water up to his neck, and, geuting among the birds,
pulls them very dexteroufly under the water by the legs; but fome-
times they are cunning enough to cfcape. In Cafhmeer thc} teach a
hawk to feize the birds whilft fivimming, and to bring them to the man,
who attends in a little boat: thofe that are too large for the hawk to
carry, be fits upon till the boat comes to him.

THE MANNER OF CATCHING PARTRIDGES.

This is alfo done afier various ways ; but the following is the moft extra-
ordinary : Tame partridges are taught, at the ringing of a litle bell, o
fight with wild ones; durmg which the fowler throws a net over them.
They are alfo put in a cage, which is hung round with {nares of horfe-
hair, and, upon a fignal given them by the fowler, they call the wild ones

to them, who are taken in the fnares.

THE MANNER OF CATCHING THE BOODENEH.

In the night they take an carthen veflel with a narrow neck, and, blowing
into it, make a noile like an owl; the boodenchs, frightened by the noife,
Mm 2 affemble
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aflemble together, when another man fets fire to fome firaw, the light of
which dazzles their eyes ; then the fowlers take them one by one, and put
them in a cage, or elfe throw a net over them.
-
THE MANNER OF TAKING THE LUCKER,

This bird is about the fize of the chergh, but in plumage refembles
the jurah, They fix fnares about his body, and fill his claws with feathers ;
when the other birds of prey, thinking he has caught fome game, come to
feize it from him, and, being entangled in the fnares, they ftruggle and
come tumbling together to the ground.

THE MANNER OF CATCHIRG THE GHOWGHIEY.

They faften together upon a erofs-ftick a ghowghiey and an owl, fur
rounding them with fnares; both the birds being frightened, fer up a
noife, and the wild owls and ghowghies coming to their afiftance, are taken
in the {nares.

It would run mee into prolixity to defcribe all the different methods.
of hunting and fowling; I fhall therefore pafs on.to another fubject. ¥

OF GAMES.

His majefty, who is an excellent judge of mankind, ufes thefe fports as
a latent’ means of difcovering their merits. They are of various kinds,
of which a few particulars fhall here be given, :

THE
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THE GAME OF CHOWGAN.

Thofe who confult only appearances confider this merely as a piece of
diverfion ; but the wile, refleting upon the great exertions that it requires,
regard it as the touchftone of a man’s firength and courage, and efteem
it an excellent method of exercifing and training for aétion both the man
and his horfe. When his majefty enters the lifts at this game, he pitches
upon a fic perfon o be his adverfary, and ten others arc feletted, and then
divided into pairs by the caft of the die, Each couple play together for
twenty-five minutes continuance. This game is played after feveral Ways.
Firft, one of the parties places the ball in the hollow of his bat, and trundles
it gently towards the chal or pit. This manner of cjecting the ball is called
in the Hindovee language rowl. Then the adverfary, with great fkill and”
alivity, catches up the ball in his bat,.and flings it forcibly away before
the other can come up with him.. This found metion is called in the
Hindovee language beyleh.. It is performed feveral ways, cither by throw-
ing the ball towards the right or to the left ; and the other frequently fnatches
it from between his horfe’s legs or from uader his belly ; and fometimes
when it comes in front, he catches it upon the fpike of his bat. His
majelty performs all thefe feats with great addrefs, frequently catching
the ball in the air.. When the ball is flung into the pir, a kettle-drum-
is beat to apprize every one of the game being concluded. In order to in--
creale the ardour of the combatants, the players lay bets upon the game. -
Whoever throws the ball into the pit wins the game.. If the ball is caught
on the fpike of the bat, it is called a forced game ;-and when one is going
to catch the ball upon the fpike, all the others crowd about him, ftriving
who fhall carry it off; and in this contelt aftonifhing feats of dexterity are
exhibited. His majefty is fo dexterous, that he will catch the ball vpon:

the-
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the fpike in a dark night, For playing at night they ufe balls of palafs;
which wood burns for a confiderable time, and is not heavy. The ends
of the bats are ornamented with rings of gold and filver, and whenever they

‘break off, whoever can catch them has them.

TiIE MANNER OF TRAINING PIGEONS.

"His majefty is very fond of this amufement, and has brought pigeons
into high eficem. The monarchs of Iran and Turan have fent him fome
very rare kinds; and the merchants alfo bring capital collections. A very
fine green pigeon, named meheneh, that bdﬁged to Kookultath Khan,
having fllen into his majefty’s hands, becaméhe chief of the royal pigeons,
and from him delcended afhky, pereezad, almas, and fhahowdee, who were
the progenitors of the choiceft pigeons in the world. The pigeon-houfes
of Omar Sheikh Mirza and Sultan Huffein Mirza, are now forgotten;
and fuch improvements have been made in the art of training pigeons, as
aftonith the pigeon-trainers of Iran and Turan. His majeflty, by croffing
the breeds, which method was never pratifed before, has improved them
aftonithingly. The hen generally lays her eggs from twelve to twenty days
after coupling ; but fome who are weak and fickly couple in the month of
Mehr#, and do not depofit their eggs before Ferverdeen+4. The cock fits
upon the eggs in the day-time, and the hen during the night. [n winter
they incubate twenty days, or if the weather be remarkably temperate, feven-
teen or eighteen days. For the firft fix days the pigeons feed their young
with fuleh, which is grain macerated in their crops till it almoft refembles
water ; from that period till the expiration of a month, they feed them from
their crops with grain -Balf digefled; after which they are themfelves able

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to eat raw grain, when they are taken away from their dams and given to
the pigeon-trainers, At firft the trainers give them only a fourth of their
allowance of grain, till they have taken forty“flights ; then they are taught
to make circular flights, and to tumble in the air. In the royal pigeon-
houfes each pigeon before he receives bis full allowance of grain, performs
fifteen circular flights and feventy tumbles;.and they are alfo taught to do
' this, and to fly to a great height in the night. On ajourney or a march-

they fly the whole way, bearers carrying their houfes; and when the birds

are fatigued they reft themfelves for a fhort time, and then purfue their
flight. There are never lefs than twenty thoufand pigeons with the court,
out of which five hundred are khafeh. Formerly, they did not know how
to judge of pigeons by twifting their feet, or flitting their eye-lids, or
opening their noftrils ; but his majefty has difcovered thele and other infal~
lible criterions. He has appointed feparate fervants to this department, and
has fixed the prices of pigeons after nine. rates. .

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‘When the pigeons are brought.to be reviewed by his majefty, they begin
with the flock of mehench; then follow the afhky, which, although they
be alfo of the offspring of mehench, are confidered as a diftinét fpecies,
Next, come thofe called charjefhee, being of the ftock of a pigeon that be-
longed to Hajee Aly of Samarcand, which coupled with an Qodeé hen.
After thefe, they are brought in tribes, according to their number or time
of being; bred. - The follawing are the names of the colours of the khafeh
pigeons : Zurreen, -emera, zomiera, cheenee, nuftee, fhefekee, codee, fur-
maiy, kithmifhee, hulwaiy, fundely, jiggery, nebaty, doghee, ufhkee, hul-
lanee, neluferree, kooreh, azruk, atefhee, thuftalee, gul gugger, kaghee-
zee, aguree, mohrekee, and khezree, There aretalfo many other beau-
tiful pigeons, which, although they neither wheel nor tumble in' the air, yet
perform many pleafing tricks. Amongft them are the following : The
kowkh, which feems to fay the word yakroo—the luckeh, whofe cooing is
wery agreeable, and he carries his head with aftonifhing pride and flate-
lines—the lowtun, who, upon being fhaken and then put upon the ground,
Jumps about with ftrange convulfive motions—the kehrnee, who has fuch
amazing affection for its hen, that when he has flown out of fight, if fhe is
expofed in a.cage, he inftantly drops down upon it. They defcend either
with 'both wings fpread, or with one open, or elfe with both fhut. The
ruhteh is a pigeon famous for carrying letters; but any pigeon may be
taught to do this, The nefhwaree afcends in the air till he is out of
fight, and remains fo for a day or two, after which he alights on the ground.
There are alfo many other kinds that are valuable only on account of their
beauty ; fuch as the fherazee, the fhufhtree, the fhathenu, the jougecah, the
rezehdehn, the muggeffee, the komeree, and the gowlah. This laft isa
wild pigeon, of whom if a few are taken, they are {peedily joined by a thou-
fand others of their kind. There are people who obtain a livelthood by

{fending thefc pigeons to feed abroad, and making them vomit up the grain,

by
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by giving them water ftrongly impregrated with falt. A pigeon is faid to
live to the age of thirty years. One hundred flying pigeons require for
their daily allowance four feers of arzen. The others are fed with a mixture
of the feven following grains, wiz. rice, fplit vetches, moung, arzen, korer,
lehdereh, and jewar. .

The fervants of this department are on the rolls of the army, and receive

THE GAME OF CHOWPER.

This is a very ancient Hindoftany game. Thereare fixteen pieces of onc
form, but of four different colours, and they all move in the fame direction,
Frequently four people fit down together at this game, each having his re-
fpeétive adverfary, and playing with four pieces of the fame colour. There
are three dice, having on one fide one fpot, on another two, on the third
five, and on the fourth fide fix {pots.

The table is compofed of two parallelograms, interfefting each other at
right angles; and each of the four fides of this crofs is divided into
twenty-four equal parts, a fquare fpace being left in the centre of the whole,
as isfhewn in the following figure.

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Each player places a piece on the fixth, and another on the feventh fquare "L . |
of the middle line of the divifion which fronts him ; and one piece on the ‘l_‘ |
feventh, and another on the eighth fquare of the lower line of the divifion oo ]
on his right.

This game was invented by his majefty. The table refembles that for
chowper, only that it is circular, and has fixteen fides for as many people to
: flap
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play at. There are four dice, and the pieces move the fame as in the game
of chowper. Whoever gets his pieces up firft, is paid by the other fifteen
players, and the next by fourteen, and fo on till the laft, who pays every one.

CARDS.

This is a well-known game. At firft the pack confifted of twelve kings,
with eleven cards dependent upon each, in the following order :—

1ft, Afhweput, the king of the horfes. He is painted on horleback, like
the king of Dehly, with the chutter, the alum, and other enfigns of royalty.
On another card is his vezeer mounted on horfeback ; and the other cards
of this fuit have reprefentations of horfes, from one to ten each. 2d, Gujpur,
the king of the clephants, is mounted on an elephant, like the king of
Oriffa. His vezeer is alfoon an elephant; and on the ten other cards are
elephants.  3d, Nurput, the king of men. Like the king of Beijahpoor,
he is feated on a throne, and has different kinds of foldiers attending him
on foot. The vezeer is feated on a fendely (or chair); and the ten other
cards have foot-foldiers, from one to ten cach. 4th, Gurhput, the king of
the caltles. He is fitting on a throne on the top of a caftle ; his vezeer on
a fendely ; and the other cards have caflles.  gth, Dehnput, the king of the
treafures.  Under his throne are bags of gold and filver coins. His vezeer
is feated on a fendely in like manner; and on the other ten cards are vafes
of gold and filver. 6th, Dulphut, the king of the warriors. He is feated
on his throne ¢lad in armour, and furrounded by foldiers in coats of mail.
His vezeer is in armour on a fendely ; and the other ten cards have mea
in armour. 7th, Newaput, the king of the boats. He is feated on a throne
in a boat; his vezeer in like manner cn a fendely ; and the ten other cards

have figures of boats, 8th, Typut is the figure of a queen feated on a

Nnz throne,
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throne, and furrounded by her handmaids. - Her vezeerefs is ona fendely ;
and the other cards have the figures of women. gth, Surput, the king of
the dewtabs (or celeftials) whom they call Inder, feated on a throne. His
vezeer on a fendely ; and on the ten other cards are figures of dewtahs.
1oth, Affurput, the king of the genii, is reprefented by Solomon the fon of
David, feated on a throne. The vezeer is on a fendely ; and on the
other ten cards are figures of genii.  11th, Bunput, king of the wild beafts,
18 the figure of a lion, with other beafts of prey. His vezeer is reprefented
by atiger; and on the other ten cards are different kinds of wild beafts.
12th, Thpur, the king of the fnakes, is a large fnake riding upon adragon.
The vezeer is a fnake mounted on another of its kind ; and on the other
ten cards are fnakes. Of thefe twelve fuits the firft fix are called beefhbur,
and the laft ix kumbur, His majefty has made confiderable alterations and
improvements in this game. The pack of cards now confifts of eight fuits,
1ft, The king of the gold coins is depifted in fuch a manner, that he
feems to be beftowing the money upon thofe who ftand round the throne.
His vezeer is feated on a fendely looking at the treafure; and on the other
ten cards are reprefented the different officers of the mint. 2d, The king
of the berats (or grants) is feated on a throne, with his attendants prefent-
ing grants of different kinds for bis ratification. The vezeer is feated on a
fendely with a regifter-book before him ; and on the other ten cards are the
officers who are employed in drawing out thefe papers. 3d, The king of
the manufaures is looking at a katafs-ox loaded with raw filk and filken
ftuffs. The vezeer, on a fendely, is examining what goods are in ftore ;
and on the other ten cards are different animals loaded with goods. 4th, The
King of the chung, or harp, is liftening to a concert, The vezeer, ona
fendely, is trying the abilities of fome muficians ; and on the other ten cards
are different kinds of mufical performers. sth, The king of the filver coins
is giving away rupces and. other pieces of filver, The vezeer, on a fendely,

is

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is examining the coins; and on the other ten cards are the officers em-

ployed in the filver coinage. 6th, The king of the fwords is trying the

temper of a blade. His vezeer is examining the arfenal; and on the

other ten cards are different artificers employed in working iron. 7th, The
king of the diadems is beftowing a crown. His vezeer is preparing a crown ;
and on the other ten cards are taylors, and fuch like. 8th, The king of
the flaves is mounted on an elephant. His vezeer is in a chariot ; and on
the other ten cards are different kinds of flaves, fome fitting, others falling
down, fome drunk, and others fober. Thefe, with the ordinary kinds of
cards, chefs, and other delightful games, ferve to recreate the paradifical
affembly,

PART IIL

REGULATIONS FOR THE REVENUE DEPARTMENT.

OF ERAS.

H AVING given a fummary account of his majefty’s new arrangements
in the houfehold, and in the military department, I fhail now fay fomething
of the management of the revenues, beginning with wras, all public tran(-
actions being regulated thereby.

" Every nation forms an 2ra from fome memorable event; fuch as a change
in religion 3 the acceffion of one family to the throne upon the extinction or
expulfion of another ; a great earthquake, or a flood. But as a multiplicity
of ®ras occafions confufion in public tranfactions, his majefly in the twenty-
ninth year of his reigp, ordered that all old dates fhould be difcontinued,
and fubftituted a new one in their ftead, as will be hereafter particularly
explained.

By
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By the joint exertions of the ancient philofophers, wonderful obferva-
tories have been eredted, from whence, with the affiftance of aftronomical
inftruments, they afcertained the fitwations and motions of the heavenly
bodies, and determined the latitudes and longitudes of places, with many
other uleful difcoveries. But thefe grand objeéts cannot be obtained folely
by means of the wealth of individuals, they require alfo the patronage and
encouragement of monarchs, and moreover demand thirty years obfervation
to be informed of the revolutions of the planets. So that the more time
and the greater pains thatare beftowed upon thefe ftudies, the more effectually
will they be brought to perfeftion, Numbers, by their fkill and affiduity in
thefe refearches, have left their names to pofterity.

Down to this prefent year, which is the fortieth of the reign, the following

{paces of time have elapfed from the periods in which the moft famous ob.
fervatories were conftructed,

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There are different aftronomical tables, to the number of two hundred and
upwards. Whatever particular motions happen to the heavenly bodies in
the courfe of a year, being collected together, are called an Almanac. The
almanac contains the diurnal progreffion of the planets from the time of the
fun’s entering the fign Aries till his return to that point of the zodiac. The
Hindoos call fuch an almanac Puttereh.

The fages of Hindoftan fay, that the fcience of aftronomy is from divine
revelation; for that when a man is endowed with purity and fan&ity of cha-
racter, he is made acquainted with the various forms of u:imnm in the fu-
perior and in the lower regions, and becomes privy to whatever has happened
or that will come to pafs ; -and all thefe mytteries are written in a book called
Sedhant. They have at this day nine fuch books: 1ft, Brahma Sedhant,
" di@ated by Brahma, 2d, Soorcj Seahant, dictated by the fun. 3d, Soam
Sedhant, ditated by the moon. 4th, Berifput Sedhant, diflated by the
planet Jupiter. And the revelation of thefe four is placed at an immenfe
diftance of time. The other five they confider as having been diftated by
mortals. 5th, Gurg Sedhant. 6th, Narud Sedhant. 9th, Pamafer Sedhant.

8th, Poolaft Sedhant. gth, Beefhifhtch Sedhant.

'All nations compute time by days and nights. The natural day in Turan
and in Eurepe, is computed from noon tonoon. In China and Chinefe
Tartary they reckon it from midnight to midnight; but the generality of
people reckon from fundet to funfet. According to the Hindoo philofophers,
the natural day is thus computed :—In Jumkote, which they make to be the
caftern extremity of the globe, from funsife to funrife—in Roomak, the
weftern extremity, from funfet to funfer—in Lunka, the fouthern extremity,
from midnight to mldfu‘ght, and in Dehly they alfo reckon after this man-

Vor. I. Oo ner
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ner—in Suddapoor, the northern extremity, from noon to noon.  The artifi-
cial day confifts of a complete revolution of the fun round the earth, with-
out making any allowance for its retrograde motion.  Summarily, all nations,
for the eafe of calculation, reckon by artificial days, which they divide into
equal parts. In the aftronomical tables of Nebatee, the difference between
a patural and an artificial day is made to be fifty-nine minutes, eight feconds,
cight thirds, and forty-fix fourths. The Ilkhanian tables make the differ-
ence the fame in the minutes and feconds, but fay nincteen thirds, forty-four
fourths, two-fifths, and thirty-feven fixths. Ulugh Beg and Naffereddeen
agree with Ilkhan in minutes, feconds, and thirds, but make forty-feven
fourths, and forty-three fifths, In Prolemy’s tables, and in his Almageftum,
the minutes and feconds are the fame as thofe ; but he fays feventeen thirds,
twelve fifths, and thirty-one fixths. Thefe difagreements muft have arifen
from the difference of fkill, or the defe@s of inftruments.

The year and the feafons are computed from the fun's revolution round
the zodiac. From his quitting one point till his return to the fame again, is
a year. The time that he remains in one fign is called a folar month. The
time that the moon takes in going from one conjun@ion with the fun to
another, or from one oppofition to another, or fuch like, is called a lunar
month, Twelve monthly revolutions of the moon being nearly equal to one
annual revolution of the fun, twelve lunar months are called a lunar year.
Thus both the year and month are folar and lunar, natural and artificial.

The natural year and month are when the revolution is complete ; and
the artificial is when the computation is made in days, and not in revolu-
tions.

- The
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The Hindovee aftronomers divide the year into four parts, allotting each
for a particular purpofe.

Having now given a general idea of years, months, and days, I fhall pro-
ceed to fay fomething of ancient mras.

THE £RA OF THE HINDOOS.

" The epocha of this ®ra is the creation of Brahma, and every one of his
days is the commencement of a new ®ra. Every one of his 'd:yu confifls of
fourteen munoos, or fons of his will, who are his coadjutors in the works of
creation. Every munoo comprifes feventy kulebs, each containing four jowgs,
or forty-three lacks and twenty thoufand years. On this, which is the firlt
day of the fifty-firft year of the age of Brahma, there have been fix munoos ;
and of the feventh munoo there have elapfed twenty-feven kulebs, and three
jowgs of the twenty-eighth kuleb, and four thoufand feven hundred years
of the fourth jowg,.

In the beginning of the fourth, or prefent jowg, Rajah Joodifhter was
univerfal monarch, and the commencement of his reign became the epocha
of an ra, of which to this time (being the fortieth year of the reign) there
have elapfed 4646 years. After him Bickermajeet reckoned from his own
acceffion to the throne, and reigned 135 years.  Of this ra there have elapfed
1652 years. Itisfaid, that ayouth named Salbahin made war upon Bicker-
majeet, and, after having taken him prifoner in battle, afked him what boon
he had to requeft ? Bickermajeet anfivered, « My only defire is, that my =ra
“ may not be difcontinued in public tranfations.”  Salbahin granted his
requeft, but at the fame time made ufe of another wra from his own acceffion.

Qo2 of
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Of the-ra of Salbahin there have elapfed 1517 years, The Hindoos believe
that this ra will continue in ufe for the fpace of 18000 years, after whicli
they fay that Rajah Bidjecabundun will introduce a new =ra from his own
acceflion to the throne, which will laft vooco years. Then Nake Arjen will
fit on the throne and eftablifh another ®ra, which will continue for four lacks
of years. And laftly, Kalkee Orar will inflitute an @ra, which will remain
in ufe for 821 years. And all the fix ®ras now mentioned » excepting that of
Bickermajeet, are metaphorically called by them Saka, and held in the. greatcft
veneration. Befides thefe fix, there are many others, including that of Bick-
ermajeet, and which they call Sumbut. The ®ra of Bickermajeet was chang-
ed from fakain to fumbut upon the invafion of Salbahin. After the expira-
tion of thefe fix wras the fut jowg will commence, and give rife to a new zra,
The Hindoo afironomers reckon the months and years after four kinds : 1ft,
Soormafs, which is the time that the {un isin one fign of the zodiac, and this
year confifts of 365 days fifteen ghurries thirty puls and twenty-two bepuls
and a half, 2d, Chundermafs, which is computed from Purwa to Amavus,
and its year confifts of 354 days twenty-two ghurries and one pul. They
reckon the commencement of the year from the {un’s entering the fign Aries.
This month confilts of thirty #'s, each containing twelve degrees of the
moon’s circuit, reckoning from her conjun&ion with the fun; and according
to the quicknefs or flownefs of the moon’s progrefs, the #'ks differ in the
number of ghusries ; but no #'k is of more than fixty-five ghurrics, nor lefs
than fifty-four ghurries. The firlk #/% is called Purwa—the fecond Dooj
—the third Teej—the fourth Chowt’h—the fifth Punchomee—the fixth
Chut’h—the feventh Sutmeen—the eighth Afhtomeen—the ninth Nowmeen
—the tenth Dufmeen—the eleventh Ekadufly—the twelfth Duaduffy—the
thirteenth Teroduffy—the fourteenth Chowdufs—the fifteenth Pooraa Mafiee
(or full moon); and from the fixteenth to the :wemyﬂmh, , the fame names
are
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are ufed, excepting for the thirticth, which is called Amavus. The firft half
of this month is called Shookulputch; and the laft half Kihenputch; and
they begin the month from Kifhenputch. In moft of their almanacs the year
is folar, and the months lunar.

_ The artificial lunar year is lefs than the folar by ten days fifty.three ghurries
twenty-nine puls and two bepuls and a half; and this difference in the courfe
of two folar years cight months and fifteen days, amounts to one month.
And according to the calculations in the ephemerifes, this difference happens
in tl::.-. courfe of three years, or in two years and one month. After the firlk
method of calculation, in every twelve months there is this excefs; and in
the year when it amounts to one month, they reckon ane month twice.. Ac-
cording to the fecond way, the folar month, wherein there are two conjunc-
tions of the fun and moon, is reckoned twice ; and-this double calculation
never happens but from Chyrte to Kenwar or Affin. This intercalary month
the aftronomers call Adhick Mals, and the vulgar Lound. The third kind
of month is that which they call Sawon Mafs. This they begin at any day
they pleale, and make the months to confifl of thirty days cach, or the year
of 360 days. The fourth kind, Nechutter Mafs, is reckoned from the
moon’s quitting any manfion till her return to it again. This month con-
fifts of twenty-leven duy:!_,‘md' the year of 324 days.

The Hindoos reckon fix feafons, each of which they call Rittoe. The-
firit, called Buffunt, is the time that the fun is in the figns Pifces and Aries;
and this is the temperate {eafon.. Second, Gereykhum, whillt the fun is in
the figns Tavrus and Gemini, is the hot feafon. . The third, Beekha, whillt
the fun is in Cancer and Leo, is the rainy feafon.  The fourth, Surd, when
the fun is in Virgo and Libra, which is the. end of  the mins, and the com-

- mencement-
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mencement of the winter. The fifth, Keymunt, when the fun is in Scorpio
and Sagittanius, which is the winter. The fixth, Shifhra, when the fun isin
Capricornius and Aquarius, which is the feifon between winter and fpring,
They alfo divide the year into three parts, which they name Kall, beginning
with the month of Phagun,  The four hot months they call Dhopkall; the four
mainy months Berkhakall; and the four cold months Seetkall ; and through-
cut Hindoftan they do not reckon more than three feafons of the year.
Thus, Pifces, Aries, Taurus, and Gemini are the fummer; Cancer, Lﬂo;-?irgd,
and Libra, are the rains; Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricornus, and :.Hquariu:,
are the winter.

They alfo divide the folar year into two parts, the firft commencing with
Aries and ending with Virgo; and this half they call Ootergole, or the fun’s
courfe to the north of the equinoftial. The other half commences with
Libra and ends with Pifces, and is called Decangole, or the fun’s courfe to
the fouth. of the equinoctial.—~Alo, from the firlt of Capricorn to the end of
Gemini they call Ooterayin, or the fun’s northern declination ; and from the
commencement of Cancer to the end of Sagittarius, Dutchenayin, or the
fan’s fouthern declination. = And according to their belief, many affairs are
particularly dependent an thefe two divifions; and to die in the firft is
clicemed very fortunate.

They divide the day and night into fixty equal parts, each of which they
call Ghuttee, or more commonly Ghurry. = Each ghurry is fubdivided into
fixty puls, and each pul confifts of fixty narys, which are fometimes called
bepul.  The nary contains fix refpirations of a man of a temperate habit, who
is in perfect health and at reft.  They fay that a man of a temperate habit

One of
thefe ghurries is equal to two and a half of the ordinary ghurries before de-
feribed.  They likewife divide the day and night into four equal parts, which
they call p'hars.
B THE KATHAIN ZRA.

They reckon from the creation of the world, which they place at the di-
tance of 8884 vuns and fixty years. A vun confifts of 10000 years; and
they believe that the world will exift for the fpace of 300,000 vuns. Their
year is a natural folar one, and their months natural lunar. They begin
their year from the fun’s entering the fifteenth degree of Aquarius ; but Moh-
yeddeen Meghreby fays, they reckon from the fixteenth degree ; and others

make it to be the cighteenth degree.

They divide the day and night into twelve chaghs, each of which is fub-
divided into eight khos, every one of which has a different name. They
alfo divide the day and night into 10oco fencks,

They have three cycles for their months and years, viz. Shangvun, joong-
vun, and khavun, each comprifing fixty years; and the years that compofe
the cycle bear its name. They alfo make ufe of cycles of ten and twelve,
“The firlt is applied to years and days, and the other to months and the fub-
divifion of days; and by compounding thefe cycles after a multiplicity of
m, they form the cycle of fixty years,

THER
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THE TURKISH ZERA, CALLED ALS0 IG HUREE,

Is like that of khatai, excepting that this has only the cycle of twelve,
They reckon their years and days after the fame manner. In (ome aftrono-
mical tables it is afferted, that they alfo make ufe of the cycle of ten.

It is not known from what event they commence their zra. Abu Rihan
fays, that the Turks add nine to the common years of the Syromacedonian
®ra, and dividing the amount by twelve, the remainder fhews the year of the
cycle, commencing with the moufe, and reckoning on to the animal of that
number. However, upon trial, this will be found to be erroneous by one
year, therefore it feems that the reckoning fhould commence with the ox.
Although we are ignorant of the commencement of this @ra, yet we know
{ufficient to determine the cycle and year, compared with the Syromacedonian
@ra; and if feven be added to the common years of the Mulliky #ra, and
the amount divided by twelve, whatever is the remainder will be the number
of the year, reckoning from the moufe.

THE ERA OF BUKHTNASSER, OR nnnvi:n.mmzzu.

This prince inftituted an @ra from the commencement of his reign. It
is an artificial folar year of 365 days. The twelve months have thmy
days each, which making only 360 days, five days are added at the end of
the year. Prolemy, in his Almageftum, calculating from the revolutions
of the planets, makes this zra to have commenced 2341 years fince, »

THE ZERA OF ALEXANDER

Begins from the death of that moparch. The year and month are
artificial folar. According to Tawoon of Alexandria, and I‘tolemy, in his
Almageftum, there have elapfed of this period 1917 years,

THE COPTIC ERA.

Tt begins from the creation.  Nabbatty fays it is an artificial folar year of
395 days. In the Zeetch Sultany the years and months are faid to refemble
the Syromacedonian, and  that the intercalations differ only in that the in-
tercalary days of the Egyptians are placed fix months before thofe of the
Syromacedonians,

THE SYROMACEDONIAN ERA. .

The years and months are anificial folar, of 365 days and fix hours
exaitly ; mdinfomcnﬂrumimluhluthuxuﬁhmdcmbcfomthing
lefs
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lefs than fix hours. Thus, Ptolemy fays it is lefs by fourteen minutes and
foriy-cight feconds. 1lkhan makes the minutes the fame as Prolemy, but
fays thirty-two feconds and thirty thirds., Accerding to the Khathain cal-
culation, the minutes are the fame, but thirty-fix feconds and fifry-feven
thirds. Ulugh Beg agrees in minutes, but fays thirty-three feconds.
Mohyeddeen Meghreby calculates twelves minutes. Nabatty fays thirteen
minutes and thirty-fix feconds. Mohyeddeen adds, that by fome of the
Syromacedonian calculations it is made to be fomething more; and accord-

ing toothers amongft them, fomething lefs than fix hours; fo that a quarter |
of a day is about the medium, Others affert that the Syromacedonian
obfervations have determined it to be exadly fix hours. Confequently it
is a natural folar year, although Mulla Aly Kowfhekee makes a folar year
to be fomething lefs than 3§ days fix hours, This @ra begins from
the death of Alexander, although it was not brought into ufe tll twelve
years after that event. Others fay that he eftablifhed this ®ra in the feventh
year of his reign, when he lefc Macedonia to make conquefts.  Bur,
azmrding to Mohyeddeen Meghreby, this @ra commenced with the reign
of Seleucus, who founded the city of Antioch. Both the Jews and Syrians
make ule of this ®ra. They fay, that when Alexander, the fon of Philip,
marched from Greece to fubdue the Perfian empire, he came to Jerufalem 3
when, affembling together the principal Jews of Syria, he commanded them
to difcontinue the Mofaical ®ra, and to compute from the commencement
of his reign. They anfivering, faid, ¢ Our forefathers never continued any
« zra for above a thoufand years; and, behold, this year will complete
« fuch a period ; fo that from the next year wewill do as thou commandeft
« us:” and they did accordingly. This happened in the twenty-ninth year
of Alexander's age. Some fay that the Syromacedonian year was originally

Hebrew. Gowlheear, in his Aftronomical Tables, fays, that the Syromace-
Ppz donian
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donian and the Syrian year are the fame, excepting that they differ in the
names of the months. The Syrian year begins on the firlt day of the
month Teflireen-ul-ewwel, which at firft happened when the fun was in the
fourth degree of Libra, but now falls on the fixteenth, The Syromace-
donian year commences on the firft of Kanoon-ul-Sany, when the fun is
near the twentieth degree of Capricorn. Nabatty fays this zra began under
the reign of Philip, but that he named it after his fon, to increafe his
fame: and, calculating from the regreffion of the planets, he makes 1903
years to have elapfed.

THE ZEBRA OF AUGUSTUS. -

He was the firft of the Cfars#; and the birth of Jefus Chrift happened
under his reign. It began from his-acceffion to the throne. The year is
like the Syromacedonian, and the months are the fame as the Coptic, The
laft month in the common years has thirty-one days, and thirty-five days
in the leap year,  Of this @ra there have elapfed 1623 years. w

Commences from the birth of Jefus Chrift. The year confifts of 365

days and five hours. Like the Syromacedonians, they add one day at the

end of every four years, They begm reckoning thv_zir day from midnight,

Like the Arabians, they have different names for the days of the week, and

begin with Sunday.

THE AERA OF ARTONINUS OF ROME.

It begins from his ac:eijiuri to the throne. The years are the fame
as the Syromacedonian, and the months like the Egyptian. According
to Prolemy’s calculations of the fituations of the fixed flars, it appears
that 1457 years have elapfed of this @ra.

THE ZERA OF CONSTANTINE.

He was the firft Chriftian emperor; and this =ra commences with his
reign. The years are Sy edonian, and the months Egyptian. This
is the 7410th year of the Conftantine zra.

THE ZERA OF THE HIJERA.

The Arabians, before the time of Mahommed, had various zras; fuch
as from the building of the Caaba, and the commencement of the reign
of Omar Ben Rebeyaa in Hejaz, where he introduced idolatry : and this
@ra continued in ufe till the year of the elephants; which incident pro-
duced a new one.  Every tribe of Arabs had its @ra from fome particular
event that had happened to them. In the time of the prophet, very little
attention was paid to dates, tll the Hijera; from which period every
year had a different name. Thus, the year that he fled from Mecca to
Medina was called Amul Jzun, the year of permiffion (to go from Mecca
to Medina). The fecond year, Amul Emr, the year of command (to
combat the infidels). Wh?ﬁ Omar afcended the throne of the Khalifat,
Abu Mufa Afheree, governor of Yemen, made the following reprefenta.

tion :
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tion: “ I have received your mandate, written in the month of Shaban ;
« but am not able to difcover the date of the year.” The khalif affembled
together the learned of all nations, to confulr them upon the fubjedt. The
Jews recommended their own ®ra; and the magi explained the Perfian
method of computation, called Mahroze. But as they both had inter-
calations, the calculations of which would have been found difficult, thf
wra of the Hijera was adopted in preference. According to it, the month
is reckoned from one new moon to another. It never confifts of more than
thirty, nor lefs than twenty-nine days. It fometimes happens, that four
fucceffive months are of thirty days, and three following months of twenty-
nine days each. Aftronomers reckon the lunar month afier three ways :
3ft, Natural, which is the time the moon takes in going from one appointed
afpect with the fun, fuch as a conjunétion, or an oppofition, till her return
to the fame point. 2d, Artificial. The motion of the moon varying, and
the calculating of the difference being attended with difficulty, they reckon
by artificial months. According to the tables of Ulugh Beg, the artificial
lupar month confifts of twenty-nine days, wwelve hours, and forty-four
minutes. 3d, In the Ephemeris the rule is, that if the excefs is more than
half a day, they reckon it as one day. Thus, in common years, they make
the month of Moherrem thirty days, and the next month twenty-nine days,
and fo on alternately. The antificial lunar year confills of 354 days, eight
hours, and forty-cight minutes ; being lels than an artificial folar year by ten
days, twenty hours, and twelve minutes. Mirza Ulugh Beg, in his new
aftronomical tables, makes 1002 years to have elapfed of this ®ra down to
the prefent time.

THE
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THE AERA OF YEZDIJURD, THE SOX OF SHER1AR, THE SON¥ OF

HORMUZ, THE 50N OF NOORSHIRVAN.

It began from the acceflion of Gemfheed to the throne of Perfia. Every
fucceeding monarch gave his own name to it, fo that Yezdijurd only fol-
lowed the example of his predeceffors, The years are like the Syromace=
donian, but they intercalate only once in one hundred and twenty years,
when they make the year to confift of thirteen months. The firft inter-
calation was the month Ferverdeen, which was reckoned twice under the
fame name. The fecond was Ardebeheft, and fo on. Scarcely had
Yezdijurd given his name to the zra than he was dethroned, and the ac-
counts of intercalations were entirely neglected.

THE ZARA OF MULLIK SHAH

Is alfo called Jilalee. Before his time they ufed the Perfian @ra; but
by having neglected to make the intercalations, the year began impro-
perly. By the command of Sultan Jilaleddeen Mullik Shah Siljukee,
the efforts of Omar Kheyam, and feveral other learned men, formed this
#ra, and made the year to begin from the fun's entering the fign Aries.
At firft the years and months were both natural; now the month is an
artificial one of thirty days; and at the end of Isfendiar they add five or fix
days. Of this period there have elapfed five hundred and fiftcen years,

THE KEHANEEAKN ERA

Begins with the reign of Ghazan Khan, and is founded upon the aftrono-

mical table of 1! Khan. The years and months are natural folar. Before
. his
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his time they dated all public deeds from the Hijera; but the lunar year
was in common ufe, This method of computation was the occafion of
much oppreffion, becaufe thirty-one lunar years are only equal to thirty
folar ones; and the revenues being demanded in lunar years, whilft the
barvefts kept pace with the fun, the hufbandman fuffered a grievous lofs.
Ghazan Khan immortalized his reign for juftice, by abolithing that. mode,,
and introducing this@ra. The names of the months are the fame as the
Turkifh, with the addition of the word Khanee at the end of each. Of
this period there have it feems already elapfed two hundred and ninety-three
years,

THE EMPEROR AKBER'S ERA,; CALLED 1LAHEE.

His majefty had long been defirous of eftablifhing a new =ra in Hin-
doftan, in order to remove the perplexity that a variety of dates unavoidably
occafion. He difliked the word Hijera #, but was apprehenfive of offending
ignorant men, who fuperftitioufly imagine that this @ra and the Mahom-
medan faith are infeparable; altho’ it be evident to the fenfible part of man-
kind, that dates are only of ufe in worldly tranfadtions, and can have no
connettion with religion. But as the world abounds with ignorant people,
whilft the number of the wife and difcerning is but mall, he delayed carrying
his intention into execution till the ggzd year of the Hijera, when his light
having fhone upon mankind, and enlarged their underftandings, he em-
braced that opportunity for accomplithing this purpofe. The illuftrious

. Emeer Futtah Ullah Sheerazy correfted the calendar from the aftronomical

tables of Ulugh Beg, making this zra to begin with his majefty’s reign ; and
contemplating the character of the monarch, named it Tarikh Ilahce (or

When the
khalifat defcended o Omar, he approved of the wifdom of Noorfheenen, but
introduced a few innovations, which may be learnt by confulting ancient
books. Latterly in Iran and Turan, government has taken a tenth of the
produce of the foil ; but, at the fame time, the hufbandman is loaded with a
number of other taxes, which altogether exceed half the produce. In Egypr,
the proportion of revenue is as follows :

The kodan is a meafure of land, containing one hundred fyuare reeds, each
of which is equal to one ba (or perch). The ibrahcemee paffes current
for forty kebeers, fourteen of which are equivalent to a rupee of Akber Shah.
In many parts of the Turkifh empire they exa&t from the hufbandman thirty
okchehs for every yoke of oxen, befides forty-two okchehs for the exche-
quer, together with twenty-one okchehs for the army, and fifieen okchehs
for the foobahdar (or viceroy). The okcheh is a {mall coin, eighry of which
are equivalent to one ibraheemee. In other places of the fame empire, for
every yoke of oxen, twenty-feven okchehs for the woops, and fix for the
viceroy. In other parts, twenty-feven okchehs for the fengiakbegy, and
twelve for the foobalhy or cootwal. There are allo other rates of colletion
in that empire, the relation of which would run me into prolixity. The Ma-

dom, befides the land-tax, government exats fomething from the property
of every individual ; which extraordinary levy is called Tumgha. In Iran
and Turan they collett land-tax from fome ; from others jehat; a number
pay lyerjehat ; and others voojoohat and feroohat. Summarily, the quit-
rent is called Mal; the taxes upon manufatures Jehat; and all other im-
pofts are in general named Syerjehat. Of the charges of collections, the
proportion taken by the revenue-officers is called Voojoohat ; and all other
expences are named Feroohat.

But this mode of collettion is deftructive to the country, and vexatious to
the people. His majefty abolifhed all arbitrary taxes; he fettled the guz,
the tenab, and the beegah ; afier which he alcertained the value of the lands,
and fixed the revenue accordingly. )

-r-nu ILAHEE GUZ

Is a meafure ufed in Hindoftan. Formerly the guz was of three kinds,
long, middling, and fhore. Each was divided into twenty-four equal parts,
called Tefuj. A tefuj of the long guz was equal to the breadth of eight
ordinary barley-corns; and a tefuj of the laft meafured fix barley-corns.
The long guz was ufed for meafuring cultivated lands, roads, forts, refervoirs,
and mud-walls. The middling guz ferved tor meafuring buildings of ftone
and wood, thatches, religious houfes, wells, and gardens; and the fhort guz
was employed for mealuring cloth, armour, beds, palkees, chairs, carts, &c,
In fome other countries the guz confits of twenty-four tefujes; but they
divide it after the following; manner :—

Others make guz confift of twenty-four fingers, each meafuring the
breadth of fix barley-corns, and each of the latter being equal to the thick-
nefs of fix hairs taken from the mane of a Yabu horfe. In fome ancient

books the guz is faid to confift of two {pans and two inches ; and this guz

was divided into fixteen equal parts, each of which was fubdivided into quar-
ters, called P'her; fo that the p’her was the fixty-fourth part of a guz. Other
ancient authors fay the guz was of feven kinds: 1ft, The guz fowdah, con-
fifting of twenty-four fingers, and two thirds of a finger, which Haroon Re-
fheed meafured from the hand of one of his Abyffinian flaves. The nilo-
meter of Egypt is made after this meafure, which is alfo ufed for meafuring
cloths and buildings. 2d, The Kufbeh guz, called alio Aameh and Dowr,
confifts of twenty-four fingers, and was invented by Ebn Abyliclah. 3d,
The Youlefy guz confifts of twenty-five fingers, and is ufed ac Baghdad for
meafuring buildings. 4th, The litle Halheemeeah guz, of twenty-eight
fingers and a third, was invented by Belal, the fon of Abeebirdeh ; although
fome attribute it to Abu Mufa Afharee.  sth, The long Hatheemeeah guz,

of
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of twenty-nine fingers and two-thirds, was invented by Manfoor Abbaffy.
Both the Hefheemeeah guzes are called Guz Mullik and Guz Zeeadeeah,
becaufe Zeead, the adopted fon of Abu Sofian, made ufe of them for mea-
foring the Arabian irak. 6th, The Omarecah guz, of thirty-one fingers,
was invented by the Khalif Omar. Having added together the contents of
the long, middle, and fhort guz, he took a third of the aggregate fum,
and added four fingersto it.  He clofed both ends of the meafure with tin,
and fent it to Hezeefeh, and Ofman the fon of Hanif, in order that they
might meafure with it the Bab}rf;:miau irak. 7th, The Mamooneeah guz,
of fixty-nine fingers and a half, Maamon Abafly invented and ufed it in
mealuring rivers, cultivated lands, and roads.

There was alflo formerly a guz confifting of twenty fingers, ufed for mea-
{uring cloths. The guz Mefahet, according to fome, was alfo of twenty-

Sulian Secunder Loedee invented a guz in Hindoftan, confifting of the
breadth of forty-one ifcunderees and a half, which was a round filver coin
adulterated with copper : Hemaioon made it complete forty-two ifcunderees.
This guz is equal to thirty-two fingers ; but, according to fome ancient au-
thors, this guz was in ufe before the time of Loedee. Sheer Khan and
Selim Khan, who abolified the cuftom of dividing the crops, and made a
meafurement of the oultivated lands, ufed this guz for that purpofe.

Till the thirty-firft year of the prefent reign, although the guz of Akber
Shab, confifting of forty-fix fingers, was ufed asa cloth-meafure, yet the.
fecunderee guz was employed for every other purpofe. His majefly taking
into confideration the inconvesicnces arifing from a multiplicity of meafures,

commanded
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commanded that for all purpofes there fhould be ufed only one guz, confift-
ing of forty-one fingers, and named it the llahee guz. ]

[ THE TENAB.

His majefty adopted Noorfheervan's meafurement of fixty fquarcs, which
he made to confift of that number of the llahee guz. The tenab, formerly
ufed in Hindoftan, was made of rope, which, being fubject to great varia-
tions from twifting, or from the drynefs or moifture of the air, his majefty,
in the nineteenth year of his reign, commanded that it thould be compofed
of bamboos, joined together by iron rings. J

From the commencement of the immortal reign, perfons of integrity and
experience have been annually employed in pgeparing the current prices'yﬁr
his majefty’s information, and by which the rates of colletion were deter-
mineg ; but this mode was attended with great difficultics.
