APPENDIX C. 

RUL~S REGARDING EMPLOYMENT IN THE CENTRAL 
PROVI NCES PROVINCIAL CIVIL SERVICE. 

I.-DIR ECT ApPOINTMENT. 

(I) E very candidate (or direct appointment to the Provinc ial Civil Service must fu»nilh 
satisfac tory evidence that h", is eligible under the following rules'-

(i) Birth and ResidI?l1ee.-Admission to the Provincinl Civil Service is, in all Provinces, 
u5ually confined to (a) Natives oi India a s defined in Statute 33 Yjct., c. 3, section 6, that 
i5 to say 10 perSons bo rn and domiciled within the dominions of His Majesty in India of 
pare:nts habitullily resident in India and not established there for temporary purposes only, 
and (b) subjects of Native Princes in alliance with His Majesty i but it may 01'0 be ex tended 
to (e) Europeans who nre not statutory natives of I n,lin, provided that the sanction of the 
Government o f India is obtained in each particular case. 

(ii) Appointments in t he Central Provinces and Berar will, further, ordinarily be ­
confined to natives, or permanent residents , of these Provinces, but ffilly be given t o others 
who have recently resided for three YMrs within the Provinces, or, in very exceptional cases, 
to outsiders. 

(iii) In making appointments the Local Administration will secure as far as possible 
due.representat ion iii the public serv ice of the difTercnt cl1l8QeS of tho community. 

(2) Age.-A candidate must not be over 2S yenrs of age except in lhe case of Barristers , 
,\dvocates, or Pleadors appointed to the Judicial Branch (Civil ervice \{egu:aticns, Article 51). 

(:j) Educational qtmlificatiolls.-(i) A candidate must have passed the ).. A. or 13. Sc. 
Examination of a University, or, in the casa of a European o r E ur:tsinn, hnvc received nn 
education which , in the op;nion of the Chicf Commissioner, will fit him for the discharge of 
the duties of an officer of the S ervice. 

(ii) A thorough knnwledge of eIther Hindi or Marnthi , including aLility to write and 
read the written character with facility, is necessary. 

(iii) 0 13arrister, Advocate, or Pleader wi1l be appointed as such tu the Judicial Branch 
unless he has !.Ieen nt least three years IIctuallj practising his profession ill India and can 
speak either Hindi or Marathi . 

(4) He must be of sound health , good physique Dnd active I,abits, ilnd must have Leon 
luccessfully vaccinated or have had small -pox. 

(5) He must be of good character. 

ll.-INDIRECT ApPOINTMENT. 

Officers of the Subordinate Civil Service or of the Police, or other D epartments. may, 
a t lhe discretion of the Chief Commissioner, be ap poin ted to the Provincial Service on tho 
l rounds of good service and suita bility for such appointment. 

III.-PROBATION. 
(I) Every person appointed to the Provincial Civil Service, whether by direct recruit· 

m en t or otherl:.ise, shall be on probat ion for the first two years o f his service, unless tho 
Chief Commissioner in any special case d clares such probation unnecessary. 

(2) During the period flf probation the prescribed Depal tmental Examinations mu.t 
be passed_ 

IV.-PROIIOTION. 

(1) Promotion u? to the g~ade of Rs. 400 will ordinarily be made by senIorIty, but tho 
Administration reserves the right to promote without regard to seniority. To any ~rad. 
above that of R s. 400 promotior·s will not be made by mere sonior ity but by seruority 
qualified by lelec~ion on account of efficiency. Seniority a lone will not be considered 
as Civing; any claim to promotion. 

(2) (i) The Government of India re in power in very specia l cases to make direct 
appointments to offices in the higher grades of the Provincial Civil S ervice. 

(ii) In the ClUe of Judicial Officers the Government of India 'Will only exercise this 
power on behalf of Barristers, Advocates, or Pleaders .of tho Hl,b Court who bave .bown 
di~ttnguished ability ill t he exercise 01 their pr('fe ion for not I. thaQ ten 1 an, and har. 
a tboro",h "D9~ ledie of UIE ,00na~lI1l!r, 
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V.-DISMISSAL. 

No member ot the Proyincial Civil Servicll s.hall e dismissed otherwise than on tho 
result of a Judicial or formal departmental enquiry. 

R"O~UTIO"-B1 the Government of Indla. Home Department (E.tablllbment). No . ' 0.,6-1058. dated Simi., 
the 19th Augult '910. 

The Governor-General in Council has had under consideration the recommendation made 
by the Royal Commission on Decentralization at the end of paragraph 128 of their Report 
"n the subject of framing rules for the recruitment of Provincial Servi es. The majority of 
the Comm ission con~ider it unnecessary that rules for the recruitment of tho. e services 
should , as is now the case. require the sanction of the Government of India, and they express 
the opinion that .he functions of that Government should be limit..d to laying down a fe" 
general principles as to eligibility for al?Poin tment, etc., on whi ch detailed provincial rules ' 
would be based. • 

12. In the present Resolution the Governor-General in Council proposes to deal only 
with the Proyincial Civil Service (executive Rnd judicial). The case of other Provi ncia.l 
Services will be separately considered. 

3. The prelent system unaer which the preyiollS sanction of the Government of India is 
required to making or altering the rdles for the recruitment of the Provincial Civil Services was 
introduced in 1892, as the result of the Report of tht' Public Service Commission. The Gover­
nor-General in Council l,as no\ decided to accept in ~ubstance tI,e rccommendat:on of the 
Decentralization Commission and is pleased accordingly to invest Local Governments with the 
power to make rules for the recruitment of the Provincial Civil Services without the previous 
sanction of the Government of India, but subject to their general control. The general 
conditions which should govern such recruitment have bee" already fully considered in 
connecti on with the inquiries made by the Public Service Commission, and the Governor­
Gen eral in Council, upon a further consideration of the subject, sees no reason to modify 
the conclusions then arrived at. It will , however, be convenient to re-state them in the present 
connection, as follows ,-

I.-The rules must he adapted on the ODe hand to obtain thoroughly efficient candi­
dates, and on the other, to secure the due representation in the Public Service 
of the different classes of the com mu nity. 

H.-Every candidate for appointment by recruitment must furnish satisfactor y 
evidence-

ta) that he is not over 125 years of age, except in the case ol Barristers, Advocates 
or Pleaders appoln~ed to the Judicial Branch: these excepted cases will be 
governed by Article 51 of the Civil Service Regulations; 

(b) that he has attained a prescribed preliminary standard of general education to 
be fixed by Local Governments -vith reference to local conditions. the object 
being to secure men qualified bl as high a standard of general education as 
the eonditi,onlll:nd ~equirBments of the Local Administration permit. In parti­
cular, quahficatlon In one or more of the vernacular languages of the province 
in which he i. to be employed is to be insisted on. The vernacu t standard 
should be a high one, involvin!:, a thorough knowled~e of the language and 
ability to write and rend the wntten chn3cter with facihty j 

(c) that he i, of sound health, rood physiq\le and active babits j and 

(cI) that he is of good character. 

IIl.-Every person appointed to the Provincial Civil Service by direct recruitment shall 
be subject to a period of probation or traiDiDg, during which time his appoiDt­
ment " ill be probationary onlr, uDless in special cases ' the Local GoverDment 
deolares such probation or tr&lning to be unnecenary. 

1 V.-The subjects of Native Princes in alliance with His Majesty shall be eligible for 
appointment, provided they are qualified in other respects. 

V.-Admission to the Provincial Oivil Service should usually be 'confiDed to persons 
who are natives of the province or hue definitely sett led in it· in the cue of 
candiJates who ;He not natives of the prcvince, recent resideDce 'of at-least t 
1 us in the province should, a geDeral rule, be aD essential cODdition of 
a.dmissloD. No B reister, Ad.ocate or Pleader should be appointed U 5nch 
un\e1S he has beeD at least thre yean ctualll praetiain& hi pcQf,,1io1l in 
J!~i, aAel ~ .pu.k th proViDQa\' r1l&C~lar. - -
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V i.-Europeans who are not statutory natives of India shall be eligible for appoint­
ment, if qualified Rccording to the above conditions, with the sllllction of the 
Government of India. 

VU.-The Local Government should reserve to itself tlie right to make promotion to 
the superior grades of the Provi ncial Civil Service witho;:t regard to seniorit,. 
and seniority alone sh ould not give a claim to appointment to the grade of 
Rs. 500 a month and higher grades. 

VIII .-The Government of Indin retain power in very special cases to milks dirert 
appointments to offices in the higher grades of the Provincial Civil Services, 
and whenever the Govtrnment of India exercise th is power in the case of 
judicial officers, it will be confined to Barristers, 'Advoca tes, or Pleaders of 
the High Courts who have shown distinguished ability in the exercise of the 
profession for not less than ten years and have a thorough knowledge of the 
vernacular. 

IX.-No membe'r of the Provincial Civil Service shall be dismi~sed otherwise than on 
the result of a judicial or formal departmental enquiry. 

4. The Governor-General in Council alrects that any change made in the rules from 
time to ;i me should be forthwith communicated to the Government of I ndi!l in the Home 
Department, in order that they may be in a position to exercise effective general control. 
His Excellency in Council considers it desirnble, moreover, that this Resolutien should be 
published by the Local Government~ and Administrations as part of the respective provincitll 
rules. .,
