The former, considered as the first effort in Bengéli Lexic hy of any European,
must be considered to bearehigh and ample testimony to the skill and j t of the
author, as well as to his extensive acquaintance with the language. Deficient, it certainly
is; but the Compiler’s unassuming profession, Voz et preterea nihil, precludes any
on. that ground. Still it contains a mass of most valuable materials for su i
lexicographers, thoughin a state, it must be confessed, somewhat chaotic and difficult
of application by a tyro in the langvage ; and the student, as he advances, .::ﬁ:m
be struck with tze Compiler’s accurate acquaintance with the idiomatical and colloguial

- applications of terms, considered as mere vocables, little connected with their general
notions. Those who have made most proficiency in this tongue are duly sensible of
fhe real excellence of the work, and it must be evident, to one competent to pass a
judgment, that Mr. Foster could have been no sciolist in the general principles of
language. Had his arrangement been better, his Voca would. only havé needed
due enlargement to answer all the purpose of a standard Dictionary. The work it
must be ownel, however, is extremely defective, is disfigured and deteriorated by
a large admixture of Hindustani, &e. is become, moreover, both ‘scarce and dear.
Yet it would be an extreme injustice, quite unworthy of an aspirant to literary excel-
lence, to withhold a tribute due to the labours of one to whom the Compiler of the
present work acknowledges himself under the greatest obligations.

The ponderous quartos of Dr. Carey include a compilation of a widely different
character, in bulk, assuredly, exceeding the product of all others to rin this field ;
and if estimated by that measure, they must be allowed, without dispute, to‘wike the
first place in the list of works of their class. From these also the Compilerhas drawn
freely, as from a storehouse of vocables, for the accumulation of which Dr. Carey has .
laid him and all other learners of Benghli under great and lasting obligation.' A
student of the provincial language would greatly err, however, in the expectation of
finding in these large volumes the actual existing vocabulary of the population, free
from a strange and heterogeneous admixture of foreign terms, Persian, Arabic, &c.
with every imaginable corruption of the colloguial medium on the one hand, as well
as of high unnaturalized Sanscrit words on the other. The approved standard amon
respectably educated natives is equally removed from both extremes, from the barbarism
and vulgarity of the one, from the pedantry and unintelligibility of the other.
In no accredited Dictionary of any literary language are the gross vulgarisms of the
:J;or and the low artizan admitted to hold a place, wl.1ich decency and good taste refuse

em.

With regard to the higher style, indeed, the derivatives of the learned language of
India differ materi#ly from many Western tongues ; inasmuchas the formerare absolutely
dependant, for scientifical, theological, and @eneral literary terms and phraseology, on
the polished language of the Brahmins; the Bengéli perhaps more so than any of its
cognate dialects® and, in general, a polished and learned style must necessarily be
formed on the model of the Sanscrit, a¢ well as furnished from its vocabulary. A due
discrimination is, however, indispensable in detailing the meanings of pure Sanscrit
terms, many of whose native applications are quite unknown to the derivative dialect.

. Dr., Carey’s great work is as much depreciatéd in value as it is augmented in bulk, by
a mass of matter utterly irrelevant to the study of the provincial tongue; in nearly
every instance, the Sanscrit Dictionary of Dr. Wilson being transcribed verbatim into
its pages, to the utter confusion®of the student, who is thus set gfloat on an unknown
ocean of.words without pilot or compass.

The Shabda Calpa Druma, now in course of publication by Baboo Rédh& Cénta Deb,
whose talents and useful labours reflect the test credit on himself and his fellow
countrymen of this province, and promise to be of eminent service to the students of
Hindoo literature, has been consulted as far as published. The Compiler having
beea, with equal kindness and liberality, favoured by that gentleman with a copy of the
extant portion of his elaborate work, takes this opportunity of offering his grateful
acknowledgements to him for the aid thence derived. )

In the native part of the work, the Amara Cosha, an edition of the same with Bhésha
interpretation, and the school vocabulary of Rémchandra Sharma, have heen of consi-
derable use ; though by far more than. fourths of even that part of the work are
entirely original, the resnlt of pefional reading and selection, with such aid as eould be
derived from native assistants. From these latter, it would not easily be credited by the
mere European student, how little effective co-operation is shtained Where thought and
research are required ; as a single term cannot safely be admitted uncorroborated by
citation or other sufficient authority; and even in the more mechanical species of

Those not so circumstanced, as also a large proportion
of negatives, &c. ed by the xes ], ¥, &c. have been omitted in coincidence
with the Compiler's object, which was to comprize all that was indispensable to the
study of the language within the compass of a moderate Octavo, by its size and price
accommodated to general use. A few of the earlier sheets are less furnished with
synonyms than the rest ok the work; but throughout, the explanatory portion, it is.
believed, is not chargeable with many serious deficiencies, being fuller than in any work -
preceding it, not excepting the quartos of Dr. Carey, some of whose omissions, by
no means few nor unimpostant, have also been supplied. The synonyms féllow in the
order of the English explanatory terms. The notation of parts of speech has been
omitted as inapplicable to the native grammar, (to the rules of which alone the lan~
guage can be advantageously subjected,) a semicolon only being used wherever,
according to English notions, a word assumes the form ofnd:ﬂ'erentput of speech,
the same word in Benghli answering, in numerous instances, the purposes of mcnf.u The
number of words originally promised has been exceeded by nearly 3,000; and a con-
siderably greater expenditure of time and labour and consequent augmentation of charge
than were contemplated, have been unavoidable, from the necessity, in part, of more -
extensive reading and the consultation of numerous authorities, in part, from successive

That he must have fallen into errors, and that deficiencies will be found to attach to his
work as to every thiag human, the Compiler is perfectly assured ; his hope is they will
neither have been greater nor more numerous than, considering the nature of the com-
pilation, the little aid to be derived from native assistants, the peculiarities of the
idiomatical applications of terms in a language not«his own, and the difficulty of -
decision in numberless instances—was to be expected. He can safe aver, however,
that the whole is the result of actual personal labour, having no where excused
himeelf from the duty of veﬁfﬁg, as far as possible, such interpretations as he has -
