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"PREFAQE.

The existence of this punihi, Kamaratna Tantra, in
the Na-Gosain family of North Gauhati, was brought
to my notice by Srijut. Padma Chandra Goswami,: tho
well-known Kaviraj of Dharmapur in Kamrup, while
I was placed on special duty in the cold weather of
1913, to: collect Assamese pwihis, by the Governmont
of Sir Archdale Easle. Through the courtesy of
Srijut Padma Chandra Goswami, I was able to place
a copy of this pathi, in my ocollection which is now
kept under the custody of the Kamarupa Anusandhan
Samiti. It was one of the books sclected by the Assam
Government to. be copied and published, an English
translation being given side by side with the text.

2. A book of the same name appears in_the list of
Tantras given by Sir John Woodroffe in the Introduc-
tion of his Tantric Texts, Vol. I. It is presumed thatl
the book under review is an Assamese translation of
the original Sanskrit work. A book called Kamaratna
Tantra and Vashikavana Tantra was published in
Calcutta by Babu Matilal Bose, so far back as
1819 “B.E. This bhook, besides the Sanskrit toxt,
containg a Bengali translation by Pandit Kalipada
Vidyaratna. In the preface of that book it has been
described to be the work of ono Nagabhatta. There are
a large number of omissions in the Calcutta cdition, Tt
is‘true there are some passages in the Caleutta cdition,
which do not;appear in this hook but they might havo
been interpolated from other gouroces.

3. This book deals.with the Tantrika-shat-Karma, viz.,
Shanti, Vashi Karana, Stambhana, Vidveshana,
Uchgchitana, and Mairana. The sadharna under thoso
heads is chiefly performed for malevolent purposes,
which is called adhichara. Besides Kamaratna Tantra
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there are several other books dealing with such sub-
jects, such as Indrajila Vidya, Kaksha Puta and Phet~
karini Tantra. But so far as is known these books have
not yet been properly edited and published.

4. The ancient Kamarupa, which extended from the
Karatoya in the Eastern Bengal to the Dikrai in Upper
Assam, i3 said to have been the birthplace of Tantras,
and it 1s a great pity that no endeavours have yet:
been made either by the people or by the Government
of the country to save from ruin and decay the Tantras
that still exist in different parts of Assam. So long
the Tantras were despised as works on Black Magic and
condemned as a meaningless jabber not only by the
foreign crities but by the English-educated Indians ag
woll. The mental attitude of these people appears to
be that what they cannot understand themselves can
huve no meaning at all. One cannot conceal his
amazement and delight to see that it remained for 3
European scholar, Sir John Woodroffe, to deliver this
branch of religious literature of India, so interesting to
the students of comparative religion, from the devth of
degradation to which it was consinged.

. The book at the first sight appears so uncouth
and unintelligible that greas pains had to be taken to
prepare the English translation ofit. The copy of the
book and its first translation wag made by Srijut
Dimbeswar Neog, B.s¢., the editor of the Assamese
Quarterly Review Milan, He cannot be found fault,
with if his tranglation was not found sufficiently express-
ive. It had to be thoroughly recast. To an ordinary
eye the book will appear {ull of indecencies but in the
light of science everything will appear instructive and
1lluminating.  As” this book ig intended only for a
limited circle, T make no apology for presenting it in
an English garb.

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FOREWORD.

The text of this book is taken Irom a copy made
from the original book whichis in the possession of &
branch of the Na-Gosain family of Norlh Gaubati.
This family were the gurnzs of the Assam Rajas.
The original book is written in ancient Assamoese on
oblong strips of samchi bark. If is believed to be not
Jess than 800 years old. It is probably a translation
into Assamese of an older Sanskrit work ol the same
title. Efforts have been made to obtain the original
but without success. Evidently the book 18 kept in
great secrecy and from the contents it appears that
there is much justification for kecping it so.

2. The book describes how by incantations and othor
methods a man can be subdued, attracted, made hostile,
paralysed, killed, freed from evils, oxcited and so on.
It gives the methods to be adopted for the performance
of the above acts in the form of medicines, maniras and
Jantras.

3. The medicines are made from herbs and roots o
be gathered or wuprooted at special seasons and in
particular ways while using the proseribed maniras.
“ A mantra 18 composed of certain lettors arranged in
definite sequence of sounds of which tho lefters arc
the representative signs to produce tho designed
effect. The manire must bo intoned in the propor
way, according to svera (rhythm) and verna (sound).
A manire may or may not convey on its [ace its mean-
ing. Bya (seed) manire such as ding, Kling, Hring,
have no meaning according to the ordinary wuse of
language.

The book is of ihe greatest interest both
from the historical and the anthropelogical point of
view, because it deseribes methods of en@hﬁﬂtmenﬁ
which were at some time in genéral use and in which
fhere was a general belief, How far they are wused or
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believed in at the present day it would be exceedingly
interesting to enquire.

Salutation to Shree Krishna, A discourse batweon,
Shiva and Parvati. One day Parvati asked of Shankara
“ Oh Lord, kindly reveal to me the Kama-Ratna Tan-
tra.”” Shankara replied, “ Oh Parvati, let me rolato lo
you how and when a person can be subdued (by incan-
tation), attracted, made hostile (to a friend), paralysed,
killed, freed from evils (by propitiatory riles), and so on.
Subjugation. and attraction should be caused in the
Spring, enmity-causing in the Summer, paralysing in
Rainy Season, killing in the Dewy Season, evil-averting
in the Autumn, and excitation in the Winter,

1. DIFTFERENT SEASONS IN A DAY,

The first ten dandas of the day is Spring, the socond
ten dandas 18 Summor, tho third ten dendes 1s tho
Rainy Season, the [ourth ton dandas 18 Winter, the
fifth ten dandas 1s Autumn, and tho last ten dandas is
Winter. The above actions hecomo [ruitiul when
performed in the given scasons of tho day.

2. AUTIONS TOBE PRRIORMED ACCORDING 10 Trmmis,

Acts of subduing should bo performed on the seventh
lunar day, attracting on the third or the thirtoenth,
excitation on the second or tho sixth, paralysing on the
fivst, the fourth or the [lourteenth, charming on the
eighth or the ninth, killing on the tonth, the olovenih
or the twellth, and evil-averting on the filth lunar day
or in the full-moon. To atiain success all manfras,
mystical diagrams and medicines should be applied in
this order.

3 ACTIONS TO BE PERFORMED ACCORDING TO YOG AS.

Subduing, paralysing, and oharming should be
performed in the Mihendra and Varuna Yogas, and en-
mity-causing and excitation in the Viiyu and Vahni

Yogas.

4, AOTIONS TO BE PIHRTORMED ACCORDING TO
NAKSETATRAS.

Actions mentioned above for Varuna Yoga should
be performedin one of the lunar mansions like Uttara
Vadrapada, Mula, Shatavisi, Purvavidrapada, Ashlesd,
Purbasadha, when it comes into the Varuna’s sphere,
Similarly actions mentioned for Makendra Yoga aro Lo be
performed in one of the lunar mansions Anurddha,
Jyestha, Uttarasadha, Rohini when it happens to be in
the Mahendra’s sphere ; actions mentioned for Vahni Yo-
ga should bé performed in one of the lunar mansions
Swati, Hasta, Mrigashira, Adra, Uttarasfalguni, Ius-
bya, Punarvasu, when it comos into the Vahni's sphere.
Actions mentioned for Vayu Yoga should be performed
in one of the lunar mansions Ashwini, Bharani, Chitra,
Dhanisthd, Shravana, Magha, Vishakha, Krittika, I'ur-
ba-falguni, Revati, when it comes into the Vayu's
sphere.

5. USE OF A PARTIOULAR FINGER IN A PARTICULAL
A.CTION.,

In evil-averting actions the manire, the mystical dia-
gram, and the medicine should be touched by the thumb
and the forefinger ; in actions bringing prosperity, they
should be touched with the thumb and tho middle
finger ; in killing and all other actions thoy should bhe
touched with the thumb and the ring-finger (anamiki).
Acts of attracting, enmity-causing, killing, and exciting
are called * Avichara,” i.e., employmont of spells lox
malevolent purposes.

5. THE WAYS OF COLLECTING MERBS,

The medicine ought to he prepared while uttering
the prescribed incantations, otherwise it is as fruitless
as & lump of wood. The herbs are most potent when
they are collected from solitary or sacred places or
forests, while those growing on anthills, in the viecinity
of a well, on galeways, at the foot of a trce, beside a
temple, or in cremation ground, will not be efficacious
even if they are sanctified by incantations. Again the
bark, the root, and the leaves of plants, snbmerged in
water, burnt by fire, and eaten by insects or worms,
or having roots in the air, will also produce no efect.

To collect medicinal plants a man should fast over
night, and in the following morning, after olloring salu-
tations to Mahadeva, should approach. the plant with due
respect and utter the mantra (No. 1)—“Ye betal, pishasa,
rakshas, and oreeping animals that live in the plant,
go away at the command of Shiva.," Then the plant
should be saluted by uttering the manire (No, 2)—
* Oh mother, thou hast thy birth in the nectar, and
thou increasest stremgth and vitality. Let me
drive away the sins and diseases.” After this fthe plant
should be dug with a flawless weapon while uttering
the mantra}(No. 3)— I dig thee with the same sacred
hand with which Brahma, Bhrigu, Indra and Varuna
dug yon'. After this prayer, mantra (No. 4) should be
recited—* Oh mother, what is my fault ? May the
divine life depart from this plant, so that I may be
saved from the sin of uprooting and cutting it. Go
thou to heaven doing good to me.’ After this prayer,
the medicinal plant should be dug on a Sunday in
Pushyd lunar mansion and in the Rabi Yoga while
uttering the eight-lettered mantra (No. 5). The plant

Y. THE WAYS OF COLLEOTING PARASITICAL PLANTS.

A parasitical plant should be collected according
to the time and method mentioned above after reciting
fourteen times the oleven-lettered mantra (No. 7).
The medicine thus collected is bound to produce good
result. Then Shiva said, ¢ Oh Parvati, I have related
to you how the medicinal herbs should he collcoted.’

8. SUBDUING IN GBENERAL.

The king, the son, the rclations, beasts and birds
of the mountaing or elsewhere, are brought under
subjugation, when the two-lettered manéire (No. 8)
is recited five huandred times, by uttering their namos.
To obtain success in the aoction, the manire should have
bqu first learned reverentially from theé spiritual
guide. -

. If after uttering & man’s name, one morscl of food
15 taken daily for seven days aftor rociting tho Kata-

Bikata muntra (No. 9) seven times over the food, the
man will be subdued.

If the mouth is washed seven. times after uttering
the * Basyamukhi’ mantra (No. 10) mentioning a man's
name, he will be subduecd.

If in the morning, before leaving ths bed, a little
mustard oil is taken in the palm of the left haud, and
stirred with the third finger (anamika) of the right hand
- affer reciting three times the Basyamukhi mantra
(No. 10), and if the face and the hair are rubbed with
that oil, anybody (whose name is uttered) is subdued,
and a tiger will also not attack him.,
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Whoever is given a handful of flowers over which
the Ohamunda mantre (No. 11) is muttered twioe

seven times, he becomes subdued.

The root of Bhringarija (Zeclipte Prostrata) and
ashes of cowdung arc made into a paste with water,
over which the Chamunda mantra (No. 11) is recited
one hundved and eight times: if 4 mark is put on the
forchead with this paste, then everybody is subdued,

If the orchid grown on the Indian Banian tree
is taken out in the Rohini lunar mansion and worn on
the right arm by the male and on the left by fhe
female, then everybody becomes subdued,

If one is made to chew the root of Kichmani (4rbus
Precatorius) with betel-nut on the thirteenth lunar
day, he becomes subdued,

Tf one is made to chew the dirt taken from tho foot
the eye, the nosa or the breast, with betel-nut, he

becomes subdued,

One will subdue whomsoever he desires, by using

, Collyrium, in the Pusyd lunar mansion, as eye-

salve, if the OCollyrium is preparod by holding

a piece of plantain sheath besmearod with &

paste made of the powdered root of the black Aparijita

(Clitoria Ternatea) plant, mixed with clarified butter of
a Cow, over a lamp burned with clarificd buttor.

9. SUBDUING OF YOUNG DAMBSELS.

One should first recite the Balibasha mantrae
(No. 12) one thousand and eight times and then a paste
should be prepared in the cow’s milk with saffron, white
sandal, and ‘gorochand (yellow pigment found within
the horns of 2 certain bullock) and the same mantra
should be muttered seven timesover it. If a mark is
made with this paste on the forehead, a young damsel
1s subdued at the sight of it.
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A parasitic plant ‘ Raghumala ” grown on the
champaka (Mickhelia Ohampaka) trec should be collocted
in the Bharani or the Pushya lunar mansion, and if it is
worn. on the arm, charmed with manire, a young
damsel is subdued at its sight.

160. MYSTICAL DIAGRAMS FOR SUBDUING IN GENERAIL.

The mystical diagrams should be worn;by the female
on her left limbs and by the male on his right limbs.
The diagrams should be described by a pen made eithor

of gold, copper, kusha or dub grass.

The first mystical diagram should be writtén with the
blood of the third finger on bhurjsapatra (the bireh).
The name of the girl who is desived to be subducd
should be inserted in the diagram and then it should be
worn either on the arm or the neck ; it 1s efficacious in
‘the case of 1llicit love.

The second diagram should be inscried on a bel fruit,
with a thorn of the same {ree, tho namo being inseried
in the diagram ; if the {ruit is kept within the oil-press-
ing machine, even the young damsels aro subdued.

The third diagram shounld bo described on a bhurjia-
patry with gorocsand and hold in tho arm ; any person,
whose name 1s;inscribed in it, will bo subdued.

11, DrAGRAMS FOR SUBDUING UNMARRIED GIRLS.

The first diagram should be writhen on a bhurjjapatre
with the blood of the third finger, sailron and gorochanri,
by a pen made of Chiftraka (Plumbago Rosea). The
name of the girl should be inserted in the diagram and
1t should then be heated on the fire made of charcoal of
the Khaira free (deacia Qatechw) ; by this a girl
becomes subducd,
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12 SUuBDUING OF WIVES,

The roots of the Kaeurfiuti creeper, orris, kur
(Sansurea Auriculata) mixed with one’s own semen and
blood, should be made into pills, and the Strechasha
Chamundd mantre (No. 18) should be recited one
hundred and eight times over it. Il a woman can ho
anyhow made to take such a pill, she will be subdued
so-much-so that after the man’s death she will ever

weep over his grave.

In the morning, after having washed his mouth, one
should utter the Kaminibasha mantra (No. 14) ovor a
little wator ; the woman, whose name is mentioned, while
drinking this water, will be subdued.

The root of Aparajith (Qlitoria ZTernaten), boaring
black flowers should be charmed with the four-lettered
mantre (No. 158) ; the woman who is made to chew thig

with betel-nuf, will be subdued.

When a woman is made to take a fruit, charmed with
the same mantre (No. 15), by reciting it seven times,
mentioning her name, she will be subdued.

If a white flower, charmed with Krishnalksce mantra

(No. 16), repeating it nine times, is given to a woman,
she becomes subdued.

If a woman is made to chew betel-nut charmed with
the ChamundA mantre (No. 17) by uttoring it seven
times, she will be subdued.

A bucket of water if charmed by the repeti-
tion of the Visvavasu manira (No. 18) seven times,
and from i, as much water as is contained ,in the cavity
formed by joining the palms, be thrown AWy
seven times by uttering the name of a girl, she comes
under the possession of the man after a month.
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¢ a mark is made on the forchead of a man. with a
paste prepared by rubbing with water a picco of Akon
wood {Calotropis Gigantia) bearing white flowers, on
a stoneslab, a woman becomes subdued liko & slavo at
the sight of it.

The guardian of a girl is sure to offer her to the man
who keeps concealed in her house 2% fingers’ broadth of
shil wood on the Purbalilguni lunar mansion.

13. DIAGRAMS FOR SUBDUING WOMEN.

The first diagram should be described on a &/urjja-
patre with gorochand and the namo of tho woman
desired, should be written in it ; if it is heated on the fire
of charcoal of Khaira wood (dcacia Catechu) in tho
morning, noon and evening, the woman will be subdued.

The second diagram being doseribed on a dhusyjapatra
with gorochand and saffron with the name ol 1ho woman
written on it, if immersed in a pot of ghee and
honey, the woman will be subdued.

14, SUBDUING OF HUSBANDS.

Pills, prepared with the flesh ol a wagtail and honey,
should be charmed by ropeating seven times the
Kamamalini mantre (No. 19) ; il hefore coition, ihe

female organ is rubbed with such a pill, the husband
bezomes subdued like a slave,

The five parts of a pomegranate tree, viz., ils root, burk,
leaf, flower and {ruit, should be ground with whilo
mustard seed and made into pills, and thoy should bo
charmed with the same mantra (No. 19) by repeating

16 seven times ; if the female organ is rubbed with i,
the husband will be subdued alter coition.

If the husband is made to take with his food, the

Hower of Agechityh {Plumbago Rosea) ground wilh
honey, he is subdued. \ go. Kotea) gro
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The mouth of an aquatic animal should bo touched
with the lime prepared by burning the conch shell, and
the betelnut prepared with that lime whon faken by

the husband, he becomes subdued.

If a mark is made on the forehead of the femalo with
the paste made of gorochand, root ol lemon grass and
saffron, then the hushand becomes subdued.

If a woman puts on a mark on her forehead with
this substance, and touches the organ of her husband
with her left foot at the time of copulation, he ever
remains subdued like a slave.

CHAPTER II.
15. ATTRACTION.

The seven-lettered mantra (No. 20) should be recited
five hundred times uttering the name of the pearson to
be attractod. Be he god or man or any other being,

he will be attracted.
After reciting five hundred times the four-lettored

mantre (No. 21) food should be placed in a recoptacle
and then the seven-lettered mantra (No., 19) should be
muttered one thousand and eighl fimes over it ; if the
incantator gives this food to someonc with his own
hand, he will be followed by the rooipiont whoerever bhe

gaoes,
16. ATTRACTING A WOMAN,

At first the Chamunda mantra (No. 22) should be
recited one hundred and eight times, and then again it
should be recited one thousand times more, NigapAsha
muntra should be placed on the mystic diagram of
Nagapasha mays; and the Ankusha mantra should be
placed on the mystic diagram of Kavacha janérea. Then
one should meditate upon the Nigaphsha, taking a fruit
in his left hand. The bright Ankusha jenéra should be
placed on the right hand while meditating upon
Ankusha (goad). He should catch the woman’s hand
and deliver the fruit to her, willing that it would not go
away from him: the woman then comos away with him.
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1, If o man rocites the Chimundi manira (No. 22)
one thousand and cight times, uttering the name of a
woman and presenis himsell belore her, then sho will
come with him,

_ The juice of pomegranate seeds should bo extracted
In the ninth Junar mangion in tho evening, and the
root of lofus should be collocted on a Tuesday falling
on the eighth day of the black moon. Whon a paste
prepared of these two substances is applied {o the oycs,
the invisible will become visible.
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109. SUCUESRS IN ARCHERY,

1. At first the arrow should be hold reciting the
twenty-seven-lettered  Kalajuta mantra (No. H9),
taught to Arjuna by Indra. Tho bow should then ho
fixed on the ground reciting the samo maenire ninoe
times. Then again the arrow should be applied to tho
string and drawn to its [ull length and projected
It multiplies ten times.

9. If the arrow is dischargod, reciting five times tho
seventeen-lettered mantra (No. G0) givon to Indra by
Mahadeva, it multiplics filty times.

3. The head of a snake swallowing a frog should be
cut off, and half of tho {rog should also be taken. Idoth
of them should be dried separately in the sun., Ono who
finds the portion of the frog near the hoad ol tho smake,
will get his arrows multiplied in all casos.

110. How T0 KEEP WEALTII UNDIMINISIIED,

1. The root of pomogranate tree should be collecled
in the seventh lunar mansion and charmed with the
Dhanadaya wantra (No. 61). When this root is kept
in the granary or in any ropository of woalth, it will
ever remain undirhinished,

2. Tho parasitic Raglumala grown on Okolbir plant
should be collected in the second lunar mansion
and charmed with the Dhanadiya mantro (No. (1)
muttering it onc hundrod and oight {imes. IF it Iy
placed as above, it will produeo the same rosull.,

111, How 10 MAXE TIIE MEMORY RETENTIVE.

_All the medicines under this head should bo charmed
with the Bageswara mant»a holfore their use.
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1. The roots of Babachd grass (a kind of millet)
should be collected during a solar cclipso and powdamd!
and mixed with clarified buiter. Ono who takes il fof
seven days will equal Brihaspati (the Ilindu J upitcr)

in intellect,

9. Sixteen folds weight of powdored roots of Babacld
grass should be soaked for one day in tho liquid extract
of myrobalan, It should be {aken for soven days
mixed with clarified butter ; this will increaso tho

memory, intellect, and cloguence.

3. Theintellect becomes sharp, if the powdercd roots
of Babachd grass is takon with clarified buitor and honoy.

4. The roots of the white swallow-wort should bo col-
lected in the eighth lunar mansion falling on a Sunday.
It should be dried in the shade and then roduced to
powder. This should be taken evory morning, ol thoe
weight of a fold, mixed with milk before the meal and
that for seven days. Milk should also he taken aller
meal. It increascs the power of comprehonsion and
sharpens the momory, so much so, that he will romembor
a hundred sloZas after a singlo reading.

112, IIow 10 MAKE TN VOICRE MELODIOUS.

1. Nutmeg, bay-leaf, long nepper, parched dard
paddy, and sesamum secds slould all be powdered and
taken {or seven days in tho liquid extract of tho leavos
of the citron called soleng. This will mako the voice
as melodious as that of a cuckoo.

2. The roots of Sewadli (Nyotanthes Arbor Tristis)
should be reduced to powder and taken in sesamum
ol. This also makes the voice melodious.

3. The same rosult is obtained by taking the juice of
wild turmeric with sugar and honey in cooked rice,
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113, How 10 MAKRE MILD NYLS BRIGHT.

1. The eyes becomes bright by the applieation of tho
wice of the bark of Zeleku plant.,

9. Haziness of the oya is removod hy the application
of the paste made of the root of white hog-weod with

clarifled butter.

3. One onion, the ashes of fourshelly (cowria), pow-
ders of long pepper and cardamum should bo mixed
with the scum of milk and cow’s urine, and thus made
into a paste. When this is applied to the ayos, it re-
moves the cataract.

4, The roots of myrobalan should he gvownd and
mixed with cream of milk ; tho above result is obinined
by applying this paste to the cyry.

5. The meat of a black goat should bo cooked in
clarified butter along with black and long popper.
Then it should be intimatoly mixod with honoy, swout
oil, and clarified buttor, and thus mado into a paste,
Ore can see in tho dark whon this paste is applied to
the eyes.

6. One rati ol gold, tho roots of Jayanti (Longilolia)
plant, and JaAd rice, all taken in oqual woight, should
be powdered and mixed with honcy of the smaller
variety of bees.

Oleander or Ohina rose is pressed hard betwoon the

o Tfa root of the S%w plant is firmly held with
theiteeth, the worms in tho teeth will disappear, |

3. Worms in the teeth will die out, if a pill made of
earth and cream of milk is held in tho toeth after
soaking it in a mixfure of juice of myrobalan and

honey, boiled in a copper vessel.

Teoth are also set firm by bolding thoelseed of
Bakula (Mimusops Elengi) or that of Kachmani.

115. REMOVING THE DONFECTS OF TIOE BARS.

1. If the fruits of Zalmuls and Jagannath litd are
taken internally, it will cure dealnogs.

2. Deafness is also cured if & paste mado by grinding
white mustard seeds, roots of the thorny bringel and
bansath, in goat’s milk, is applied in the ear.

3. The same ellect is produced if the powdered rools of
talmuli, mixed with tho eream of buffalo-milk, is kept
buried in a new carthen vossel under tho sand for seven
days, and then applied in the car.

4. If tho powdered root of Ratimani is takon mixed
with bulfalo-milk, and the scum of the curd of {hig
milk is applied to the ear, then deafness is cured.

116. TO INOREASE VORACITY.

1. On the previous evening a tamarind treo should be
charmed with the Sarbabluia manire, and on the day
following a garland should ho made of the flowors of
that tree. When a man gits for dinner with thig
garland on, he will become as voracious as Bhima.
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o. If the Lead of a chamecleon, charmed with ths
Narijaga mandra (No. 63) is tied round one’s waist, ho
will be able to consume as much food as LLanuman did.

3 Ono can eat as much as Bakasura if he holds on
his body the leal of a thorn-apple plant and the root of

a Kuhursutd (Sida spinosa) plant charmed with tho above
Mmantyo.

117. CAUSING DISINCLINATION FOR XI0OOD,

1. The head of a chameleon, the root of Kuracha plant,
and the kernel of its seed should be dried and powdered,
If this is inserted into a gold or copper maddali (a drum-
shaped bead) reeciting the Bhagavat Rudra manéra (No.
64), and is held in one’s mouth, he will fecel no thivst
or hunger.

2. The seed of lotus and the Amidne Llower should
be powdered and charmod with the Sarira manére
(No. 65). This, together with 8kdle rice and clarified
butter should bo cooked in goat’s milk and faken as
food ; then one will not feel hungry for a forinight.

118, How 10 WIN IN A GAME OI' DICE,

1. The meat from the breast of a crow, ils eyo and
tongue, red’ chalk, rock-salt, the root of ehagaladi
(Odina Pinnata) plant and sand, should all be reduced
to a pulp, and the latter should he charmed with the
RBudra mantra (No. 66) reciting it one hundred and eight
times. A man who rubs his [eet with it, will casily
win the game.

When the same substance is applied to Lhe grey boaxd
and hair, they will turn black.

2. 1f one rubs on himself tho oil of white mustard
seeds, charmed- with the Chaudikd manéra reciting
it one hundred and eight times, he will decidedly win
the gameo. w
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119, CAUSING RAIN.

TF the three-lettered mantra (No. 67) iy multored one
hundred and-eight times over water, there will be rain.,

CHAPTER XIIIL

120. How TO DISCOVER DBURIED TREASURE,

All the'medicines under this head should be charmed
with the Om jani and the Aghora maniéras (Nos. 68 and
69) before use. *

1. At the outset one shonld make an image of 7akshe,
He should take only one vegotarian meal on tho pre-
vious day and fast the day following. Then he should
worship that image with duo rites offering [lowers,
sandal paste, dhoop, dip, naibedya and balee. Then
the Bahurupa manéra (No. 70) should bo mutiered one
thousand times., Thid will ensure succoss.

A human skull should be brought while muttering
the Vasudeva mantra (No. 71) and a light should be
kindled in it whilo muttering tho Siddhisadhake mantra
(No. 72) with the fire. brought ; from a burning pyre or
from a washorman’s hearth, whilo muttering the Jalita
mantra. Lampblack should be prepared by holding an
unbaked oarthen vossol over that light while mutierin
the kalika manire (No. 78) and the vessel showld bo
placed on, the ground reciting {he Sarbahibn manire
(No. 74). A small stick should be taken and {turnod
round one’s eyes, and one of its ends should be painted
with the lampblack., It shoald then bhe kept in the
vessel, Then looking downwards to the wvessel, he
should wrap his eyes seven times round with a pisce of
cloth. He should fast for two days, taking only one
vegetarian meal at night. After this, he should paint
his eyelids with the lampblack and tic a knot in his hnie
while reciting the Rudra w#antre (No. 75), and shonld
repeat the Bahurupa mantra (No. 76) from morning 1ill
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evening near the image of Yaksha. ITe will thon boable
to discover buried treasures, A man with a thin penis
should apply the lampblack on tho eyos ol a man having

no defect in any part ol his body.

g The blood of chameleon and rel chalk should be
mixed tozether. I[ one applios this bo his oyos as
collyrium, putting on sandals 0/ Adgasti (Seshana  CGlran-
diflora) weol, he will find the hidden treasures,

8. The rooss of Zulsi plwnt shoald be collected
and pow lered in the eighth lunr mansion and kept in
Kaonji mixed with honey. Tho Rudra minéra (No.77)
should bo mutteralor it If a givl ben with her feot
downward applies this as collyrium to the eyes ol a man,
he will see the treasares buried deop under the earth,
and shall be able td dig it up. Thoe evil spirvits will also
co away leaving the troasure alone.

4.. Roots of swa,ﬁow-worb, Oleander, and Palashe
should be ground, and the soles of onc’s feet plastered
with it. All his troubles and fears will disappear,

| 121. To MAKE ONESELF INVISIBLE,

1. The liver of a black eat shoull be ground in oil,
and the leaves ol the China roso should also be made
info a paste with this oil. The Mahakali mantra
(No.78) shoull be roparvtol ten thousand times over
this paste. Thon a osllyriam should bo prepared by
holding this paste over a light kindled on the wick
made of the threads obtained by breaking a slalk of
white lotus. - A man will mako himsel invisible, if he
puts this on his eyes.

2. A black cat should be killod and kept buriod for
twenty-five days al acrossing of two roads. Then it
should be taken out and washed in the current of a
river. The bones that will bo found to move upstroam
should be taken and ground with tho bile of a mongoose.
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The man, who worships the goddess Mahikili with the
Mahakili mantre (No. 75), taking a wmark with this
substance on his forehecad, becomes invisible. Ile will
not also be injured by evil spivits,

3. A scel of black Kachmnni should he erown in fronf »
of the house where thore 18 o black cat, Whon a sced of
this plant is taken -by one in his monuth ho becomos
invisible,

4. The pavasitic Raghuma’d grownon a sunure plant
should be collectel 1in tho fifth lunar mansion. A
hollow vessel filled with this Zeghunald can bo removed
without being scon by others. “

122, EXOROUISING OT PAINS.

Oh ye poison tosk.thy birth at the soventh hour,
o Tuesday in Magh, {ull moon shining in power,
To the abode of Gods you hurried fast,
Till Mahadev seized an 1 swallowod at last.
Drink I’ill and swallow thec horo,
Hearing thy story il thou don’t disappear.
By eating and drinking my hauds deloulod,
Lord of Gorakhnath protects so called.

1. The above mantra should bo muttered over

some water. If this wator is taken thrice, pain will
disappear.

»2, Pain i removed also by taking tho root of Kioh-

nanvground in the juice of: tho roots of Azandindhi
Cisampelos Hexandria).
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3. After having rccited tho Swachanda Vairavi
mantra (No. 79) one hundred and eight times, tho man
bitten by a snake should be exorcised by tho Mahikili

mantra (No. 78).

Tf this would not cure, he should bo given to drink
the water charmed with tho same manéra. This will

. eure the pain.

4. If the teeth of a chamocleon are wrappod round by
s whitethread and then tiod to one’s arm, he will be
relieved of his pain, and poisonous snakos, ctc., cannot
bite him. Even if he talkes poison, ii will not affect him.

5. If the thread preparcd hy an unmaryied girl is
charmed with the Asabari manéra (No. 80) by ropeating
it one hundred and eight times and is tied {0 one’s hand,
the snake would avoid him and would not bite him,

6. If someearth is seatiered in one’s house charmed
with the Sarpakula Nibarana mantre (No. 81) mutier-
ing it seven times, the snake will not enter his house,

123. OURING TR PAINS CAUSED BY SCOLOPENDRA.
ILAIRY CATRRPILLARS, B0,

1. When the milky juice of swallow-wort mixed with
clarified butter is applied to tho bite, the pain will dis-
appear.

2. It also disappears il the Kavacha mantra (No. 82)
1s muttered seven times.

124, CuRrING DOG-BITI,

1. When molasses, ol (arum campanulatum) and tho
milky juice of swallow-wort mixed tomether, are applied
to the bite, pain disappears,
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9 A leaf of Ghritehumdrs (aloe) and rock-galt should
be ground togother and heated on a five with the saliva,
If this is applied to the wound for threo days, the bite

of a rabid dog will bo cured.

125. CURING TIIE PAIN CAUSED BY IISH.

The seed of Siriska flower and tho root of g7« ground
in milk should be applied to the wound. The pain

disappears.

196. OURING OF THE PAIN CAUSHED BY ‘‘ MANIKATRA 7.

The pain caused by Manikara is removed by sniffing
the powdered root of Gamdri (Gmelena Arboria) tree.

12Y. CURING TIIE PAIN CAUSED BY TIGERS AND BEARS.

1. The wound should be cautexised with red-hot 1ron,
and the powdercd root of white hogweed should be
applied to it., The pain will disappeax,

2. The black and long peppers and ginger should bo
powdered and takon in tho juico ol thorw-apple leaves.
It also removes the pain,

3. When tho barks of lemon and Sewid e or the root
of Achukati (CO.-Zanthorrhizon) ground in wator, is
applied to the wound, the pain will disappear.

128, CURING OF INSECT BITING.

The root of fulsi plant ground in ricc-water will
remove the pain.

129, CURING THI BITE OF ANY ANIMAL.

The fruit and the root of Karacha tree should he pow-
dered with while mustard sceds and applied to the
wounds, This will cure the pain caused by the hiting of
apy animal.
