It was the capital of R4j4 Drupada, who
was king of South Panchdla, and the
scene of Draupadi’'s Sayambara Dru-
pad's palace is pointed out as the most
easterly of the isolated mounds on the
bank of the Bur-Gangd. A writer in
the Tattwabodhini Patriké identified it
with Doarhédtt4, ten miles east from the
bank of the Rdmgangd. But its identi-
fication with Kampil by Cunningham
and Fiihrer appears to be the more
reasonable and correct.

Hardwar was once called by this name.
It is now a small village, two miles to the
east of Hardwar (see Mdydpuri).
Kanikhpur or Kdmpur, ten miles to the
south of Srinagar. It was founded by
Kaniksha, king of Kdsmir, who in 78
A. D. convened the last Buddhist synod,
which gave rise to the Saka era,

The river Kasai in Bengal.

Muni, who adopted the celebrated

But the question has been set at
rest by the recent exploration of Dr.
Fiihrer on the suggestion of Dr. Waddell.
It has been discovered that Kapilavastu
lies in the immediate neighbourhood of
the Nepalese village Nigliva, north of
Gorakhpur, situated in (he Nepalese
Terai, thirty-eight miles north-west of the
Uska Station of Bengal and North.
Western Railway. The Lumbini garden
has been identified with the village
Paderia, two miles north of Bhagavan pur.
The ruins of Kapilavasty Jje eight miles
north-west of Paderia. Buddha was born
in 557 B.C., and he died in 477 B. C,

remains of the greater part of the palace
with its gate and towers are distinctly
traceable, although the site is now under
cultivation (/. 4. S. B, Vol. XXII, p. 281).

Fhe Kaluhé-pdhdr, which is about
twenty-six miles to the south of Buddha-
Gay4 and about sixteen miles to the north
of Chétr4 in the district of Hazaribagh, is
evidently a corruption of the name of the
Makula Parvata of the Burmese annals of
Buddhism (see Bigandet's Life or Legend
of Gaudama). Buddha is said to have pass-
ed his sixth Wasso (or rainy-season retire-
ment) on the Makula mountain. It forms
the western boundary of a secluded valley
on the eastern bank of the Lildjan river,
containing a temple of Durgd called
Kuleswari (Kula and Iswari). But the
place abounds with Buddhist architec-
tural remains and figures of Buddha, On
a plateau just in front of the hill on which
Kuleswari's temple is situated, and on the
eastern side of a ravine which separates
the plateau from the hill, is a temple
which contains a broken image of Buddha
in the conventional form of meditation.
There are also two impressions of Bud-
dha’s feet on the top of the highest peak

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of a hill on the northern side of the valley
called the Akdsalochana, and figures of
Buddha carved in the central part of the
hill with inscriptions which have become
much obliterated by time and exposure.
The large bricks found at this hill also
attest to the antiquity of the place. The
letter, “Ma" of Makula must have
dropped down by lapse of time, and kula
was corrupted into kaluha. There can
be no doubt that the Brahmins appro-
priated this sacred place of the Buddhists
and set up the image of Durg4 at a sub-
sequent period after the expulsion of
Buddhism.

It was formerly
frequented by a very large number of
pilgrims from all parts of India during an
eclipse of the moon. Chandra (the moon)
is said to have been cured of consump-
tion, with which he was cursed, by bath-
ing in the river Saraswati.

Pdndua in the district of Hughli.
Multén (see Mulasthinapura),

A sacred place in Allahabad where
Brabmd performed sacrifice: this is the
temple of Alopi, which is considered as
one of the 52 Pithas where Sati's back
is said to have fallen. The temple con-
tains no image, but only a Vedi

Madawdr, or Mundore, eight miles
north of Bijnor in Western Rohilkhand.

The hills of Arangabad situated on
the banks of the Goddvari, graphi-
cally described by Bhavabhuti in his
Uttaracharita : in one of the peaks of
these hills dwelt the bird Jatdyu of the
Rdmdyana.

“In the city there is a Deva temple
beautifully ornamented and celebrated
for its numerous miracles. Accarding
to their records, this place is a noted one
for all living things to acquire religions
merit.”” He further says: ** Before the
hall of the temple there is a great tree
with spreading boughs and branches,
and casting a deep shadow. There was
a body-eating demon here, who, depend-
ing on this custom (viz., of commitling
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swicide), made his abode here ; accordingly
on the left and right one sees heaps of
bones. Hence, when a person comes to
this temple, there is everything to per-
suade him to despise his life and give it
up; he is encouraged thereto both by
the promptings of the heretics and also
by the seductions of the (evil) spirit.
From very early days till now this false
custom has been practised.”

There isalso a natural
fissure in the mountain called Hattiphor
tunnel (cave), through which a small ni-
vulet has worn a passage. The tunnel is
450 feet long with a diameter ranging
from 55 to 16 feet, and height 108 feet.
Thig cave is noticed in the Ramdyana
and in the Raghuvansa (Archeological
Survey Reports, Vol. X111, p. 41, and List
of Ancient Monuments in the Chota Nagpur
Division).

Sonitapura was the capital of
Védna Rdjd, whose daughter Ushd was
abducted by Aniruddha, the grandson
of Krishna (Harivansa). Dr. Fiihrer says
that Kotalgarh in the district of Kumaon
IS pointed out as the stronghold of Van4-
sura.

A ruined fort situated at Damdamé4 on
the bank of the river Punarbhavé fourteen
miles to the south of Dinajpur, is called
*Vidna R4jd’s garh,"” and it is said to have
been the abode of R4j4 Véna, whence
they say Ush4 was abducted by Anirud-
dha, and various arguments are brought
In to prove this assertion. But the route
of Krishna from Dwérikd to Sonitapura
as given in the Harivansa, and the des-
cription of the place as being situated
on a mountain, do not support the
theory that Damdaméd was the ancient
Sonitapura. An inscription found in the
fort proves that it was built by a king
of Gour of the Kdmboja dynasty. Véna
Réjd's fortin the district of Dinajpur is
as much a myth as the Ullara-gogriha
(northern cowshed) of R4j4 Virdta at
Kéntanagar in the same district. The
Assamese also claim Tejpur as the
ancient Sonitapura.

The capital of Kdsmir built by R4j4
Pravarasena about the beginning of the
sixth century of the Christian era.

Singraur on the river Ganges, eighteen
miles north-west of Allahabad. It was
the residence of Guhaka Nishdda, who
was the friend of Dasaratha and Rdma.

Rkamachandra on the western side of the
town, Haji Ilayas Shamsuddin, king of
Bengal, established his capital at H4jipur
in the middle of the fourteenth century,
and from him the name of Héjipur is
derived. The celebrated R4j4 Toran
Mal made it his residence when he made
the settlement of Bengal and Behar.
Sonpur, situated at the confluence of the
Gandak and the Ganges, was also in-
cluded in Visdla-chhatra. It was at
Senpur that Vishnu is said to have
released the elephant from the clutches
of the alligator, the fight between whom
has been described in the Mahdbh4rat.
Ramachandra, on his way to Janakapura,
is said to have raised a temple on the spot,
and dedicated it to Mahddeo Harihara
Nith, in honor of whom the celebrated
fair is held every year (Hunter's Stat.
Acet, of Bengal, Vol. X1, p. 262).

Besa.h, in the district of Mozaffarpur,
the Vaisali of the Buddhist period (see
Vaisals).

Buxar in the district of Shahabad in
Behar. It was the hermitage of Rishi
Viswdmitra, where Rdmachandra is said
to have killed the Rdkshasi T4arakd. The
Charitra-vana at Buxar is said to have
been the hermitage of the Rishi, and
the western side of Buxar near the river
‘Thord was the ancient Siddhdsrama,
the reputed birthplace of Vdmana Deva

Gokul, the water-side suburb of Mah4-
bana—a village in the neighbourhood
of Mathura across the Jamuna, where
Krishna was reared by Nanda during
his infancy, The name of Vraja was
extended to Vrinddvana and the neigh-
bouring villages, the scene of Krishna's
early life and love. The shrine of Sydm
L4l4 is believed to mark the spot where
Jasodd, the wife of Nanda, gave birth to
M4y4 or Joga-nidrd, substituted by Basu-
deva for the infant Krishna. Outside
the town is Puatnd-khar, where Krishna
is said to have killed Putand. Growse
identifies Mahdbana with Klisoboras of
the Greeks and supposes that the modern
Vraja was the ancient Anupa-desa. Var-
sdna was the birth-place of R4dhik4, the
favourite Gopi of Krishna.

Brindaban in the district of Mathura,
the scene of Krishna's love with the
Gopis. The original image of Govindaji
was removed to Jeypur and that of
Madanmohan to Karauli in anticipation
of the raid of Aurangzebe. The old
temple of Govindaji was built by Mdn
Singh in the thirty-fourth year of Akbar's
reign (Growse),

Manal, a village near Badrinéth in the
Himalaya.

Jajpur is a contraction of Yayéti-
pura (pronounced Jajatipura). It wasthe
capital of the Kesari kings till the tenth
century, when the seat of government
was removed to Cuttak by Nripa Kesari.
The temple of Birajd at Jajpur is one
of the 52 Pithas where a part of Sati’s
body is said to have fallen.

Ahmedabad was founded on the site
of the ancient city of Yessavul by Ah-
med Shah of Guzerdt in 1412 (Thornton’s
Gazelteer). Yessavul is evidently a cor-
ruption of Yasapura (pronounced Jasa-
pura). Ahmedabad was also anciently
called Karndvati (Fergusson).

Many of the places mentioned
in ancient Hindu and Buddhist works have not yet been
identified, and most of them defy identification. My attempt
in the Geographical Dictionary as well as in the present work,
feeble as it may be, has been to make a systematic arrangement
and collection of facts regarding ancient places which have been
identified, in order to make them useful to the public as works
of easy reference.

Achchhoda-sarovara in Kdsmir, six
miles from Marttanda, described by
Bdnabhatta in his Kddamvari. Mart-
tanda is situated about five miles to the
east of Islamabad, the ancient capital of
Késmir. The Siddhdsrama was sitoated
on the bank of this lake.

ADAM'S BRIDGE ... Setubandha between India and Ceylon,
said to have been constructed by Rdma-
chdndra with the assistance of Sugriva
for ‘cfossing over to Lank4.

Léra
or Ldla, In the seventh century, when
Hiuen Tsiang visited India, the southern
parts of Rajputana and Malwa were
known by the name of Gurjjara, the
modern peninsula of Guzerat being then
known by the name of Saurashtra. The
Sah kings of Szuréshtra from Nahapana
to Swami Rudra Sah reigned from 79 to
292 A. D. According to Fergusson the
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Saka era dates from the coronation of
Nahapana, who was a foreigner (History
of Indian and Eastern Architecture, p. 150).
But the convention of the last Buddhist
synod by Kaniksha, who was a Saka, was
a more remarkable incident of the time
than the coronation of such an insigni-
ficant king as Nahapana, as it concerned
the religion of the whole of India.

HAJIPUR =+  The sub-division of Hajipur, in the
district of Mozaffarpur in the province
of Bengal, was called 1. Visdl4, 2. Visdla-
chhatra. Rdmachandra and Lakshmana
are said to have halted at Hajipur on
their way to Mithild at the site of the
present temple, which contains the image
of Rdmachandra, on the western side
of the town. Vaisali (Besarh), eighteen
miles north of Hajipur, was the capital
of the Vrijjis or Lichhavis at the time of
Buddha. Sonepur, in the sub-division,
was the place where Vishnu released the
elephant from the clutches of the croco-
dile, and on the spot where the fight took
place, Rdmachandra is said to have rais-
ed the temple of Hariharanith Mah&deo.

HALA MOUNTAIN The southern part of the Hala moun-
tain along the lower valley of the Indus
was called Somagiri.
