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The peculiar way in which the States of the Central India Agency
intermingle, so that one State often has possessions in several Political Charges,
made the Statistics collected for the Imperial Tables useless for administrative
purposes, as far as individual Darbars were concerned. This has perhaps made
the Provineial Part somewhat bulky, but when the expenses borne by the States
are taken into consideration, it will be seen to be only just that they should
obtain Statistics in a form which conld be of practical value to them.

This Volume contains tables made out by States giving all the information
that, I think, is likely to be required for ordinary administrative purposes.

The States are so far as possible arranged by Political Charges.

Cantonments, Military and Civil Stations, and Railways have been separated,
as the land in these cases is ceded to British jurisdiction, and the administration
has passed out of the hands of State officials.

To give all tables was impossible, and I can only hope that those which
I huve compiled will prove useful.

Any special information, not contained in these tables but recorded, can
always be obtained from the Tabulation Registers.

State Reports.—A mnote on the Census of certain Selected States in each
Political Charge has been added to this Volume together with a few Subsidiary
Tables. 1t would have been impossible to do this for all States, nor could
[ spare the time to do more than give a sketch of the State figures. I must
leave it to those interested in any particular State to search the tables
themselves for more detailed information.

The States taken are Indore, Riwa, Bhopal, Dhar, Barwani, Datia,
Charkhari, Chhatarpur, Senior and Junior Dewas, Jaora and Ratlam.

The arrangement of this Part falls into 3 Sections.

Section I gives notes on the 12 Selected States of Central India. All
important Tables are dealt with.

Section II deals with the remaining States and Estates. Tables I to VI
are dealt with. A few Tables giving the main results for Cantonments, Military
and Civil Stations, and for portions of different Railways in Central India,
have also been added to this Section.

It will be noticed that Section Il gives details by perganas for the large
States and by whole Estates in case of small boldings.

Section III contains notes on Famine and Overcrowding, Provineial Table C.,
an Alphabetical list of Castes, Tribes, and Races, and Statements shewing Variation
in Area since 1881, and its distribution by Natural Divisions. Supplementary
Tables giving Leading Statistics, and a List of castes and sub-castes, with
figures denoting the Political Charges in which they were found, are also added.

The Supplementary Tables will shew Political Officers at a glance the area
and population in their respective charges.
The list of sub-castes is exactly as recorded at the Census and has been

printed simply to assist the Ethnographic Survey work. It has not been
examined at all and is necessarily most incorrect.

Notes and Tables on Selected States.
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NOTE ON THE CENSUS

OF THE

INDORE STATE,

DESCRIPTIVE.

(1). General—Indore iz the third largest State in Central India. Its area
. exclusive of gnaranteed holdings on which it has claims, is 9,500 square miles,
and its total population 850,690,

The Gwalior State has an area about 25,000 square miles, which may be comparad
to that of Greece (24,977)or of Ceylon (25,363), Riwa ofabont 13,000 square
miles.

The borders of Indore are for the most part included within Central India, but it
meets the Bombay District of Khandesh and the Central Provinces on the south,
while on the west it touches Rajputana. (vide Map).

(2). Administrative Divisions.—The State is for administrative purposes divided
into seven zillas or districts shewn on the map in different colours:—Rampura (green),
Bhanpura (mauve), Indore (yellow), Nemawar (blue), Mahitpur (chocolate), Mandleshwar
(brown), Kbargon (pink); and 53 perganas. The largest district is that of Khargon
in Bhopawar with an area of about 2,824 square miles nearly the same as Yorkshire
(2,778), while the smallest is Mahitpur in Malwa.

The perganas again vary in size from Nagalwari with 816 square miles of area,
to Talen Lataheri, which has an area’ of 2 square miles only.

Like most States in Central India the territory is not homogeneous but dis-
tributed over several political charges. It has portions in five out of the eight
charges of Central Indis, and one small portion in Mewar in the Rajputana
Agency. The whole State has been, since October 1899, under the general control
of a Resident, formerly it was directly nnder the Agent %o the Governor-General.

The greater part of the State lies in Bhopawar some 4,000 square miles, while
least lies in Bundelkband, only 36 square miles.

Some changes have taken place in the State for when, as mentioned above, a
Resident was appointed, 8 perganas were placed directly in his jurisdiction. Six
were taken from the old Indore Agency, one from Bhopawar and one from
Malwa, to form this charge.

All three natural divisions are represented, but the portion in the Lowlying
country, the pergana of Alampur, i8 situated far from the rest of the State, and
consequently presents peculiar features, which are not always comparable with
portions in the other two divisions.

There are some 4,000 square miles in the Plateau, 5,000 in the Hilly tracts and
47 in the Lowlying.

(3). Ruling Family :—The State is ruled by the Holkar Family of Maratha
Shudras. Thehouse was'founded in the beginning of the XVIII Oentury when Malwa
was divided between the houses of Sindia and Holkar, In the beginning of the XIX
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Century arose the contest for power between the Maratha confederacy and the British.
It ended as regards the Holkar family at the battle of Mahitpur on December 21st
1817—which resulted in the signing of the treaty of Mandsaur on 6th January 1818.

(4). Census.—There have been in all four enumerations of the Indore State or
of parts of it. The first was the enumeration made by Sir John Maleolm in 1820.
In this only a few perganas of the Indore State were dealt with. In 1881 the whole
State was epumerated, but no pergana figures Were recorded. In 1891 also the whole
State was enumerated, but the results were, save for a few general figures, shewn
only by political charges and, no pergana figures were kept. On this occasion all
important figures are being published, while figures for all tables by perganas are
available.

The Census of the State was carried out from headquarters at Indore by
Mr. Fatteh Singh, acting under my orders. The State was taken as a single unit and
not dealt with separately for each political charge in which portions of the State
are found. The work was well carried out, the books being carefolly filled in and
well written up.

DISTRIBUTION OF THE PEOFPLE.

(5). General.—The mean density of the State is B9 persons per square mile, a little
lower than the figure for all Central India, and the figure has fallen since 1891 by 26
persons per square mile,

The density for the Lowlying country is very high, and doe to the peculiar
position of Alampur, as I have already remarked. The Plateau figure is 19 persons
higher, and the Hilly tracts figure 6 lower, than the corresponding figures for Central
Jodia. Since 1891 the Plateau region has lost 42 persons per square mile and the
Lowlying 22 and the Hilly tracts 12.

The Districts vary considerably from 117 persons per square mile in Mandlesh-
war to 48 in Khargon, It is noticeable that Bhanpura and Rampura which suffered
severely in 1900 from famine shew the greatest decrease in population 64 and 57
persons per square mile respectively. Indore City, of course, shews a high density;
and also a considerable increase.

These variations are for the most part due to the bad seasons which bave affected the
State. |

(6). Town and Village.—The Town of Indore has been treated for Provincial
purposes as a “ City " and separate tables made out for it.

Indore city stands on the Khan and Saraswati streams which meet near the old
bridge at a temple of Mahader.

Aberigh Mackay in his “ Chiefs of Central India" says the name is derived
from “Indur” a rat. This seems to be a mistake “ Undir” being the word for a rat,
and this is not, moreover, the derivation which is given locally. The name is said
here to have come from the name of the old temple which stands on the bank of the
Saraswati stream near “Juna Indore,” near the new bridge. It is an old
temple of B00 years standing as tradition goes. It is dedicated to Shiva,
but bas always been known as the temple of “ Indreshwar.,” Malhar Rao Holkar
and Ahilya Bai encamped by this temple on the banks of the stream. I think this
derivation is a far more probable one.

The place was raised to the status of a town by the well-known Ahilya Bai after
the death of Malbar Rao Holkar towards the end of the XVIII Century. It was

originally a small village which stood on the site of what is now known as * Juna”
(old) Indore.”

Its population was about 63,000 in 1820, 75,000 in 1881, 82,000 in 1891 and on the
present occasion about 86,000.

There are 11 towns in Indore State and 3,379} villages.

The average town population of the State is 12,000 persons which is the same
as that for Central India, the average village having about 200 people in it. The
natural divisions have the same averages as those for all Central India.

(7). Town and Village groups.—Most people live, it would appear, in towns of
over 20,000. This ratio is due to the overwhelming population of Indore
city.

Among villages those of under 500 persons are most numerous.

There are on an average 18 houses per square mile, 25on the Platean and 12
in the Hilly tracts. The average number of persons ina house is about five, even
in the city it is the same, shewing that large houses are not as common as we might
expect.

The city figures shew an increase of 580 houses per square mile. The Lowlying and

Hilly tracts have more persons per house than the Platean—and agreeably to this
the hilly district of Khargon stands first—while Rampura stands last.
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(8). Comparison,—1 have in Table LI, compared where possible the return
for other Censuses and that of 1901. Though we have no official pergana figures
for 1851 or for 1891, I havein this case been able to obtain the 1891 figures from the
Darbar; they were not preserved in the Report or in the Agency Office, The table
speaks for itself and needs no comment.

It is possible that some changes of boundary may have taken place since Sir
John Malcolm made his enumeration in 1820, still the results are interesting.

RELIGIONS OF THE PEOPLE.
(9). General —Of the State population 79 per cent. are Animists.

Mahitpur has the largest proportion of Hindus, 91 per cent.

Rampura has most Jains, 3 per cent,, Indore most Mahomedans, 11 per cent., and
Ehargon most Animists, 23 per cent. !

The Natural Division figures shew that there are 11 times as many Animists in
the Hilly as in the Plateau region.

(10). Variation.—Owing to che difference in classification adopted at different
enumerations it is only possible to compare Animists and Hindus combined.

There has been a fall of 24 per cent. among them. Jains shew a fall of 5 per
cent,, Mahomedans of 10 per cent. The total population shews a fall of 22 per cent,
