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FOREWORD

My interest in the subject of this work was first aroused by a note
in Burton's “ Kasidah "’ (Quaritch 1880) referring to the Rubdiyat
of Omar Khayydm. This started me in my search for such few
editions and translations of the Rubdiydt as were then available ; to
these have been added subsequent editions, and material on the subject.
The catalogue of works then compiled has continued to grow and is
elaborated in this book.

In N. & Q., Tenth Series, Oct. 17, 1908, p. 307, appeared the
following advertisement : ‘I desire the co-operation of all who are
interested in the production of ‘ A Bibliography of the Rubdiyat of
Omar Khayydm,’ with Notes for an anthology of kindred literature ;
H. M. Schroeter. Los Angeles.”

This led to an exchange of Omariana with the advertiser, which
continued till 1914, when H. M. Schroeter abandoned his intention
to publish, and generously presented me with the manuscript material
he had prepared. To this has been added all available material during
the past fifteen years, the result of which is incorporated in the present
work.

In 1918 came the good fortune of acquaintance with Eben Francis
Thompson, of Worcester, Mass., from whom was obtained much valued
information concerning American Omariana. In earlier days Edward
Heron-Allen had generously granted the favour of open access to his
valuable collection, a boon indeed to the then budding collector.

The Oriental Section of this work has been greatly enriched
by the assistance of Jamshedji E. Saklatwalla, of Bombay, and
by Kazumi Yano, of the Taihoku Imperial University. Sir E.
Denison Ross of the School of Oriental Studies also proved himself a
valued and willing helper. The works of all these scholars will be
found listed under their respective headings. Thanks are tendered
also to H. M. Randle, of the India Office Library; to J. Gambier
Terry, of The Bodleian Library; and to H. Guppy, of the John
Ryland’s Library. It is hoped that this work will prove helpful and
stimulating to fellow collectors and students of the Rubdiyat, from
whom the compiler will welcome and gratefully acknowledge any
corrections and additions.

INTRODUCTION

Previous Bibliographies of the Rubdiyat have been attempted, notably
that of Nathan Haskell Dole in his ‘‘ Multi-Variorum ’ Edition,
Boston, Mass., 1898 ; and one in the Appendix to the Rubéiyit, Mosher,
“0Old World Series,” Portland, Maine (Tenth edition 1907). Since
that date the material has accumulated to the enormous proportions
dealt with in this work.

Parts I and II contain editions of the Rubdiydt embracing some
fifty different languages. Part III deals with works in prose and verse
pertaining to the Rubdiyat in books, magazines, and other periodical
publications in various languages. The foreign section is not fully
representative, it being somewhat outside the scope of my collection;
it suffices, however, to indicate the world-wide interest in the subject
which has invaded the domain of Literature, Art, Commerce, Music,
and the Drama. Part IV gives a list of manuscripts and of lithographed
and printed texts, which section also lays no claim to completeness.

Concerning the life of Omar Khayydm, very few well authenti-
cated facts are known to us. Authorities agree that he was born in
Nishépur, the capital of the province of Khorassan, in N.E. Persia,
in the first half of our eleventh century, and that he died A.D. 1123.

His poetic pseudonym “‘ Khayyam,” signifies *“ Maker of Tents,”
to which he whimsically refers in one of his quatrains :(—

* Khayydm who stitched in the tents of science.”

The name * Khorassan ”’ signifies ‘‘ Land of the Sun,” a title
amply justified by the beautiful climate of that district.

In early times agriculture flourished in Khorassan, and during
the Middle Ages cotton was grown on an extensive scale, and played
an important part in the industry and commerce of the district. From
the looms of Khorassan, came the finest woollen, silk, and cotton woven
goods. Weaving is to this day the characteristic handicraft of the
province, and its carpets, shawls, and other woven goods are still
unrivalled.

As a place of residence, Nishdpur enjoyed a high reputation ; its
outskirts abounded with beautiful gardens and orchards. Poets loved
to sing the praises of its dark-eyed maids, and its rare gardens.
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Historians assert that Nishdpur was the seat of several colleges or
schools of learning, where theology, science, and philosophy were
taught by able masters. Such was the environment which moulded
the mind of our Poet, who in the land of his birth in his own day, and
to the present time, ranks high as a mathematician and astronomer.
His reformed calendar is that used in Persia at the present day; as
a poet, however, he is overshadowed by his kinsmen Firdausi, Nizami,
Hafiz and Jami.

All his life, Omar was a searcher after Truth. The pursuit of
science was his chief delight. In religion, however, he differed from the
opinions held by the more orthodox readers of the Koran. Whether
he was a Skeptic, a Fatalist or a Sufi, students of the Rubdiyit must
form their own conclusions. Three only of his works survive to-day :
one each on Algebra and Euclid, and his Rubdiyét, or more correctly
speaking, that rendering of it done by Edward FitzGerald, by which
he is chiefly known to the Western World.

Edward FitzGerald was born at Woodbridge, Suffolk, on March 31,
1809, and was educated at Bury St. Edmunds, and at Trinity College,
Cambridge, where Thackeray and Tennyson were his contemporaries and
afterwards his lifelong friends. His unfortunate marriage with Lucy, the
daughter of his friend Bernard Barton, the eminent Quaker poet, led
to an early separation between husband and wife. FitzGerald died at
Merton Rectory, while on a visit to his old friend George Crabbe, on
June 14, 1883.

To Edward Byles Cowell, FitzGerald was indebted for his first
acquaintance with the works of Omar Khayydm. Cowell was educated
at Ipswich, and at Magdalen Hall, Oxford. He became principal of
the Sanscrit College in Calcutta, and subsequently professor of Sanscrit
at Cambridge.

In 1846 Cowell made some translations from the Odes of Hafiz
which he sent to FitzGerald. A few years later they were studying
Persian together, and thus commenced a friendship which lasted
throughout life and was destined to make FitzGerald and Omar
Khayyam famous. Cowell outlived FitzGerald some 20 years, but to
the day of his death he remained unsympathetic towards the expressed
sentiments of old Omar. In a letter to Cowell, dated 27 April, 1859,
FitzGerald adds :—

“1 sent you poor old Omar who has his consolation for all these
things. I doubt you will regret you ever introduced him tome? . . .
I hardly know why I print any of these things which nobody buys ;
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and I scarce now see the few I give them to. But when one has done
one’s best, and is sure that that best is better than so many will take
pains to do, though far from the best that might be done, one likes to
make an end of the matter by print. I suppose very few people have
ever taken such pains in translation as I have, though certainly not to
be literal.” And again, some three years later (7 December, 1861):
“I suppose you would think it a dangerous thing to edit Omar;
else, who so proper? Nay, are you not the only man to do it? and
he certainly is worth good re-editing. I thought him from the first
the most remarkable of the Persian Poets, and you keep finding out
in him evidences of logical fancy which I had not dreamed of. I doubt
I have given but a very one-sided version of Omar; but what I do
only comes up as a bubble to the surface, and breaks, whereas you,
with exact scholarship, might make a lasting impression of such an
author.” When writing thus, little did FitzGerald imagine how
lasting would be the impression made by his version, though, as with
most good work, recognition was slow but sure.

Among the early admirers of old Omar’s pearls were Swinburne,
Meredith, Richard Burton, William Simpson, Whitley Stokes, Mr,
Ormsby, Rosetti, and Carlyle. The latter facetiously dubs Omar
‘“ Mahometan blackguard,” while at the same time remarking on the
Rubdiyét, * the translation is excellent, the book itself a kind of a
jewel in its way.”

It is worthy of note that the earliest known reference to Omar
Khayyam in the Western World is in ‘“ De Emendatione Temporum "
(First edition, Basel, 1583 ; Second edition, Geneva, 1629, p. 304);
by that most eminent scholar of his day, and possibly of all time,
Joseph Scaliger, the founder of modern chronology.

As far as can be traced, the first translation into English, of any
portion of the Rubdiyat, appears in a work published in Vienna in
1816, containing, amongst other Oriental literature, 2 Quatrains
translated by H. G. Keene. This work was edited by Von Hammer
Purgstall, who two years later published a volume containing 2§
Quatrains of the Rubdiyat translated by him into German verse.
Other early references may be found in the works of Thomas Hyde,
Oxford, 1700, 1 Quatrain in Latin; Friedrich Riickert, Vienna, 1827,
2 Quatrains in German; Sir Gore Ouseley, London, 1846, 2 Prose
Sentences in English ; Garcin de Tassy, Paris, 1857, 10 Quatrains.
E. B. Cowell, Calcutta Review, March, 1858, 30 unrhymed Quatrains.

The Ouseley manuscript, upon which FitzGerald based his rendering
of the Rubdiyéit, was discovered by Cowell in 1856 amongst a mass of
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uncatalogued material in the Bodleian Library, Oxford. This MS. dates
from A.D. 1460, some 337 years after the death of Omar, and contains
158 Quatrains written in purple ink upon yellow paper, and powdered
in gold. The relative influence of the text of this, together with that
of the Calcutta manuscript, which is of later date and contains 510
Quatrains, is fully set forth in Edward Heron-Allen’s ‘* Rubdiy4t "’
(Quaritch, 1899).

What a chance for fame was lost when Parker of Fraser’'s Magazine
failed to publish the manuscript of the Rubdiyat which FitzGerald sent
to that Journal in January, 1858, and received back twelve months
later ! He then sent it to Quaritch, who printed 250 copies at Fitz-
Gerald’s expense. That FitzGerald, though at all times averse to the
publication of his name, was not wholly indifferent to the success of
his first rendering of the Rubdiyét (containing 76 Quatrains) is evident
from his letter to Quaritch, dated from Beccles, March 31, 1859, re-
questing him to advertise Omar in the A/keneum, and to send copies
to the Spectator. In a further letter the following day, he requests that
an advertisement be sent to the Saturday Review, and on April 5 he
asks for 40 copies of Omar to be sent to him at Beccles. The work
was published on February 15, 1859, and advertised in The Atheneum
of April 9, 1859, p. 473. Price 1 /-

After distributing copies amongst his friends, including W. B.
Donne, Geo. Borrow, and E. B. Cowell, FitzGerald presented the
remainder (nearly 200 copies) to Quaritch who advertised them in his
catalogue, No. 158, dated from 15-16 Castle Street, Leicester Square,
March 15, 1860, Price 1 /-, with a ‘ notice ”’ from the Lisferary Gazette
of October 1859.

The Second edition, of 500 copies, was published in 1868 at 1/6
(containing 110 Quatrains). In Quaritch’s catalogue of 1887 it had
advanced to 12 /-. In Catalogue No. 491, 1929, it is listed at £52 10 0.

The Third edition was published in 1872 at 7 /6, and the Fourth
edition in 1879 at 10 /6, each containing 101 Quatrains. The sale prices
of the 3rd and 4th editions have not increased in proportion to those of
the 1st and 2nd editions. The variations between the 3rd and 4th editions
consist of 17 words and 18 punctuation marks only. All four editions
published by Quaritch during the lifetime of the translator contain no
mention of FitzGerald’s name, nor do they claim to be translations in
the strict sense of the word, for it is worthy of note that the word
‘“ translated ”’ on the title page of the first edition is altered to ‘‘ ren-
dered ”’ on that of the subsequent editions.
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Surely it is given to very few works to attain such fame in so short
a time as that now enjoyed by the Rubdiyat, of which several millions
of copies have been sold. May we not find the reason for this in that
‘ He has the touch of common humanity which makes ages kin."”
‘ He, saying in an acceptable way of what all men feel in their hearts,
but have not had expressed in verse before.”

No promise of success appeared likely to attend the issue of the
first edition, which took eleven years for the price to advance to 3/,
where in Quaritch’s Catalogue of June, 1868, it is described as ‘ rare.”
Two years later a Catalogue states that * copies of the first edition
have all disappeared " in spite of which a Morocco bound copy is
offered for 7/6 in the Catalogue of October, 1874. An advance to
£4 4 0 appears in the 1887 Catalogue with the following footnote :
““ The attractions which these remarkable poems possess for persons
of taste, is so great that the editions (not inclusive of unauthorized
reprints) have been exhausted.”

The prices of copies of the first edition may here be noted from
auction sale records. October, 1893, £5 5s. 0d. ; June, 1896, £6 6s. 0d. ;
February, 1898, £21 ; March, 1900, £23 10s. 0d.; August, 1903, £37 ;
June, 1905, £46; 1910, £51; 1911, £62 10s. 0d.; 1919, £91; 1920,
£120; 1921, £200; March 31, 1927, £650 ($3,260 N.Y.); April 3,
1928, £740 (Sotheby’s). Quaritch Catalogue, No. 423, 1929, Item No.
491, £1,200. Anderson Galleries, N.Y., Kern Sale, 1929, Item No.
522, $8,000—£1,600. Hodgson’s, June 12, 1929, £1,410. Thus may
we trace the steady advance of this once neglected pamphlet, “in
beggarly disguise as to paper and print, but magnificent vesture of
verse,”’ now so eagérly bought up by the successors of the very firm who
in early days could not dispose of copies at 1 /- each, and were forced to
consign them to the penny box. These “ penny box ' sales are con-
firmed by Quaritch himself in his Catalogue, No. 194, dated December,
1899, containing the following Note : ‘‘ Nearly the whole of this, the
first edition of * The Rubdiyét,’ I sold (not being able to get more) at
one penny each. Mr. FitzGerald had made me a present of about 200
copies of the 250 he had printed.”

That only some few remaining copies survived the removal of
Quaritch to 15 Piccadilly in the spring of 1860, is evident from a letter
which FitzGerald wrote to W. B. Donne in 1868 announcing his forth-
coming second edition and adding * the former edition was as much
lost as sold when Quaritch changed houses.”

Upon the expiration of the Copyright the market became flooded
with copies ranging in price from one penny to editions de luxe. A
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volume elaborately bound and jewelled by Sangorsky, valued at {1,000,
went down with the Titanic in 1912. The first illustrated edition
(Vedder) in de luxe form (Boston, Mass., 1884) is a noble tome measuring
174 x 15, and tumning the scales at 16 Ibs. " In contrast with this the
Rubdiyét is also contained in what is claimed as the smallest book in the
world—measuring & of an inch square (Columbus, Ohio, 1900).

Mention may be made of the exquisite MS. written on vellum by
William Morris and decorated bI:Bume Jones (pp. 24, 6 X 3%), 1872.
Given to Mrs. Burne Jones, and later presented to the British Museum.
Such MSS., however, are outside the scope of this work.

As to the relative merits of FitzGerald’s four editions,.and of these
compared with other versions, readers must form their own conclusions.
Some of these translations have been made from manuscripts other than
the two with which FitzGerald was concerned, and thus we get a varied
number of Quatrains from these translators, thus :—Thompson (1906;
gives 878 Quatrains ; Payne (1898) gives 845 Quatrains ; Johnson (1913

ives 762 Quatrains ; Whinfield (1901) gives 508 Quatrains; Nicolas
1867) gives 464 Quatrains, and so on. The question of the authenticity
of the Quatrains is fully dealt with in Heron-Allen’s ‘ Rubdiyit ™
(Nichols, 1898,.

The beauty of form in any literary work is necessarily lost in trans-
lation, though it may be, to some extent, replaced or imitated in a clever
rendering ; but beauty of ideas is less difficult of preservation, and in
this respect FitzGerald succeeds as interpreter as well as translator.
Certain it is that the Rub4iy4t in literal translations pleases but few
readers. Most foreign words, especially those expressing abstract
qualities, cannot be adequately represented each by one exact equiva-
lent ; therefore no translation of a masterpiece can ever be wholly
satisfactory, though scores of attempts have been made since the day
when FitzGerald’s immortal rendering ‘‘loomed large " upon the
horizon of the literary world.

Many of these attempts are meritorious in their own particular
way, none however are worthy of such praise as Tennyson accorded to
FitzGerald’s.
