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ORGANIZATIONAL 
SET-UP 

Sangeet Natak Akademi-the 
National Academy of Music, 
Dance and Drama-was launched 
in 1953 for the furtherance of the 
performing arts of India, a task in 
which it cooperates with 
counterparts in the States and 
voluntary organizations all over 
the country. By arranging free 
performances in various parts of 
the country by renowned veterans 
as well as by talented artists of the 
younger generation, through 
training programmes supported by 
scholarships, and through 
documentation and dissemination 
the Akademi seeks an enhanced ' 
public appreciation of music, 
dance and drama, together with a 
quickened exchange of ideas and 
techniques for the common gain of 
Indian performing arts. The 
objectives of the Akademi are 
more specifically stated in its 
Memorandum of Association 
(excerpts: Appendix I). 

During the period under report, 
Shn Jamshed J Bhabha, 
Chairman of the Akademi since 
1994, relinquished his office in 
May 1998. Dr Prem Lata Sharma 
Vice-Chairman, looked after his ' 
work from May 1998 to 5 
December 1998 when she passed 
away at Varanasi. The President 
of India appointed Dr Bhupen 
Hazarika as Chairman of 
Sangeet Natak Akademi on 
7 December 1998. 

The Principal Executive Officer 
of the Akademi during the period 
was Miss Sharbari Mukherjee. 
The Principal Executive Officer is 
assisted by Deputy Secretaries for 
Music, Dance, Drama, 
Coordination, Finance, 
Publication, Documentation Film 
the Librarian of the Akadem'i and ' 
the Directors of Kathak Kendra 
and Jawaharlal Nehru Manipur 
Dance Academy which are 
constituent units of the Akademi . 

Kathak Kendra, New Delhi, and 
Jawaharlal Nehru Manipur Dance 
Academy, Imphal, are training 
institutions. The management of 
the two institutions vests in the 
Executive Board of the Akademi 
which is assisted by the Adviso~ 
Committees of the two constituent 
units. Reports on the activities of 
these institutions are included in 
this Report. 

During the period, meetings of 
the General Council, the 
Executive Board and various 
committees constituted by the 
Executive Board (namely, the 
Finance, Grants, and Publication 
Committees) were held. Meetings 
of the Advisory Committee for 
Jawaharlal Nehru Manipur Dance 
Academy and the Advisory 
Committee for Kathak Kendra and 
other Advisory Committees were 
also held. These are listed at 
Appendix III. 

The attempt to give added 
dimension to presentations of 
music, dance and theatre through 
discussions etc. continued during 
the year. 

In view of the importance of the 
training at basic and advanced 
levels with gurus of traditional arts, 
additional training programmes 
were launched. It is proposed to 
increase the number of training 
programmes by extending support 
to gurus and masters of various 
disciplines who would be working 
with a few select students. The 
prinCipal events organized by the 
Akademi during this period are at 
Appendix IV. 
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AKADEMIAWARDS 
AND FELLOWSHIPS 
1997 
The General Council of the 
Akademi met on 19th May 1998 in 
New Delhi and elected Shri Badal 
Sircar, eminent playwright and 
theatre person, as Fellow of the 
Akademi. The Council also 
selected 23 other personalities in 
the field of performing arts for the 
Akademi Awards for 1997. 

The Fellowship and Awards 
carry a purse of Rs 40,000 and 
Rs 25,000 respectively, together 
with a shawl and tamrapatra. The 
honours were conferred on the 
artists by Shri K.R. Narayanan, 
President of India, at an 
investiture ceremony at 
Rashtrapati Bhavan, New Delhi, 
on 9 December 1998. Among the 
23 awardees, twelve were 
musicians, six were practitioners 
of dance, and five were theatre 
persons.

PROMOTION AND 
PRESERVATION OF 
TRADITIONAL 
PERFORMING 
ARTS 

The scheme supports training 
in forms of music, dance and 
theatre which are threatened or 
are in danger of extinction. 
Honorariums to teachers and 
stipends to students are paid by 
the Akademi by way of incentive, 
the effort being to sustain these 
arts through the traditional 
teaching-learning process. Details 
of training are regularly reported. 

The following training 
programmes are under operation: 
Pakhawaj under Raja Chatrapati 
Singhju Dev; Sarangi under Ustad 
Sabri Khan and Guru Inderlal 
Dhandra; Nagaswaram under 
Guru T.S. Latchappa Pillai; 
Vedaranya Nagaswaram under 
Guru P. Chinnappa Pillai; Murli 
and Satara (wind instruments of 
Rajasthan) under Pempa Khan 
Manganiyar and Meherdeen 
Langa; Nattuvangam and training 
in Bharatanatyam under Guru 
Kittappa Pillai to students of the 
Isai Vellalar community; 
Yakshagana Gombeatta (string 
puppets of Karnataka) under Guru 
Kogga Kamath; and Sufiana 
Kalam of Kashmir under Shri 
Ghulam Mohammed Saznawaz 
and Shri Ahdul Gani Namtahali. 

Besides training, the scheme 
also envisages support to young 
artists from traditional practising 
families and gharanas, etc., who 
do not receive support in normal 
course. 

ESTABLISHMENT OF 
NATIONAL CENTRES FOR 
SPECIALIZED TRAINING IN 
MUSIC AND DANCE 

Under the scheme of 
Establishment of National Centres 
for specialized training in music 

and dance, the Akademi has 
identified Kutiyattam and Chhau 
dance of Seraikella, Mayurbhanj 
and Purulia as artistic traditions 
that appear to be threatened. 
Support is extended for 
strengthening the existing training 
centres and to set up new centres. 

SUPPORT TO KUTIYATTAM 

Under the project of support to 
Kutiyattam the Akademi envisages 
systematic transmission of the art 
through training and regular 
performances. Launched in 1991, 
the programme supports 
Ammannur Chachu Chakyar 
Smaraka Gurukulum at 
Irinjalakuda for training purposes 
under Guru Ammannur Madhava 
Chakyar (with supporting teachers 
and trainees), and subsidizes 
Margi, Trivandrum, to enable the 
institution to hold weekly 
performances. The training 
programme in Mizhavu-playing is 
being conducted by Guru P.K. 
Narayanan Nambiar with a 
number of trainees. The project is 
also being periodically reviewed. 

SUPPORT TO CHHAU DANCE OF 
MAYURBHANJ 

Based on encouraging reports, 
the programme of training 
including scholarships to students 
at Baripada, Rairangpur, 
Bhurkundi and Chitrada, 
scholarships to students of Mohuri 
and Dhol, and refresher courses 
for teachers and students of 
music, and accompanists, 
continued. The project has 
achieved notable success in its 
primary objective of sustaining 
and strengthening the tradition of 
Chhau dance by creating an 
ambience for regular training and 
practice of Chhau. The progress 
of various activities under the 
project was reviewed by a 
Committee of experts in the field 
in June 1998, which 
recommended extension of 

support to this project for a furtHer 
period of five years. 

SUPPORT to CHHAU DANCE OF 
SERAIKELLA 

Under the project of support to 
Chhau dance of Seraikella, the 
entire district of West Singhbhum 
was surveyed to identify young 
trainees, teachers and musicians 
available in different villages. 
While the training programme in 
dance under Guru Lingaraj 
Acharya began in the month of 
July 1998 at Seraikella, extension 
of training programmes in dance, 
Dhol and Shehnai-playing were 
coordinated by the Government 
Chhau Dance Centre, Seraikella. 
Under this project teachers, gurus 
and musicians are paid monthly 
remuneration and select trainees 
receive monthly stioends. 
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INTER-STATE 
CULTURAL 
EXCHANGE 
PROGRAMME 

The programme promotes 
exchange of performing troupes 
and individual artists with the 
objective of creating an integrative 
awareness of our performing-arts 
traditions. While implementation of 
the programme is the 
responsibility of State 
Governments and Union 
Territories, the Akademi plays a 
pivotal role in the exchange by 
advising the governments 
concerned and subsidizing and 
coordinating the tours sponsored. 

The exchange programme is 
chalked out annually in 
consultation with the 
representatives of States and 
Union Territories. The XXlInd 
annual conference of State/Union 
Territory representatives in 1998 
was held in Shimla. 

Twenty-one tours took place 
during the period on the basis of 
the schedule finalized at the 
Annual Conference held on 10

The Akademi as a spcialised 
performing-arts body is 
responsible for some of the tasks 
envisaged in the cultural 
exchange programmes between 
India and other countries. The 
Akademi acts mainly as a clearing 
house for material and information 
on the performing arts of India, 

. exchanging books,tapes and 
archival material with institutions 
in various countries. 
During the year the Akademi sent 
books and cassettes to 33 
countries amounting to Rs. 1.80 
lakhs. The Akademi also 
sponsored Shri Tapas Sen, 
eminent lighting designer, to a 
seminar held in London on theatre 
designing. Further, the Akademi 
presented, in collaboration with 
the Embassy of Iran, a lecture­
demonstration of Persian classical 
music (Iranian Setar) by Ali 
Mohammed on 23 November 
1998 at the Conference Hall of 
Sahitya Akademi, New Delhi. 

FINANCIAL 
ASSISTANCE TO 
FELLOWS AND 
AWARDEES 

Under the scheme of financial 
assistance to Fellows and 
Awardees and financial assistance 
for festivals, the Akademi 
sponsored Awardees in various 
festivals all over the country.

The scheme covers 
mediclaim insurance upto a limit of 
Rs. 1 lakh and accident insurance 
up to Rs. 1.5 lakhs for Fellows 
and Awardees covered under the 
scheme. 

PUBLICATIONS 
The publication programme of 

the Akademi, initiated soon after 
its inception in 1953, includes 
books and monographs on the 
performing arts and the quarterly 
journal Sangeet Natak. Besides, 
to promote publication on music, 
dance and drama, the Akademi 
helps authors and publishers with 
grants for books and periodicals in 
English and Indian languages. A 
list of Akadmi publications is at 
Appendix V. 

Numbers 125-126 and 127-128 
of Sangeet Natak were published 
during the period. 

Financial assistance was 
provided to the following 
performing-arts periodicals: Sruti 
(Rs. 40,000); Natarang (Rs.

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DOCUMENTATION 
AND 
DISSEMINATION 

Over the years the Akademi 
has built up a large archive of 
audio-tapes . photographs, and 
films on the performing arts; since 
1981. it has also added video­
tapes to its holdings. The material 
is disseminated through audio and 
video listening and viewing 
facilities, music - dubbing and film 
projection. Material from the 
Akademi's archives has been 
extensively used in publications, 
films, television and research on 
the performing arts of India. 

DuMng 1998-99, 2470 
photographs (black and white) , 
370 colour films, 700 colour slides, 
120 hours of audio-recordings and 
310 hours of video recordings 
were added to the archives of the 
Akademi. The total holdings of the 
archives up to March 1999 
included 1,26,436 photographs, 
3,655 colour slides, 16,330 hours 
of audio recordings,3 ,310 hours of 
video recordings, and 
approximately 1.44 lakhs of 16 
mm film material. A list of 
recordings during the year is at 
appendix VI. The more important 
of these include audio-recordings 
of the Indo-British Young 
Musicians Concert series in 
various cities of .India (November 
1998 - March 1999) and video­
recordings of the dance and music 
of the Andaman and Nicobar 
Islands (5-8 April 1999). Extensive 
recordings of the performances of 
Nicobari, Andamani, Jarwa, 
Shompen and other tribes of the 
Islands were undertaken. 

A workshop on documentation 
(Documentation: Plans, Problems 
and Prospects) was organized 
during this period for the benefit of 
personnel of the Zonal Cultural 
Centres, State Akademis, etc. The 
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workshop was held from 21 to 25 
December 1998 at the Conference 
Hall of Sahitya Akademi , New 
Delhi . Shri Bhaskar Chandavarkar, 
Eminent music composer and 
Awardee of the Akademi, was the 
Director of the workshop, which 
was inaugurated by Dr R.v. 
Vaidyanatha Ayyar, Secretary, 
Department of CUlture.Twenty­
five speakers were invited for 
lectures covering documentation 
of arts. Personnel working in the 
field of documentation, 
dissemination and preservation 
from Zonal Cultural Centres, 
State Akademis, CCRT, IGNCA 
and other organizations attended 
the workshop. 

Technical officers of the 
Documentation Unit also imparted 
training to technical personnel of 
other agencies. A photographer of 
the Allahabad Museum was given 
training in colour processing, 
printing, and duplication of slides 
in the Akademi's photo laboratory. 

The Akademi released a three­
Compact Discs of music along the 
Ganges, titled Ganga, in 
collaboration with Virgin Classics, 
France. Efforts are beings made 
to release the same set in India 
both on compact discs and in 
cassette format. 

During the period over 250 
visitors utilized the facilities of the 
photo library and archives. The 
Akadmi also supplied copies of 
2179 black-and-white and colour 
photographs and 98 colour slides 
to various individuals and 
agencies on payment. About 16 
hours of audio and video films 
were made available to scholars, 
media as well as other institutions. 
Twenty-four VHS copies of video 
films and nine copies of pre­
recorded audio-cassettes 
produced by the Akademi were 
sold. 

MUSEUM 
Musical instruments , masks 

and headgears, puppets and other 
objects have been collected in the 
Akademi since its inception. 
Methodical collection. however, 
began in 1968, when the Akademi 
organised a major exhibition of 
folk and tribal musical instruments. 
Regular acquisitions have been 
made since then, supplemented 
by gifts from musicians and 
visiting troupes. The Museum 
houses about 1300 objects, of 
which about 250 are on view in 
the gallery-chiefly folk, tribal and 
classical musical instruments. Its 
holdings of masks, puppets, 
costumes and other artifacts are 
also substantial. 

The process of systematic 
numbering, accessioning and 
indexing of the collection of 
musical instruments was 
completed during the year. 



LIBRARY AND 
AUDIO VISUAL 
LIBRARY 

The Akadmi 's library has over 
the years acquired a specialized 
collection of books on the 
performing arts, many of them 
rare and out of print. Catering 
chiefly to students and 
researchers in the performing arts, 
the library receives about a 
hundred Indian and foreign 
periodicals and has a total 
collection of 22,936 books. 

The collection of the Audio­
Visual Library now stands at 9678 
discs, 763 pre-recorded cassettes 
and over 425 copies of audio 
cassettes from the archives of the 
Akademi. This also includes 72 
video-cassettes of dance,music 
and theatre and over 144 compact 
discs of Indian music. 

PROJECT GRANTS 
TO RESEARCH 
WORKERS 

Since 1973, the Akademi has 
made available funds for research 
in the performing arts of India. 
These grants are for individual 
researchers in music, dance and 
theatre. (Appendix XI). 

BUDGET AND 
ACCOUNTS 

The Akademi receives a grant­
in-aid from the Department of 
Culture , Government of India, to 
meet the expenditure on its 
activities. The budget of the 
Akademi for Non -Plan and Plan 
expenditure in the financial year 
1998-99 was as follow:

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KATHAK KENDRA, 
DELHI 

A constituent unit of Sangeet 
Natak Akademi, Kathak Kendra is 
one of the leading dance-teaching 
institutions in the country. 
Established in 1964, it offers 
courses in Kathak dance as well 
as allied subjects like vocal music 
and Pakhawaj. The elementary 
courses are : a (part-time) five­
year Foundation Course in dance 
for the age group 7-16 and a 
(part-time) three-year-Diploma 
(pass) Course for the age-group 
13-22. The advanced full-time 
course in dance are a Diploma 
(Honours) course of three years 
(age-group 16-24) and a two-year 
Post-Diploma Course (age-group 
19-26). There are special courses 
of three years each in Hindustani 
vocal music and in Pakhawaj­
playing. There is also a refresher 
course of up to a year for dance 
teachers and for students of the 
Kendra who, having completed 
the Diploma (Honours) or Post-

. Diploma Course, desire to teach 
Kathak. 

Kathak Kendra has a 
Production Unit which strives to 
enrich the repertoire and 
technique of Kathak through 
experimental work. The Kendra 
has on its staff teachers of 
eminence in various disciplines. 
The management of Kathak 
Kendra vests in the Executive 
Board of Sangeet Natak Akademi, 
which is assisted by an Advisory 
Committee for Kathak Kendra. 
The Chairman of the Advisory 
Committee is the Vice-Chairman 
of Sangeet Natak Akademi. 

Kendra as a service 
organisation 

The Kathak Kendra continues 
to render useful service to other 
institutions by allowing them to 
draw upon its dance talent for 
performance, teaching, etc., within 
and outside the country. 

Production Unit 

The Production Unit of Kathak 
Kendra is a well-known repertory 
of Kathak dance and music. The 
Unit has contributed towards 
expansion of the Kathak dance 
style. 

REVIEW OF THE WORKING OF 
THE INSTITUTION 

A review of the working of the 
institution was undertaken by the 
Akademi in pursuance of the 
decision of the Executive Board. 
Headed by Dr Prem Lata Sharma 
former Vice-Chairman, the Revie~ 
Committee submitted its report to 
the Executive Board in October 
1997 and to the General Council 
in 1998. The report has been 
submitted to the Department of 
Culture, Government of India, for 
approval. 

FESTIVALS 

The following festivals and 
programmes were held during 
1998-99 : 

Dikshantotsava 

As part of the annual 
examination, Dikshantotsava was 
held at the auditorium of Triveni 
Kala Sangam, New Delhi, from 9 
to 15 May 1998 in which 37 final­
year students of various courses 
were featured. The programme 
was to evaluate the achievements 
of the Kendra students as solo 
performers. 

Konark Festival: 
Bhubaneshwar 

The Kendra presented a 
programme on 1 and 2 December 
1998 at the Konark Festival 
Bhubaneswar, under the ae~is of 
the Odissi Research Centre 
Bhubaneswar, and Orissa T'ourism 
Development Corporation. 

Natyanjali: Chidambaram 

On an invitation received from 
Nalyanjali , Chidambaram, a group 

of 40 senior students and artists of 
the Kendra was sent on a study­
cum-performance tour at 
Chidambaram and Thanjavur from 
14 to 18 February 1999. The 
study-cum-performance tour 
helped the students to broaden 
their horizon and widen their 
knowledge in the field of dance. 
The group performed in 
Chidambaram and Thanjavur and 
visited brihadeshwara Temple. A 
meeting with the Bharatanalyam 
master Guru Kittappa Pillai and a 
visit to the Saraswati Mahal 
Library was also arranged. While 
returning via Chennai they also 
visited Kalakshetra Adhyan at 
Chennai. 

Students' Festival Series 

The Kendra for the first time 
held a festival in collaboration with 
the India Habitat Centre, New 
Delhi, from 14 to 17 March 1999. 
The festival featured some of the 
past students of Kathak Kendra. It 
was meant to provide a platform 
to former students and to assess 
their capability as solo performers. 

Kathak Mahotsava 

The Kathak Mahotsava was 
presented at Kamani Auditorium 
from 6 to 11 February 1999. The 
festival featured front-ranking 
dancers of Delhi . Tabla 
accompaniment was provided by 
eminent artists from other parts of 
the country. 

Annual Examination 

The Kendra conducted its 
annual examinations for the 
academic session 1997-98 from 9 
to 15 May 1998.

Manipur Dance 
Akademi, Imphal 

A constituent unit of Sangeet 
Natak Akademi, JNMDA has its 
origin in the Manipur Dance 
College established by the 
Government of India in January 
1954. The institution was run with 
financial support from the 
Akademi up to 1957. In that year it 
became a part of Sangeet Natak 
Akademi and was renamed 
Jawaharlal Nehru Manipur Dance 
Academy. JNMDA has an 
Advisory Committee headed (ex­
officio) by the Governor of 
Manipur which formulates the 
programmes and schemes of the 
institution. A consultative body 
with recommendatory powers, the 
Advisory Committee assists the 
Executive Board of the Akademi in 
the management of JNMDA. 

JNMDA is the leading 
institution in the country for the 
teaching of Manipuri dance and 
offers several comprehensive 
courses in Manipuri dance, music 
and allied subjects like Lai 
Haroaba and Thang-ta. The 
courses are designed as a 
foundation for professional artists. 
The institution has teachers of 
eminence on its staff. It also has a 
Production Unit. 

The following programmes 
were organized by JNMDA during 
this period: 

Foundation Day of the Academy 

The Foundation Day of the 
Academy was held on 1 April 
1998 at the Academy Auditorium. 
His Excellency Shri 0 N 
Srivastava, Governor of Manipur 
and Chairman of the Academy, 
Shri R K Priyagopal Sana, retired 
Pradhan Guru, and Shri Ratan 
Thiyam, Vice-Chairman of the 
Academy, graced the function as 
Chief Guests. Solo performances 
by the students of JNMDA were 
the highlight of the function , which 
was well attended. 
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Kumjanba Thouram of Ibudhou 
Chakhaba 

A one-day programme of 
Ibudhou Chakhaba was held at 
the shrine of Ibudhou Chakhaba in 
the Academy complex on 21 May 
1998 as part of the Lai Haraoba 
festival. This is a ritual part of the 
Lai haraoba festival. Gurus, artists 
and students participated in the 
programme. 

Programme in U.S.A. 

A 15-member troupe of the 
Academy led by Shri L 
Joychandra Singh, Director, 
JNMDA, partiCipated in the Path­
Mark Multi-cultural arts Festival on 
30 May 1998 which was 
celebrated as part of America's 
largest ethnic celebration. The 
group presented traditional 
programmes of Manipuri dance 
and music. The group also 
presented another programme in 
New York on 31 May 1998. 

Two more programmes were 
presented-the first in the 
Auditorium of the World Bank on 2 
June 1998 in the presence of the 
World Bank President, and the 
other on 5 June 1998 in the 
auditorium of Wheaton High 
School , Silver Spring, MD. The 
performances received wide 
acclaim. The programmes were 
sponsored by the Government of 
India Tourist Office, New York. 

Patriots' Day 

The students of the Academy 
observed Patriots' Day on 13 
August 1998 at the Academy 
Auditorium. Gurus, artists and 
officials of the Academy spoke on 
the significance of the day in the 
history of Manipur. 

200th Death Anniversary of 
Rajarshi Bhagyachandra 

A 14-member cultural troupe of 
the Academy visited Nabadwip to 
participate in the 200th death 
anniversary of Rajarshi 

Bhagyachandra organized by the 
Rajarshi Bhagyachandra Death 
Anniversary Celebration 
Committee, Nabadwip, West 
Bengal, from 21 to 26 September 
1998. The troupe presented Nata­
sankirtana and Maharas on 29 
September 1998 as the 
concluding event of the festival. 
The Academy's programme began 
on 25 September 1998 with Nata 
Sankirtana. 

A festival to commemorate the 
same anniversary was held in 
Imphal in March 1999. 

Cultural Programmes at Imphal 

The Academy presented two 
sponsored programmes of 
traditional Manipuri dance and 
music during this period.
