(8) Improvements effected by the estate to the old pre-settlement irrigation works
by way of additional facilities, i.c., new sluices, new headworks or new channels, ete.,
the cxpenses incurred thereto and what accounts there are in suppert of it.

(4) Maintenance charges of each irrigation work per year with the revenue from the
ayacut thereof.

To ull Landholders with income of more than Rs. 10,000 a yoar.

REPLIES RECEIVED FROM LANDHOLDERS.

Letter from Kixe anxD ParTribGE, - Solicitors (Fisher Estate). Notaries and
jommiassioners for Oaths, High Court - Hcuse, to the Seccrctary to the Madras
Estates Land Act Committee, dated 28th April 1938.

We are in receipt of your letter dated the 25th instant.

We have applied for the necessary information and will furnish you with the same in
due course.

Letter from the Manager, Uttukuli Zamin, to the Secretary to the Madras Estates Land
Act Committee, dated 28th April 1938,

Adverting to your letter, dated 25th April 1938, requesting to furnish certain infor-
mation on irrigation works in the Uttukuli Zamin, 1 beg to inform you that there are no
irrigation works in the Uttukuli Zamin at present, nor any existed prior to the Permanent
Settlement. No amount on account of maintenance has therefore been incurted on that
account.

Letter from the Manager, Kalahasti Samssthanam, to the Secretary to the Madras
Estates Land Act Committee, dated 30th April 1938.

~ The required information according to your letter, dated 25th April 1938, is furnished
herewith :—

(1) The irrigation works at the time of the Permanent Settlement in regard to each
village in the estate have been more fully described in the Strattons Report, Paimash
register, etc., which is available only in the office of the Board of Revenue, Madras.

(2) No doubt many improvements have been effected and minor irrigation works
also constructed in the whole estate when necessary arisecs. Many of the villages of this
estate have been sold away in covurt auction from the year 1909 to 1917 and the records
appertaining to thcse villages have been handed over to the sulepurchasers and they are
not available with us to furnish the necessary information and account in support thereof.

(3) The old pre-settlement irrigation works have also been improved and the addi-
tional facilities have also been created and the records in support thereof are not available
with us.

(4) The main irrigation source for the villages in my possession and the Kalahasti
Zamindari is the Swarnamukhi River channel diverting from the river with many side
channels for each and every village lying by its side. The water from these channels becomes
supplied both to the lands of the villages as well as to the tanks. There is plenty of water
flowing from these channels so much so at time the ryots need not depend upon the tank
water. Every year the main channel is being repaired along with the side channels to
prevent the accumalation cf #ilt and allow free passage of water.

I am in due receipt of your letter dated 25th April 1938, regarding information about
maramat works,

The information required by you is very claborate and covers many years, This infor-
mation can only bo prepared after lengthy verification of old and new records of my
estate. I think it will take some months of work by special clerks.

Letter from Zabdatul Akran Sri BiLvsu Bucur SARvaArRAYUDU Garu, Proprietor,
Kapileswarapuram and Kesanakurru Estates, Kapileswarapuram, East Godavari, to
the Secretary to the Madras Estates Land Act Committece, Madras, dated 4th
1938.

With reference to your communication, dated 25th April 1938, requesting me to furnish
some information about the irrigation works in my estate, I have the honour to state that
the estates Kapileswarapuram and Kesanakurru which belong to me were purchased by my
ancestors long time after permanent settlement in the years 1816 and 1852, respectively.
Hence I do not possess any accounts or records to show the irrigation works or sources
which were in existence at the time of permanent settlement.

With regard to the new irrigation works started by me after settlemet please allow me
to state that the tanks which were in existence when my ancestors took possession of the
estates were still maintained by me as tanks and a list of such tanks was furnished to you
in reply to question No. 3 of your confidential No. 74-37, G., dated 8th December 1937,
The amounts spent by the estate in each fasli for repairing the said tanks, etc., were shown
in Appendix C, annexed to the written evidence filed by Mr. Chaganti Seshayya, Tannadar
of my Kapileswarapuram Estate. Further, a number of channels dug at the expense of
the estate were transferred to the Government free of compensation for the Polavaram
Island Project and the connected drainage schemes.

The estates do not derive any revenue from the ayaout under any irrigation work and
now irrigation is being carried on through the Government canals.

Tetter from Sri I. T. Ovaraxonpama NAICKER AYYAN, Zamindar, Ayakudi, to the
Secretary to the Madras Estates Land Act Committee, Madras, dated 3rd May 1938,

T have the honour to submit that I have no records for reference to split and show the
irrigation works done at the time of the permanent settlement and subsequent to it
separately.

sonstructed by one of my ancestors at the time when Viswanadha established himself at
Madura as a ruler.

The tanks or other water sources which were existing when I assumed charge of this
estate In 1926, are being maintained throughbut in good order by daing necessary ropairs
and by mecting incidental charges for repairs wherever and whenever necessary, year by
year, except Chakkaliyan Anicut breaoh in 1933. This irrigation repair is one in the nature
of a *‘ contributory work *” between the Government and the zamindar—Vide last paragraph
under question 3—irrigation facilities—in my reply letter to your reference No. 74-37-G.,
dated 8th December 1937,

{fever) many acheres have been abandoned.
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Letter from Sri R. RamErnass Avvar, Zamindar of Kannivadi, 90, Poonamalle Road,
Kilpauk, Madras, to the Seécretary to the Madras Estates Land Act Committee,
Madras, dated 4th May 1938,

I furnish particulars celled for in your letter, dated 25th April 1938, regarding the
irrigation sources in this zamindari.

1. Irrigation works at the time of the permanent settlement.- —There are no records available
in my zamin office t¢ show what irrigation werks were in existence at the time of the grant.
The records available are those which were transferred to me by the Midnapore Zamindari
Company from whom the zamindari was purchased. These records relate to the period
commencing from the year 1909 or fasli 1318, The list of works which were shown as
works that ought t¢ be maintained by the zamindar has been furnished to the committee
in the course cf the evidence given by my Diwan at Madura. A copy of that list is sent
herewith.

2. New srrigation works consiructed subsequent to permanent setilement,—There are not
such works,

3. The following improvements have been done to the irrigation works in this estate.

(i) Mangarai tank and anicut—A new anicut and a scouring sluice have been con-
structed as the old anicut was washed away. The latter has been provided with
a screw-gearing shutter and a new supply channel has been excavated in rocky
ground as the site of the new anicut is now taken about half mile above the old
site. The capacity of the tank ig increased by raising the bund and a proper
supply is insured. The cxpenditure on these items amounts to more than
Rs. 17,000 although the ayacut is only about 110 acres yielding an annual revenue
of Rs. 447.

(i) Ammapaiti anicut.—This has been reconstructed with a new body wall as the old
dam was in ruins and no water covld enter the channel. After this new construc-
tion, the water-supply never fails. '

(iii) Ammakulam anicut—Two head sluices and a scouring sluice have been construc-
ted and serew-gearing arfangements introduced for regulating water, The anicut
is also completely restored.

(iv) Alagupatte Periyakulem —A masonry weir and a tank sluice have been newly
constructed.

(v) Tamaraikulam mear Dindigul.—The supply channel to the tank has been
remodelled with the construction of ten new sluices and locking arrangements pro-
vided. The scouring sluice has been reconstructed and screw-gearing shutter
introduced. The anicut ix also thoroughly repaired.

(vi) Narasingapuram anicut—This anicut was in a very bad condition. The central
portion was sunk and water leaking through the crevices. A concrete wall had
to be constructed in front to prevent any future damages to the anicut. 1t s also
considerably improved by granting the apron and providing nose revetment for
safeguarding the bank. The water is now freely flowing in the river channel
without any wastage at the head.

(vii) Puliyankuiam tank—Three new sluices have been constructed as the old ones
were in a dilapidated condition and had to be dismantled. The weir has been
completely repaired and a new scouring sluice with shutter arrangements is being
introduced. The bund has been raised. and widened as it carries a carts-track.
This tank was giving a lot of trouble by breaching often. With the present
improvements all anxiety is remncved and water-supply to the ayacutdars perfectly
insured.

(viii) Athikulasn tank.—The weir has been reconstructed and the tank recently
repaircd.

(ix) Aiyampalayam Tamaraikulam tank.—The two seouring sluices are provided with
screw-gearing shutters and the masonry dismantled and reconstructed. The bund
has been improved by raising it and providing revetment at a cost of nearly
Rs. 14,000.

All the other irrigation sources arc kept in good condition and the amounts spent for
repairing all these sources are given in the statement filed at Madura on 24th February 1938
when the Enquiry Committee sat.
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Particulars of the expenditure incurred with the years in which the works were carried
out are given in the .tatement referred in the reply to paragraph 1. They are supported
by vouchers in my office.

4. Works carried cut have nst been speeifically classified under maintenance cr improve-
ments. The statement already referred to gives particulars of all kinds of work carried out.
A statement showing the ayacut and the revemue under each source is enclosed.

Zawindar of Pamulapada and Venkatrapragada, etc., Estates, Ranga Vilas, No, 34,
Edward Elliots Road, Mylapore, to the Secretary to the Madras Estates Land Act
Committee, Madras, dated 7th May 1938, Ex, D. No. 22.

The four villages of my estates, viz., (1) Pamulapadu, (2) Ventrapragada, 3)
Ravulapadu and (4) Vinjarampadu are irrigated entirely by the Kistna delta canals, which
are under the control of the Government. These canals superseded the old estates tanks
and there are at present no tanks or other irrigation works which are under the control of
the estate.

Letter from Sri K. SivasaNkara Mupariar, Zamindar of Kannankurichy, Salem, to the
Secretary to the Madras Estates Land Act Committee, Madras, dated 5th May
1938, No. F. 109/46.

With reference to your memorandum, dated 25th April 1938, calling for particulars of
irrigation sources, etc., I beg to state as follows,

Kannankurichy Estate consists of five main villages. There are two tanks and
other irrigaticn channels from dams in rivers from the Shevaroy Hills. These tanks are
called ug i meaning new tanks ¢t Kannankurichy village, which ought to have
been constructed only subsequent to the permanent settlement as will be evident from the
name of the tank. There are three channels in Palapatti village, one named Garudapakshi
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Anaivaikal and the others called Malayathu vaikals. -In the former there has been con-
structed a dam for taking the water for irrigation which too has been recently repaired at
heavy costs. In Japthiveeranam village there is an eri held latterly as belonging to the
inamdar and zamin wet lands are being irrigated with this. Besides this there is another
stream commencing from the Shevoroys and irrigating the wet lands of this village. There
is an eri in Thathampatti village and yearly repeirs for same are being carried out,

Yearly I have to spend nearly Rs. 500 towards repairs and maintenance of these
irrigation sources and no separate accounts are being maintained for these items,

Besides the above information T regret that T am not able to say anything further
as the estate was purchased about the year 1900 only by my forefatbers and excepting the
sale deeds there is no other old record available with me to give the particulars needed.

Lastly when this estate was surveyed about the year 1918, the assessments were
fixed only upon the basis of the paimash rates only which were the individual assessments
originally fixed in cash only by the British Government before forming out the estates and
which tenants were paying for a long time ; and there has been no dispute about the rate
of rent at the time of survey cr at any other time excepting frivolously in one or two stray
instances just to procrastinate proceedings in courts which however have also been decided
as the paimash rates only and duly upheld.

With reference to your letter, dated 25th April 1938, I have the honour to furnish the
following information.

2. T have appended herewith two separate statements showing the pre-settlement and
post-settlement irrigation works, the improvements affected to pre-settlement works subse-
quent to the permanent settlement with an estimated or actual expenditure for the same,
the estimated cr actual costs incurred for the construction of the post-settlement jrrigation
works, and also the accounts from which this information has been arrived at. It is by
consultation of the cld Bubands of fasli 1208 or thereabout that the pre-settlement works
have been separated from the post-gettlement works. As regards the information required
regarding the annual maintenance charges for these works T have already submitted in my
evidence before the committee that these works do not need annual repairs, that periodi-
cally as occasion arises, amounts are spent for their proper upkeep and that there is no
allotment f or annual maintenance of each work. I have also submitted to the commijttee
that an amount of Rs. 39,000 and odd is spent annually towards maintenance of irrigation
works in the estate, this being the average taken from the amounts spent under that head
for the last ten years. The total area irrigated by these works is 41,181 acres and odd.
‘The revenue realisable by the estate from this area is Rs. 3,12,000 and odd,

3. During the course of my evidence I have been asked to furnish information so tar
as it is available on certain points. I have herewith appended separate statements show.

4. As regards the Vanthuvaradi system it is not possible te trace from the accounts
available in the estate the exact time at which the system has been apyplied in each village.
It is also not clear whether this system was enforced at all ir all the villages,  Infact, there
are several villages in which there were no enhancements of rents during the regime of the
late Raja, that is between 1862 and 1890. It may be noted that the main object cf the
‘gystem was to ensure impartiality in the distribution of the holdings—good, bad or indiffer-
ent—to the several tenants in the village and this system was in vogue in Government
villages even from prior tc 1825. I invite your kind attention to the relevant portions
.on this topic in the Godavari District Gazetteer, pages 168 and 238 and Godavari District
by Morris, page 314.

5. As I have submitted already in the course of my evidence, the increase in the rental
in fasli 1297 as compared with that at the permanent settlement is nct due to the introduc-
tien of the above system or by the arbitrary enhancement of rents. The increase was gra-
dual ranging over a period of 85 years and to several factors such as large extents cf waste
land being brought under cultivation, improved irrigation facilities which converted thou-
sands of acres of dry land into wet and also increase in the productive capacity of the
existing wet lands and the rise in prices cf foodstuffs. The statements referred to in para-
graph 2 supra showing the post-gettlement works and the cost of Rs. 3,61,850 incurred for
their constructicn and the improvements efiected at enormous cost of Rs, 4,17,583-1-2
to the existing pre-settlernent works will reveal the interest evinced by the zamindars ever
gince the permanent settlement in the matter of improving the gross yield on lands in this
estate. In particular, it may be mentioned that some of the major works shown in the above
statements such as (a) the R. R. B. tank of Mallavaram costing an amount of Rs. 80,000
approximately and which bas a tank-bed of 1,632 acres and an ayacut of nearly 7,000 acres
(b) the Krishnavaram calingula of the Yeleru at a cost of about Rs. 25,000, (¢) Kasu tank
of Madhavapuram at a cost of Rs, 26,000 and which has a tank-bed of 215 acres and irri-
gates an extent of 990°50 acres, (d) Thammayya tank of Kumarapuram which had ite bed
ares of 12 acres and odd has been increased to 80 acres, (e) Gorasa tank which had its ked
area of about 20 acres has Leen increased to 58 acres, were constructed or improved during
the time of the late Raja. On account of these improved facilities the income during his
time might have increased to some extent though it is not possible to predicate, with cer-
tainty, the exact amount.  But as I submitted above, the late Raja has shown correspond-
ing advantages to his tenants.

Letter from Sri Resara Parrasrr Rama Reponr Garu, Zamindar, Kondur Estate, Stone-

With reference to your communication, dated 25th April 1938 I have the honour to
submit the following replies.

1. The villages forming our estate originally in the Zamindari of Kalahasti.
These villages and some others were purchased by our predecessors and Messrs. D. Venkata-
subba Reddi and Kodandarami Reddi jointly in Court suction in 1910, All the villages
that were purchased in 1910 were under the management of late Mr. D. Venkatasubba
Reddi of Neilore up to 1922, In 1922 there was a partition in which our father late Mr,
Rebala Sundara Rami Reddi got the villages now in our possession and enjoyment. Hence
I am unable to give any positive information about the irrigation works that existed in
the villages at the time of the permanent settlement.

2. Subsequent to the purchase of these villages by us, i.e. 1910 one tank was con-
structed at Ravipadu Udayagiri taluk called ‘ Bommugunta cheruvu’ at a total cost of
about Rs. 3,000, That was during the management of late Mr. D. Venkatasubba Reddi
and so [ am not in possession of any accounts regarding the construction.

© 3, After 1910 new sluicés hgve heen oponed for the tanks at Veeranakallu, Polampadu
and Peddakonduru villages. Apart from thie, I am not aware of any other improvements
as such, The old varavas (supply channels) which have been rendered out of use have been
set right. The tank bunds have been raised, strengthened and rivetments have been con-
structed. Proper facilitics have been afforded to.take off excess flow of water.

3. Improvements made.—A new anicut across Kuppanpatti odai at the head of the
supply channel to Maunarkottai-Periyakulam tank and a new road culvert to Meenakshi-
puram cart-track in the said supply chaunnel were constructed, the former at a cost of
Rs. 4,122 through Public Works Department in fasli 1336 and the latter at Rs. 1,135 through
the Minor Irrigation Overseer, Sattur, in fasli 1343.

The Board of Revenue approved of the subdivision on 26th February1849
but the District Collector carried the orders on 14th February 1850. Almost all the docu-
ments earlier were filed in the Kovvada kalva suit but copies are available with me so far
those items are concerned. Since the Kovvada channel suits are pending exccution in the
Gevernment Agent’s Court, Hast Godavari, the criginal records are not available with me,
The enclosed figures are deduced from other available papers in the office but I know it
is not the entire information required by the Committee. '

In addition to the information already given in my statement, dated 15th January
1938, under item No. 3 which ranges from faslis 1310 to 1346, I beg to submit that the
enclosed available information ranges from faslis 1273 to 1308 both inclugive.

4. Al my wet lands of the Gangole muttah are leased out on half and half sharing
system. The income varies with the yield of the crop and the price of the paddy. When
once a kudimaramat is effected, the work does not demand repairs for some years. Gene-
rally the maintenance charges of all these tanks may be Rs. 1,000. Of course additional
investments ought to be made only when a particular work requires interference. Then
only additional investment should be made and on the annual average this figure also may
be fairly struck at another Rs. 1,000 investmert. In all a provigion of Rs. 2,000 should
be made to keep the works in tact both in the way of permanent repairs as well as by way
of maintenance. ‘

With reference to your letter, dated 25th April 1938, I have to inform you that the
whole zamin comprising seventeen villages was leascd out long ago for thirty years toone
Nattukkottai Chettiyar by my deceased husband Rajkumar, V. R. T. Dorai Raja and he
also sold fourteen villages to one Nagappa Chettiyar of Kadiapatty of Pudukkottai State
for a low price owing to the pressure of debts on condition that the vendee should take pos-
session of the villages after the expiration of the lcase time.

After the death of my husband I launched a suit in the District Court, Tanjore, that the
gale of the abovesaid villages is illegal and the said sale should be set aside. In these
circumstances the court appointed the said Nagappa Chettiyar as the Receiver for the
village sold. The lessee handed over all the records of the whole zamin to the Receiver.
The records of the three that are nct included in the sale were also handed over to the
Receiver by the lessee. So I am not in a position to furnish the information required by
you. Irequest you to refer the matters to the Receiver for getting the information.

Hence maintenance charges are not shown against each
item but 1 may submit for your information, that the usual allotment for the whole estate
is Rs. 10,000 a year but in some years, the actual repairs may fall short of that figure or
may slightly increase, as exigencies arise.

3. The Xottam estate is wnsurveyed and therefore information as to the ayacut
under each irrigation work and the revenue derived therecn cannot be furnished.

1. The irrigation works referred to in the printed statement No. 2 given in connexion
with question No. 3 of the second questionaire issued by the Estates Land Act En-
quiry Committee by the Zamindar of Turaiyur have been in existence from the time of
the permanent settlement.

2. No new irrigation works have been constructed.

3. In Keerambur village eri referred to in printed statement No. 2 given headwork
with sand vents, etc., have been constructed at a cost of Rs, 2,000 and odd about seven
years ago. A new sluice also has been constructed in Turaiyur big eri at a cost of about
Rs. 400, thirty years ago and there are accounts to smpport the expenditure.

4. The irrigation works are kept in good condition. The expenses incurred cannot
be given year after year as repairs and improvements are being done and have been effected
whenever and wherever found necessary.

Letter from J. B. Brown, Esg., o.L.E., L.C.8., Collector and Agent to the Court of Wards,
Trichinopoly, to the Secretary to the Madras Estatcs Land Act Committee, Madras,
dated 28th May 1938, L. Dis.

No information is available to show how many tanks existed in the estate at the time
of the permanent settlemment. But at the time when the estate was handcd over by the
Court of Wards to the late zamindar in 1907, there were 600 tanks under ayan and 108
under devasthanam sections or 708 in all. A statement showing the tanks in each vil-
lage is appended.

2. No irrigation works were presumably constructed and no improvements of the kind
referred to in paragraph 3 were effected subsequently.

3. The charges incurred in the maintenance of the irrigation works after the Court of
Wards assumed the management of the estate on 23rd July 1927 are noted against the
tanks concerned in the statement above referred to.

1& 2. There is no information about the irrigation works that existed at the time of the
permanent settlement in regard to each village in the samasthanam. Asirrigation in the zamindari
has always beon mostly from tanks, it has to be presumed that the tanks have all been existing
from time immemorial, perhaps with slight variations from even prior to the permanent settle-
ment in 1803, though most of them have heen restored or renovated several times during the lon
interval that has elapsed. g

3. I may mention at the outset that the extension and development of the irrigation resources
of the zamindari has been the guiding policy and principle of administration during the last ﬁftif
years.

With this broad policy in view, new and promising irrigation schemes have been evolved and
worked out in the best interests of the estate regardless of the cost and with the sole eye to the good
that would result thereby to the ryots. The new schemes relate mainly to the utilization of the
large volume of drainage water which naturally find it way into that portion of the zamindari
adjoining the south eastern. borders of the Government Melur taluk of the Madura distriet irrigated
by the tenth snd eleventh brsnch channels and some of the distributaries of the twelfth branch
channel of the Periyar system.

Schemes were evolved to utilize such surplus water to augment supply to a lsrge number of
tenks in the zamin and to put the supply to them on sound basis end thereby prevent the huge
surplus from going to Waste and from damaging the zamin tenks into which they fell, There We%e
also some independent schomes, A short account of the mein schemes carried out is gi';ren below
with the approximate cost incurred :—

(L) Thomarakki chonnel scheme.—The upper odai (also called the Thiravadur odai) and the
major portion of the Fachanodsad, all of which drain & large srea of Periyar fed tract in
Government limjts empty into the Alangudi tank of the Sivagangs zamin, A schen;e
was worked out in the year 1899-1902 at & cost of Rs. 23,123 to supply about eight tenks
lower down Alangudi tank by constructing & net work of supply channels with the ne’cee;
sary head regulators and cross drainage Works after thoroughly repairing the Alangudi ta.nk
and providing it with adeguate surplus arrangements and masonry shuices. A small
beginning wes also made by the Fagchanodgischeme detailed below.

(2) Bachanodai channel scheme.—Thig schemp was worked out to utilize a portion of the
Eachanodsi which drains about 15 square miles of Periyar fed area. The E:ichanodg.
enters into Government Keelapanangadi tahk, the nearest Government tank in the nej h’1
hourhood under which the samasthanam alse owns # portion of the ayacut. The sam%s-
thrnam is entitled to the surplus of the tank at both its flanks. The scheme Weswt(;
utilize 2 portion of the left flank surplus to supply 2 chain of eight tanks below to b'e in
with, A portion of this scheme on a small scale Was Worked out previously under %he
Thrmarekki chennel scheme. It was improved and enlerged and a further system of
channels have been constructed at o cost of Rs. 16,073 in the years 1918-1922, * Beside
this & sum of Rs, 4,963 has been paid as full contribution to Government for PrOVid,-n’
2 surplus Weir to Government Keelapanangadi tank at its right flank and improw, ementg
to Keelapanangadi tank which is at the head of the scheme, ‘ *

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(3) Sheildkal or the Adinipatiy channel —This channel scheme Wes constructed in the years
1018-1928 ot & cost of Ra. 59,435 to utilize a portion of the surplus of samesthanam
Adinipatty tank into which falls the surplus of Government Kuruchi and Maruthengudi
tanks which are 2t the tail end of the twelfth branch channel of Periyar, The scheme is
now supplying 27 tanks lower down,

4) Zamin Periyar channel scheme.—The channel from sluice No. 22 of the ninth distribu.
tary of the twelfth branch channel ended north of the Vellamslai ridge which forms the
boundary between the Government Melur tsluk and the zemin at this place. As the
zamin tanks to the south of the ridge suffered from great scarcity of water o chennsl for
about ten miles in length was constructed in continuation of the Government Periyar
channel to supply Periyar water to tanks having en ayacut of 1,274 acres, at & cost of
Rs. 16,632 in the years 1912-1915 to supplement the existing supply whenever Periyar
water could be spared by the Executive Engineer, on payment, by the zamin, of the usual
weater rate and cess to the Government. Though the main channel was dug to 2 distance
of ten miles &s far as Kanjirankal near Sivagangs, yet the srez of supply came to be
gradually restricted by the Hxecutive Engineer ufter the expesnsion of irrigation in the
Periyar delta, in the Melur taluk especiully of the double crop srea. Rven so, the
scheme hes been of great benefit to the villages of Sonaipatty, Alagichipstty, Malampatty,
Kooturavupsatty and Kandangipatty, situsted within the first three miles of the channel
portion &t the head. Inaddition to the expendjture incurred in constructing the zamin
channels & sum of Bs, 7,850 has been contributed to Government by the samasthsnam
in 1928 towards the entire cost of improving the sluice No. 22 and the channel below
in Government limits so that water may not get wasted on the way whenever it was
let down by the Exccutive Engincer. Fucilities for Periyar supply from the eleventh,
distributary of the twelfth branch channel has been aveiled of by the samasthansm to
supply & number of tanks of Alagamanagari, Periyakottai and Jaysnkondanilsi villeges
of the zamin,

(5) Pandiankal scheme—This channel scheme from Virusilayar river was constructed to
supply Tiruppattur and Kendavarsyenpea bty tonks at a cost of Rs. 8,568 to ssgure and
supplement supply to the sbovesaid two tanks in the years 1912-1917.

(6) Eriyur tank scheme.—This scheme was carried out in the yesr 1914-1917 at a cost of
Rs. 11,936 including cost of surplus weirs and regulators to supply a chain of tanks below
Eriyur. :

(1) Brahkmanampatty channel scheme. —This channel was constructed in the year 1916-1920
at o cost of Rs. 25,740 to ensure supply to Brahmanagmpetty tank the surplus of which
feeds many tanks lower down., ’ ‘

These schemes have stood the test of time, well and heve proved themselves to be of great
utility end usefulness to the ryots as the material resources of the ryots and the zamindeari have been
grestly developed thereby.

Apart from the constructions of these new sehemes, the enhancement of irrigation facilities
and the restoration and renovation of the irrigation sources have also absorbed the attention of the
administration, Surplus weirs have been provided for the important tanks to prevent them from
breaching periodically and causing serious demages and loss frequently both to the landholder and
the ryots. The sluices in the deep bed of the bigger tenks have all either been provided or recon-
structed sfresh with puces sluices either of masonry or of reinforced concrete pattern., Most of the
sluices in the minor tenks also which were either open cuts or pelmyrs, spouts and which were
dengerous spots in the tank bund, have beon provided with either Henkeys’ pipe or of reinforced
concrete pipes lnid kutchs. Revetments have been provided to s few important fanks whose bunds
are badly exposed to weve action. Flood banks have been constructed in 2 few cases to protect the
nanjes against demage by floods. A pretity large number of such works has been carried out prior
to fasli 1328 or 1018 but the details relating to them are not readily available, Hence the cost of
such expenditure incurred from fasli 1328 onwards only up to date is furnished below up to end of
fasli 1347 :-—

As stated already the administrations during the last fifty years fully realizing the importance
and value of keeping the irrigation sources in order to have either renovated or repaired them
and have been maintaining them in fair condition during this period. Though large amounts have
been spent prior to fasli 1328 also on such repairs, yet the cost is not correctly ascertainable. Hence
the figures for the neriod from fasli 1328 to end of fasli 1347 only are furnished. The tota]
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charges incurred on mainjenance of irrigation sources during this period of twenty years work to
Rs. 36,89,907. These represent only the expenditure on maintenance and repairs to irrigation
sources and do not include the expenditure of Rs. 1,14,061 on new irrigation schemes and of
Rs. 3,01,748 in constructing sluices, weirs, ete., constructed during this period and mentjoned
above in reply to question No. 3.

The tota] approximate income that hes been derived fro m the wet ayacut in the same period
of twenty years works to Rs. 232 lakhs. As the income from the wet ayacut of eachirrigation souree
is not ascertainable the total income derived from the nanjs ayacut from fasli 1328 up to end of
fasli 1347 is furnished together with the maintenance charges on irrigation sources for the same
period,

Letter from the Manager, Arni Jagir, to the Jegirdar Saheb of Arpi, dated 30th May 1938, No, Dis,
309 of 1938.

The Arni Jagir was not permanently settled under Madras Regulstion No. XXV of 1802,
but continues as such ever since the grant in the early part of the seventeenth century. Itis not
therefore possible to class:fy the irrigation sources as pre-settlement or post-settlement. All the
irrigetion worksin the jagir sre maintained in addition to the new works constructed which are dealt
with below,

There are 176 tanks having generally good storage capacity, The Kemandala and Naganedi
draining east to west afford good irrigation facility by means of river channels and the Cheyyar
river in the south feeds four villages. There are 27 river channels, 13 madugu channels and 2
kondams, oné’in the Naganadi end the other in Kamendals, A statement showing the irrigation
sources of each village in the jagir with the ayacut under them with the rent derivable therefrom is
givenin Appendix A to which reference is solicited.

2. New irrigation projects were considered by Sri A, Srinivasa Rao Sahib, the tenth jagirdar,
present jagirder’s grandfather, and fresh schemes Were put in operation to afford additionalirrigation
facility by way of constructing six kondems and two river channels as detailed in Annexure B.
These works Were carried out at 2 considerable cost and are everlssting monuments in the field of
irrigstion improvements. Accounts and documents relating to these works are not traceable and
should have cost several thousands,

3. Asteady programme of repairs to the existing irrigation works was envisaged by the Court of
Wards when the estate wes under its management during 1902 to 1906, in the minority of the late
jagirdar Sri A. Tirumale Ruo Sahib.  The repoirs to each source underteken were 21l improvements
on the existing state by weay of providing mesonry calingala, new type design sluices, ete., since
the old tanks with their natural bye-washes, and pot end pipe sluices, were remodelled on new lines
in sccordance with the type designs and Government standard specifications. The improvements
are therefore tengible and are of lasting velue though the accounts and documents in support are
not traceable.

During the 21 years of the last Court of Wards administration which terminated only recently
i.e., on 31st December 1937, a sum of Rs. 4,39,038 was spent on irrigation works from foslis 1326 fo,
1347 by & steady progremme of rotation according to the urgency of each caseas deteiled in Annexure
(. Tven during this period two masonry skin walls in the river channels were undertaken
one at Thatchur and the other at Tirumalaisamudram at a cost of Rs. 4,900 and Rs. 4,700
respectively. _

For the expenditure of Rs. 4,39,038 there are ample accounts and records' in support such as
work register, sanctioned estimates, measurement books and bills paid in support thereof. 'The
budgets for these years will show an average allotment of not less then Rs. 20,000 per annum on
irrigation works alone.

4. Tt is not possible to give the charges of maintenance per annum for each irrigation work
because all the irrigation sources are not repeired annually but only those that require to be attended
to in the order of need. Annexure C will show the total amount spent annually on irrigation
works from the years 1917 to 1937 ; the amount spent on each work annually is exhibited in An-
nexure A. Details for the amount spent on each irrigation work during the Court of Wards regime
from 1902 to 1906 and in the preassumption period are not readily traceable.

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Letter from the Manager and Agent, Kasimkota, etc., Estates, Kasimkota, to the Secretary
to the Madras Estates Land Act Enquiry Committee, dated 4th June 1938, R.C.
No. 20/47.

After the receipt of your reference a search is being made for old records and from the
records picked up so far it is clear that the facilities for irrigation are more improved ithan
at the time of permanent settlement. A memorandum of irrigation facilities is herewith
submitted for the Committee’s perusal.

The cost of the improvements and new constructions cannot be now given and a further
search is being made for old records.

Excrosuke,
Memorandum of Trrigatoin facilities.

1. (@) The majn irrigation source for this estate is the Sarads River which runs right through
this estate with fertile wet lands on either side of it for about ten miles.

Tt appears from old correspondence that there were no flood embankments to the river at
the time of the permanent settlement but that the river used to overflow and damage the wet
lands and crops frequently. It appears food banks have been formed about the year 1879 and is
being mainteined by the estate ever since at heavy expense. The original construction of these
flood banks—about fifteen miles in length—should have cost the estate some lakhs of rupees.
Subsequent to the formation the flood banks were revetted with stone in many places and in two
places masonry Walls also Were constructed to withstand the onslaught of the floods. In some
places diversion of the river also was effected at great cost in the interests of the wet lands, The
maintenanes during the ten years 1925-1935 of these flood banks which benefit the wet lands
in the estate yielding & gross rental of about Rs, 70,000 costed the estate Rs. 53,409-12-6.

() In addition to the Sarada River flood banks the estate formed flood banks snd is main-
taining them for some minor hill streems (geddas)also.  One such geddais the Mamidivakegedda,
To protect from its loods the Wet lands of Gobburpalem, 2 flood bank was formed in 1900  when
the estate was under the Court of Wards. The flood bank was repaired again in the years 1935—
1936,as it was badly damaged by oxcessive floods at a cost of Rs. 1,962, There are many such
geddes, to give protection from the damages of which the estate is now incurring heavy

expenditure,

2. Coming to the direct irrigation the main irri gation source is the Szrada River as already
stated and water from the same is taken to the lands by constructing dams across the river, The
first dam ealled the Godari Anicut is & measonry anicut with head sluices fitted with screw-gearing
shutters snd thisis maintained by Government as & contributory work and this estate takes one-third
of the water from this dam, Though itis doubtfulif this masonry anicut was constructed subse-
quently to the permeanent settlement, many improvements to the anicut and the channel were
carried out subsequent to the permanent settlement,

After the Godari snicut there are now five more dams (rough stone packed ones) across this
river which irrigate this estate lands. (There used to be another dam, viz., the Genaparti dam also
across this river but this was abandoned recently as a better source of irrigation was provided for
the ayscut under this dam at the request of the ryots.) Out of the five dams now existing, one ig
maintained by Government as a contributory work and one by the Vizianagram estate as a custo-
mary work. All these irrigation works can be said to be in an improved state if their condition
at the time of the permanent settlement is taken into account. The ease of one such dam, viz.,
the Narasapur dam, which has a vast ayacut under it and serves eight villages and which till very
recently used to be maintained by Government is given here: It appears from old records that
by the time of permanent settlement the .ryots (_)f all these villages nsed to take water from the
river by constructing a temporary dam with theq' labour, every now and then, with stone, brush
wood and palmyra trunks, through a channel which hes an open herd. As a consequence of the
open head of the channel, in times of flood, the lands as well as tho crops nsed to be damaged. To
s vert this damage, subsequently a masonry sluice was constructed and mesonry walls were construc.
ted as flood banks, By the construction of the rough stone packed dam subsequently the supply
of water is more sure and continuous and the ryots were saved the trouble of reising the dam very
frequently. In another way also this irriga,'tion work was improved, TW(? hill streams—Rangu-
bolu and Mamidivaka geddas—used to fall into this Narasapur chaunel bringing lots of sand and
congsequently the channel used to be silted up frequently and the irrigation under the same suffered,
The geddas Were therefore diverted to fall into the river Sarada st grest cost.

3. Rolugedda and Melupaka channels —-Melupaka chennel which is the irrigation source for four
villsses branches off from Rolugedda. By the time of the pormanent settlement, & temporary
dam used to be raised across the Rolugedda to divert water into the Melupeka chznnel but a8 the

temporary dam was liable to be washed away frequently the supply of weter used to be precarious.
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Now this channel has a sure and constant supply of water from a pucce masonry dam constructed
ab great cost by the estate when it was under Court of Wards. Further the ryots used previously
t0 raise tomporary bunds in the channel to take water to their fields but masonry dems and regula-
tors were constructed subsequently, viz., (1) Kallepallivari Kattu, (2) Ravimanu Kattu (not mason-
ry), (3) Thonjeru Kattu and (4) Rachavidi Kattu.

Agein in Rolugedda a pucee regulstor, celled Challomalla Kattu, was constructed, where
rough stone dam used to be in existence. Ever since the abovementioned improvements are
given effect to, the tenants under the respective dams and regulators are now feeling happy in res-
pect of irrigation to their ayacuts.

4. Mamidivake Gedda—This is the irrigation source of four villages. - A temporary dam with
rough stone and brush-wood used to bo raised across the gedda to take water for irrigation. But
subsequently when the estate wes under Court of Wards & pucca masonry dam with head sluices
fitted with screw-gearing shutters weas constructed at great cost,

5. Tanks.—Improvement was effected to many tanks by way of constructing masonry surplus.
weirs and creating increased facilities for feeders of the tanks.

Letter from Syep Hussamw Samis Bahadur, Manager, Singampatti estate, to the Secre-
tary to the Madras Estate Land Act Committee, dated 3rd June 1938, No. 362/38.

2. No new irrigation works constructed subsequent to permanant settlement.

3. The estate is now under the management of Court of Wards for about three years.
Before the assumption the estate had been leased out by the late zamindar for about fifteen
years and the lessees scem to have attended to necessary repairs to the irrigation works.
No accounts are therefore available about the expenditure, in the estate office. Now after
the assumption, two tanks have been repaired and the rest needing repair will be attended
to in due course.

Letter from Sri 8. V. SuBaYYA NAYUDU, Manager, South Vallur estate, Part I, Masuli-

patam, to the Secretary to the Madras Estates Land Act Committee, dated 5th
June 1938, D, Dis, No. 1081 of 1938.

There are irrigation tanks in the upland villages of Koppaks tanna of Ellore taluk in
which the estate derives water tex. A list of tanks as existing at present in each village
is herewith submitted. Information as to whether these tanks existed at the time of per-
manent settlement or constructed subsequently is not available. But local enquiry shows
that all these tanks were in existence from a very long time. No new irrigation works
seem to have been constructed subsequent to the permanent settlement.
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2. Two statements showing the amounts spent for the maintenance of irrigation works
are submitted. Improvements were effected by the estate to these old irrigation works
by way of additional facilities such as construction of masonry sluices, surplus weirs, etc.,
during the last Court of Wards time—fasli 1318 to 1326—and there are maramat registers
in support of them. The amount spent for these improvements is Rs. 1,248,

No records relating to the amounts spent on these works during the time of the zamin-
dars are available in my office. But local enquiries show that they were repaired and kept
in good order by the then zamindars also.

3. A statement showing the revenue derived on the several tanks from fasli 1341 to
1346 is also enclosed. Information in respect of other faslis is not available.

No permanent settlement was made in regard to this Estate.

Your communication No. C.L. 75/37-G, dated &5th April 1938, was received by me
on 15th Muy 193¢ wnd T enclose & memorandum giving answers to your questionnaire as
far as I know and could remember. I am not now the manager and interim trustee of
Sri Kothandaramaswami Vari Temple, to whom the Gopalpur Zamindary was endowed.
A new man was appointed as manager of the estate. To avoid undue delay I give the infor-
mation you wanted. There are no records either with me or with the present manager,
giving more information. The estate was completely mismanaged and it was cnly in 1933
that the Hindu Religious Endowment Board appointed a Vicharapamandali and & manager
to manage the estate.

The ryots of Vadditandra filed & petition under section 138 of the Estate Land Act for the
repairs of Khari tank No. 28 before the Collector of Vizagapatam who after inspection got an
estimate for the repairs of the tank amounting to Rs, 1,750 and directed that the tank should be
repuired at a cost of Rs. 1,750 hefore 31st March 1938 and I am told that the repairs were made by

the present manager.

T am also informed that the present trustees got the Ralla tank of Santhabommeali No, 13
repaired ot 2 cost of Rs, 1.000,

Note.—This zaminduri was not surveyed and settled. In the beginning sharing system oxisted in the whcle
zamindari. It was converted into Imoney rentals about sixty to seventy years ago by some irresponsible managers
when the price of puddy was Rs. 20 per garce to avcid the difficulty of estimating rates then fixed contjnued
to the sume day. Several porambokes and tanks were encrcached upon. by the rycts a (torn) they pay no
assessment on such encroachment. The rates (torn) assersttent vary from annas four to rupees four for wet
and 4 annas to Rs. 2 per dry. Several lands pay nc assessthent whatever. The present incomo about Rs. 8,6CC
and the peshkash and cegses payable is about Rs. 4,600 and the establishment charges is aboul Rs. 1,500, If
the estate issurveyed andsettled sand rates according to tre Gevernment rates in the adjcining Governmnent
villages are fizod the income willnot be less than Rs.25,000. The estate is insuch a poor condition thatit
cannot meet the survey and settlement charges. The Government has to do it in the first ingtance and recover
it from the estate afterwards.

1 beg to acknowledge receipt of your letter, dated 25th April 1938, calling for some
partioulars in regard to the irrigation works in the zamindari of Punganur.

After a litigation. 0.8, No. 34 of 1931, on the file of the Suberdinate Judge’s Ceurt,
Chittoor, in which I was made a defendant and which ended in my favour, I came into
possession of the estate only on 20th November 1935. Assuch, I donct have yet, nor have
1 had the necessary time to acquire, full personal knowledge of the whole cstate and its
administration in all their detail.
dessipated by being filed in courts as exhibits in various important litigations in which the
previous zamindars were made defendants and in most of which they ultimately suoceeded.

I find 2lso that some of the records of the estate became

he main chittas of the estate for a number of vears,
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(1907 to 1925) have been put into ccurt and marked as exhibits and the other side who
lost the suit has preferred an appeal to the High Court, A.8. No. 6 of 1936, which is pending
and congequently the said exhibits are held up in the High Court and I could have no access
to them. With all these handicaps, I have gathered up the information required as far as
poseible from. the available records and I am furnishing the same to you herewith. The
delay in sending a reply was inevitable in the circumstances and I trust the Coemmittee will
kindly overlook the same.

1. The Irrigation Works at the time of the permanent seltlement.—There are 120 Sirkar
tanks in the zamindari and a list of the same in regard to each village is given in Annexure
A hereto. (These tanks are in addition to 1,148 dasabandum tanks which are mostly
small ones. There are tanks in inam villages also.)

Nore.—In my letter to you, dated 6th January 1938, in reply to your communication, dated 8th Dec-
ember 1937, the total number of dasabandam tanks was given by mistake as 1143 instoad of 1148.

The new irrigation works constructed subsequent to the permanent seltlement —There are
47 tanks constructed by the previous zamindars after the permanent settlement of which
the one constructed at Sankararoyalpet is e very big one and in fact the biggest in the
zamindari, The list of the new tanks is given in Annexure B heretc.

2. Cost of the new works and the account in support.—So far as T have been able to in-
vestigate in the short time before me, I have net been able to get at the materials which
would show when each of the new works was constructed and at what cost. But from the
office copy of a Telugn memorial, dated 26th April 1858, submiited by a previous zamindsr
Raja Sankara Royal Y. B. Varu to Mr. P. Whittingham, Collector of North Arcot (to which
district the Punganur Zamindari was then attached), it is found that the big tank at San-
kararoyalpet was constructed at a cost of Rs. 1,50,000 and on'a rough estimste, I submit
the rest would have cost the zamindar at least Re. 50,000.

3. Improvements eftected by the estute to the pre-setilement irrigation tanks—1 have not
been able to get at or examine in the short period the old accounts for the period from the
permanent settlement down to 1878 to find gut these particulars. But from the office copy
of Raja Sankara Royal’s memorial, dated 26th April 1858, referred to above, I gather that
between the years 1837 to 1857 a sum of Rs. 18,480 was spent on repairs and improvements
to the irrigation sources and that in 1857 itself a sum of Rs. 6,000 was spent towards a
budgeted estimate of Rs. 50,000 for repairing, ete., the tanks that had breached on account
of heavy rains then,

So far as the years from 1878 are eoncerned, 1 have had the accounts looked into for
ascertaining particulars. I gather that the accounts for the period 1885 to 1895 could not
be traced and for the period 1907 till about 1925 the accounts have been exhibited in the
said O.8. No. 34 of 1931 and are in court.  Omitting therefore these two periods, I find
that a total sum of Rs. 33,864-11-8 has been spent between 1878 and 1931 in effecting
repairs and making improvements, etc., to both the pre-settlement and new irrigation
tanks out of which, a total sum of Rs. 6,682-15-1 was spent in connexion with the new
irrigation sources. From 1932 till the end of 1935 the estate was being managed by
Receivers appointed by court, and it seems with the sanction of court a sum of Rs. 600 was
spent in 1935 by the then Receiver for repairs to the pre-settlement irrigaticn tanks. Ae
I am also, pending the appeal in the High Court, the Zamindar and Receiver, I have since
obtained sanction from court to spend a sum of Rs. 2,600 for repairs, ete., to the old irri-
gation sources and the work is now actually going on.

The accounts of the zamindari for the period above stated will support the above
statement in regard to the expenses incurred.

4. Maintenance charges and revenue from ayacut.—It is not found possible te give the
annual maintenance charges for each irrigation werk, as, so far as I am able to gather, no
such separate account for each irrigation work has been maintained nor is distinct and
separate establishment told off to look after the irrigation work alone. T regret, therefcre,
to be unable to gather up and furnish these particulars,

As for the revenue from the ayacut of the tanks, Annexure A gives also particulars of
the same. ‘

So far as post-settlement tanks are concerned, there is no particular ayacut for them
but they serve, whenever water is available for raising wet crops on dry lands and in such
cases the usual tarwar wet rates as obtained in the surrounding wet lands, are only collected,
This income from its very nature is unsteady and precarious.

Having furnished the information called for, T erave leave to submit that the zamindars
have not been able in the past to make appreciable improvements in the estate mainly on
acoount of the unfortunately heavy pesh kash levied on the zamindari. It hardly leaves,
a margin out of the income, to enable the zamindars to live in reasonable comfort, much
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less to work out their ambition and embark upen schemes of improvements. Asthe Com-
mittee has been constituted ¢ to enquire and report on the conditions prevailing in the
zamindari and other proprietary areas ”, I take it, it is within the ambit of their enquiry
o take note of the hard financial condition of this estate consequent on an unreasonably
heavy pesh kash and suggest and recommend to Government the granting of such remedy-
and redress as the circumstances may warrant or justify. In this hope, I crave the indul-
gence of the committee and request their permission to lay before them the following facts
which T hope will enlist the commiftce’s sympathy to induce them to make necessary
recommendation to Government for an early grant of relief to the estate in this direction,

To hriefly state its early history, the Punganur zamindari family is a very ancient
one which settled in Punganur in A.D. 1250. The zamindari itself came under the British
rule as early as 1801 and immediately thereafter between the years 1802 and 1805 the
Government made paimash and assessed the lands in the estate. Fach field in the estate
was assessed with rent in meney,the rate per acre was fixed and the assessment of each field
and village of the entire estate wag recorded in an account celled ““ the tarwar account.”

The actual collections by the Government for fasli 1215 repoited to Government by
Sir Thomas Munro himself was only 22,550 Star pagodas = Rs. 78,938,

From 1805 to 1814 the Ccllector himself settled annually the rent payable by the
rycts and gave pattas to them, but authorized the zamindar to collect that rent in return
for the allowance which the Government paid him,

In 1814, the Ccllector made the scttlement, leaged out each village separately tc the
ryots and fixed the rent payable by them. The total rent of all the villages amounted to-
Res. 84,427 and this together with the jodi on inams and the value of nowkarpeish villages
amounted to Rs. 94,566, as follows :—

"The rent of the zamindari lands occupied and cultivable waste .. 84,427
Jodi on inams .. " B . . - r - 6,398
Value of nowkarpeish villages .. 43 " . ot .o 3,741
Total .. 94,566

The estate was in that year leased to the zamindar for ten years fixing this rent annually,
The zamindar was authorized to collest only those rents as were entered by the Collectorin
the village leasesasaforesaid at the rates of assessment fixed by 8ir ThomasMunro himself
and entered in the tarwar accounts. The said rental of Rs. 84,427 included the assessment
of all occupied land and of unoceupied waste land of every description in all the villages
of the estate. As the Government knew at the time all the resources of the estate having
managed the estate themselves for twelve years consecutively before that, the total amount
of Rs. 94,566 has to be taken as the utmost that could be reasonably expected to be realized
from the tenants, though in fact it was never realized in full. During the Collector’s manage-
ment itself the receipts for the twelve years from 1803 to 1814 was only Rs. 86,443 on the
average (vide Annexure D hereto), and the decennial rent for the years 1815 to 1824 fixed
at Rs. 94,566 as aforesaid was thus more than the average receipts during the Government
management. The zamindar was to collect the rents, pay to Government a sum of Rs. 63,000
(two-thirds of Rs. 94,566) and take the balance as an allowance to himself for establishment,
maintenance, eto., charges.

As under the orders of the Court of Directors the pesh kash was to be fixed at two-thirds
of the receipts from the tenants, i.e., two-thirds of Rs. 94,566 or Rs. 63,044, the Collector
recommended to the Government then that the estate might be permanently settled on
the then zamindar on the payment of a pesh kash of Rs. 63,000 but the Court of Directors
postponed granting of it. ‘

Tn 1824, after the decennial lease had ended the Government took up direct manage-
ment of the estate on behalf of the zamindar under the orders of Home Government, the
Collector himself making the settlement annually and distributing pattas to the ryots.
As the old rates of rent fixed in 1805 were considered to be very high, the Government
permanently reduced the rent in this year by 25 per cent on dry and wet lands and by
33 per cent on garden lands in the estate, as was done in the case of the ryotwari lands
in the Cuddapah district of which the Punganur Zamindari then formed part. The zamin-
dar was directed to levy rent from the ryots only at the said reduced rates and make over
the collections to the Government. He was granted in return an allowance of 20 per cent
on the realizations for his own maintenance, etc., expenses in addition to a grant of about
Rs. 6,000 and odd for establishment, etc., expenses. This system of Government manage- -
ment was from 1824 to 1833. .
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In 1833 again the Local Government recommended the grant of a permanent sannad
to the then zamindar and suggested that the pesh kasbh to be initially fixed at Rs. 51,000
and should be raised ultimately to Rs. 63,000 in twenty years by annual increments. The
Court of Directors, however, did not accept the recommendation but ordered temporary
settlement with the then zamindar for twenty years on condition of his paying a pesh kash

of Rs. 63,000 as suggested above.

On the expiry of the said lease in 1853 a further lease for five years more was granted
to the zamindar for the same swn of Ks. 63,001 annually.

The granting of the permancnt sannad was again recommended in 1858 and sannadi
milkiet istimrar was granted in 1861, The pesh kash was fixed at Rs. 63,000 as was recom-
mended in 1814 itself and it was the two-thirds of Rs. 94,566 which was the estimated
receipts fixed by the Collector in that year. Though on principle the pesh kash was to be
fixed with reference only to the actual ¢ncome and not the mere estimated inccme and
though estimated receipt of Rs. 94,566 was never realized and though as a matter of fact
the Government reduced the rents by 25 per cent (but even 33 per cent with regard to garden
lands) the Government in 1861 fixed tho pesh kash at Rs. 63,000 as the two-thirds of the
estimated Rs. 94,566 of 1814 itself without even taking note of the said 25 per cent reduc-
tion effected by themselves in 1824. Thus, even since 1824 the Government levied from
the zamindar the samo pesh kash ¢f Rs. 63,000 fixed when the total rent was estimated at
Rs. 94,566 though they had themselves reduced the rents in that year by 25 to 33 per cent
and had bound the zamindar to collect thereafter from the ryots, rent only at the reduced
rates fixed by them in that year as aforesaid. Down to this day the zamindar has been
collecting rents from the 1yots only at the said reduced rates fixed by the Government in
1824, The consequence is the zamindar is made to pay to the Government the same
amount of pesh kash fixed with reference to the higher rates though he is made to get,
and in fact gets, from the ryots rents only at the reduced rates.

‘Taking the reduotion made in 1824 roughly as 25 per cent on the average (though in
regard to garden lands the reduction was as much as 33 per cent)—

waste allowing 25 per cent reduction on Rs. 84,427 is.
Jodi on inams (no reduction) Le . .. .. 6,398

This amount of Rs. 73,459 is in fact the real value of the estate after the reduction
cffected in 1824 and out of this the Government take by way of pesh kash as much as
Rs. 63,000 or roughly 86 per cent of the whole income.

As the zamindar was authorized to collect and has ever since been collecting only at the
reduced rates brought into force by the Government itself in 1824, the ryots alone had
and enjoyed exclusively the bencfit of the reduction while the zamindar has been made to
pay the same pesh kash as before without reference to the said reduction.

After the inam settlement, a quit-rent of about Rs. 15,000 and edd has been permanently
added to the pesh kash and since Madras Act TV of 1871, the land cess amounting to Rs. 18,000
apd odd on the average also forms part of the pesh kash to be paid. So far as the quit-rent
is concerned, the Government have permanently addcd the same to the pesh kash and
has thrown the responsibility of collecting the same on the zamindar by allowing him a
deduction of a third of the total quit-rent to meet the expenscs of collection, etc., by him
with the result the zamindar has to pay to the Government also a fixed quit-rent whether
he in his turn is able to realize the same in full from the ryots or not. .

1 find from the accounts that for the last tenyears, from 1928 to 1937, the average
total annual collections (of rents, jodi, quit-rent, road-cess, and income from nowcarpeish
villages) come to only Rs. 1,35,439-10--10. Out of this as much as Rs. 94,000 and odd
have to be paid to the Government as pesh kash (including quit-rent, land-cess and also quit-
rent and road-cess on service iname), leaving a balance of Rs. 41,43¢-10-10 for meeting all

the other expenses.
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The zamindari has to meet annually, as recurring expenses under main heads the follow-
ing expenses —

For establishments (for revenue, village, kattupadies,
karnams, and palace establishments) about .. .. 22,600
Maintenance of the Basavaraja High School at Punganur
(after giving eredit to Government grant and receipts

by way of school-fees) expenses about .- .. 3,500
Maintenance allowance to the junior members of the
Royal family under decrees of courts, etc., about .. 9,000
Temple expenses for pujas, festivals, etc., about .. .. 2,500
Stationery, printing, postage, etc., contingent expenses
at least .. .. .. .. . . .. 1,500

The balance left is next to nething. —

Various other contingent expenses also, such as, payment of union beard taxes, contri-
butions to the Hindu Religious Endowments Board, repairs to buildings, legal expenses in
connection with the suits filed against the estate and for court-fee stamps for Jafthi-patties
and sale applications, have to be met in addition to the reasonable maintenance charges for
the zamindar and his family and effecting repairs to the irrigation sources, etc., with great
difficulty, the zamindar has been struggling to meet all these expenses, from the net income
from the forest (grazing fees, fuel permits and sale of produce) and from house and ground
rents. This income is also precarious and unsteady.

Tt is thus seen that the zamindar hag had no margin left out of the income of the estate
for maintaining himself in reasonable comfort much less, for effecting improvements to the
estate.

I submit that the peshkash sits heavily on this estate compared with the zamindaris
and polems in the south which had been treated with great indulgence by the Government.
The Government themselves have admitted in paragraph 2 of G,0. No. 357, dated 23rd
February 1881, that no margin has been left in this estate as in the case of ether zamindaris
and that the estate has no resources for yielding increased income. The Government also
admitted as early as 1831 and 1832 that the assets of the estate were considerably reduced
by grent of the reduction of rents to the ryets in 1824-—Vide Government Ordess, deted
28th November 1831 and 10th January 1832,

The previous zamindass twice appealed to the Government through the Collectors of
the district for reduction of the peshkash. In 1880, W.S. Whiteside, Esq., who was the
Collector of the district for twelve years and who knew the Punganur zamindari intimately,
strongly recommended a reduction of at least Bs. 13,000 from the peshkash. The Board of
Revenue also gave its support to the said recommendation (vide B.P. No. 1148, dated 12th
August 1880). But the Government by the said Government Order, dated 23rd February
1881 did not accept the recommendation but gave to the zamindar, temporary relief by way
of remitting Rs. 26,000 which had been advanced to him as loan for giving relief to tenants
during the famine. The Government recognized, however, in the said order that the
zamindari possesses no favourable circumstances for effecting improvements, and also
observed * but there is no question that the valuation of the assets for settling the peshkash
was made at a time when the margin for improvement of income did not leave to the zamin-
dar such opportunity of accumulating private means and thereby preparing to meet un-
favourable circumstances, as was the case generally in permanent settlement,”

Again in 1882, A. J. Stewart, Esq., who succeeded Mr. W. 8. Whiteside as Collector of
the distriot, strongly recommended a reduction in the peshkash but the Board of Revenue
and the Government without granting a permanent reduction in the peshkash, granted
again only a temporary relief by remitting Rs. 47,403 the arrears of peshkash then due—
Vide G.0O. No. 91, dated 22nd January 1883. After this long interval I, as the present
zamindar make bold to appeal again for a reduction of the peshkash to which I submit, the
estate is justly entitled. 1 hope the facts aforesaid wouldenlistthe sympathy cf the
committee for this zamindari and will induce them to put in a strong recommendation for
the reduction of the peshkash to the extent, the committee may feel, the estate is entitled.

Even if the committee should feel that the matter is not strictly within the ambit of
the enquiry, I hope and trust that any suggestion or recomnmendation from a, competent and.
responsible committee as this for rendering deserving justice to this estate will have its own
value and ultimately end in justice being meted out to this zamindari.

It may be also added that the reduction will release an appreciable sum to enable the
zamindar to embark upen schemes for the improvement of the estate. Given the means
I have the ambition to improve the estate in all possible ways and ameliorate the condition
of the ryots.

Copics of the old gudicut accounts are 2lso not available, Printed copies of the old *kham
bhogatta > accounts are, howevcr, available in respect of fifty villages out of the 114 villeges
in which thoro are irrigation sources. These accounts indicate that there Were no irrigation sources
in some villages at the time of the permanent settloment while in respect of the remaining villeges
only the total number of irrigation sources &t the time of the permanent settlement were given.
A statement marked “ A’ showing the total number of irrigation sources at the time of the
permancnt settlement and those existing at present in each village is herewith snbmitted.

2. From the ‘kham bhogatta *’ sccount, it is seen that thore were no irrigation sources
at all in some villeges at the time of the permanent settlement while in some other villages the
number of irrigation sources was less than those existing at prosent. Tt is therefore clear
that some irrigation sources were constructed subsequent to the permanent settloment. 1t may
be estimated that about half of the sources now cxisting have come into being after the settle-
ment and that about Rs. 75,000 appoar to have beon spent for their construction. These are
only estimated figures and no accounts showing the details are available,

3. I submit herewith a statement marked ‘B’ showing the improvements effected by the
estate to the old pre-settlement irrigation sources by way of additional facilities. The statistics
furnished relate to faslis 1334 to 1343. The accounts relating to statistios prior to 1344 could
not be traced. Rupees 46,419 was spent during faslis 1334 to 1343 alone towards improvements
to the old pre-settlement irrigation works,
