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PREFACE

The Statistical Abstract for the year 1984-85 and 1985-86 (both
in Marathi and in English) is the twenty-first in the series. It gives
data on socio econcmic characteristics of the State mostly for the
years 1984-85 and 1985-86. This issue includes the tables on
(@) religionwise population, (h) literacy rates for scheduled castes
and scheduled tribes, (¢) distribution of population according to
industry and occupation, (d) estimates of population till 1991 and
(¢) number of employces according to 1985 census of Government
employees.  Of these, the tables at (a), (b) and (¢) are based on
1981 population census and are included for the first time.

2. From the issue for 1982-83 and 1983-84 (combined) the
form of the publication has been slightly changed on the lines of
recommendations of the Central Statistical Organisation, New Delhi.
In order to facilitate reference to the previous tables, their numbers
have been given in the bracket after the new numbers of the tables.

3. A map of Maharashtra State and charts have also been
included in this issue.

4. It is hoped that this publication will be found useful as a
reference book by those interested in making socio economic studies
of Maharashtra and its districts.

5. I am thankful to the different departments and offices of
the State Government, Government of India, Local Bodies and other
organisafions for their co-operation in supplying requisite data for
inclusion in this publication, which is the twenty-first in the serics.

INTRODUCTORY

0.1. This is the Twentyfirst issue of the Statistical
Abstract of Maharashira State which is being publi-
shed since its formation in 1960. The purpose of
publishing this Abstract is to present background
statistical material on as many socio-economic chara-
cteristics of the State as is possible so that the Abstract
may prove useful not only as a reference book but also
for research, planning or further socio-economic studics
about the State. The information is to the cxtent
feasible, is presented districtwise for interdistrict com-
parison. Some social and  economic statistics  are
presented over a series of years to study changes in
these fields.

0.2, The present issue relates to the year 1984-85
and 1985-86 combinzd and the detailed data are
published for the year 1984-85 and 1985-86 wherever
such data  were available. Wherever data for
1984-85 and 1985-86 were not available, the data
for the latest available year are given. Also, yearly
scries up to the year 1985-86 are presented. The
statistical data presented in this Abstract are initially
compiled by various departments of the State Govern-
ment, Government of India, Local Bodies, etc. These
departments usually preparz and release provisional
figures for recent years. These provisional figures are
in the process of finalisation and ultimately when they
are finalised, they are slightly different from the provi-
sional figures released earlier. For this reason, the
data published in the other publications of this Directo-
rate, viz.,, ‘“‘Hand-book of Basic Statistics of Maha-
rashtra State ”’ “ Economic Survey of Maharashtra ”
or the carlier issue of the Statistical Abstract may not
exactly tally with those published in this Abstract.

Insome cases where the period
to which the figures concerning Maharashtra and India,
respectively relate, is not identical, the data for latest
available year for India is shown and comparison ef
Mabharashtra with India is made with reference to this
period. The statement also gives percentage share of
Maharashtra with the figures relating to the country.
